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CANADIAN APPLES 
WANTED IN BRITAIN

Crop of This Fruit a Total 
Failure in Most English 

Counties.

31.—(By CanadianOttawa, Aug.
-Dealing with the apple cropPress)

situation in a report just made to the 
department of trade and commerce, 
Mr J. Forsyth Smith, Canadian fruit
trade commissioner, states that early 
forecasts of the English apple crop 
situation, which were not encourag- ’ 
ing, are fully substantiated by pres­
ent indications. The crop in Kent 
county, the principal apple producing 
county In England, will not be more 
than 10 per cent of an average crop, 
while in Cambridgeshire and Middle­
sex it is practically a failure.

Suspend Price Control.
The British ministry of food has 

suspended the apple pri.ee control un­
til November 15, with the obvious in­
tention of encouraging the home in­
dustry by permitting the high 
prices the market will pay during the 
periods in which early English apples 
are offered -and also with the obj*ct 
of attracting large supplies of eariy 
trans-At'antic apples, which never 
come forward in as heavy supply as 
late varieties. Owing to these condi­
tions, trans-Atlantic apples selling in 
England before November 15 will 
have the advantage of a free market.

U. S. Crop Below Normal.
Touching on the general outlook, 

Mr. Smith states that* the American 
box apple crop is estimated at 65 to 
76 per cent, of last season—a short­
age of 4,000 cars. The British Colum­
bia crop will be 60 to 65 per cent, 
the Nova Scotia crop 55 per cent., 
the Ontario crop will show an in­
crease, and the American barrel 
apple crop will be substantially in­
creased. American apples, however, 
will be handicapped abroad by an 
adverse rate of exchange, and with 
the English crop practically a failure, 
demand should be strong and prices 
satisfactory.

AN IRISH LEAGUE 
FORMING IN CANADA

De Valera Says He Was in 
Dominion No Later Than 

Last Sunday.

” New York, Aug. 31.—Eamon de 
Valera, "president of the Irish repub­
lic,” has made several trjps to Canada 
recently in connection with the Self- 
Determination for Ireland League of 
Canada, which is now being organized. 
He admitted this to a representative 
of the Canadian Press tonight, but 
declined to give out any information 
regarding his little excursions Into the 
Dominion,

"I was In Canada no longer ago 
. than last Sunday," he said. He In­
timated that he had been in Montreal, 

»but refused to state whether he visited 
other Canadian cities.

On Sunday De Valera delivered a 
speech to an Irish gathering at Cliff 
Haven, N.Y., near the international 
border, and a deputation of about a 
hundred Canadians journeyed to the 
little New York town to hear him. 
Afterwards he had a, conference with 
some of the leaders of the party who 
ere interested in the formation of the 
new Self-Determination League. He 
declined to give the names of those 
who were at the conference, saying 
that he considered that any detailed 
announcement regarding the meeting 
should come from the Canadian head­
quarters rather" than from him.

He declared that the new league is 
being successfully organized and said 
that the convention held in Quebec 
City last week was the first of a series 
of provincial conventions. —After the 
provincial organizations are completed 
the league is to be organized on a 
national basis, The Irish "president" 
said that he had found many sym­
pathizers with the Irish republican 
cause in Canada, a large number of 
them being in Toronto.

Was Not in Quebec,
Quebec, Aug, 31.—When officers of 

the local branch of the Self-Determina­
tion for Ireland League of Canada 
were ghown the New York despatch 
tonight concerning Eamonn de Valera’s 
Visite to Canada, they said that while 
the "president of the Irish republic" 
may have been in Montreal last Sun­
day, he certainly had not visltéd Que­
bec, where the league held its conven­
tion,
