Very Rev. Dean Schofield, superin­
tendent of the finance department, re­
ported that towards the apportionment 
of the Sunday school commission, 68 par­
ishes and missions, during the past year, 
contributed $286.62, as against 48 par­
ishes and missions last year contributing 
$261.86. While this is an improvement, 
there is a serious difference between the 
amount raised and the $400 which was 
the apportionment placed upon the 
diocese.”

In a general discussion of Sunday 
school work of almost two hours’ dura­
tion, the l^ishop mentioned that one of 
the weaknesses of the Church of England 
in relation to other churches in the same 
area was that they could not get the 
adult members of the churches to take 
an interest in the Sunday schools. When 
he passed some Baptist places of wor­
ship he was often struck by the many 
grown persons who streamed out from 
them. The home department work 
should fill a gap in the Anglican scheme.

The Anglo-Palestine Company, a 
banking concern, has done much excel­
lent work in helping the refugees who 
have arrived in Egypt. The company 
hqê been doing the utmost to assist 
refugees with depositions. This afford­
ed great relief to the rerugees.

Humanitarian work is also being done 
by the U. S. warship Tennessee, which 
has been fitted up as a transport and 
has been going back and forward be­
tween the ports of Egypt and Palestine 
to bring refugees to this country for 
safety. Another batch has arrived at 
Alexandria, and the reports brought by 
them with reference to the situation tend 
to show more and more strongly the 
inability of the Turks to do anything 
that is effective against Egypt.

Everything is quiet in Egypt and the 
people are convinced that the country 
is secure against all attacks. It is be­
coming' clearer every day that the Turk­
ish plans are so much bluff that no 
force of any importance is yet in the 
movement against the Suez Canal.

Washington, Feb. 8—Co-operation be­

tween business and the government In 
framing laws for the benefit of all the 
people was urged by President Wilson 
tonight, in an address before several hun­
dred representative business men here 
attending the annual convention of the 
Chamber of Commerce of the United 
States. He declared that “we must all 
pool our interests,” in order to discover 
the best means for handling public prob­
lems.

The creation in the United States, In 
time of peace, of the same kind of uni­
ted spirit which moves nations during 
wars was advocated by the president, 
who remarked that “when peace is as I 
handsome as war there will be no wars,” 
and “When men engage in the pursuits 
qf peace in the same spirit of self-sacri­
fice as they engage in war, wars will dis­
appear.”

The president predicted that, while 
there is a shortage of food in the world 
now, the shortage will be much greater. 
He pointed out that under the guidance 
of the department of agriculture efforts 
must be made by farmers in the United 
States to grow more and more grain, in 
order that the world may be fed.
