Estate is Divided Among
Family—Of St. John

Interest.

The will of the late Hon. Nathaniel
M. Jones, one of the prominent busi-
ness men of Maine and well known in
St. John, was filed for probate on Fri-
day in Bangor. There was no public
bequests.

The sum of $500 is given the city
of Bangor in trust for the care of
the place where his father and brothers
are buried. To his brother, James Ww.
Jones, is given $500 and a release of
any indebtedness there may be; to
his brother, Hilton B. Jones, $100; to
his sisters, Emily H. Jones and Ella
S. Thombs, $500 each; - to nieces,
Blanche H. Jones and Lillian T. Jones
and a nephew, Ralph T. Jones, $500
each; to a nephew, Nanthaniel M.
Jones, 2nd, $1,000.

To his son, Sidney M. Jones, of St.
John, is given $5,000, also testator’s
watch, chain and charm, diamond stick
pin, and a gold headed cane which be-
longed to his great g-andfather; also,!
all office furniture and fixtures and one-
half of the library.

To his daughter, Harriet M. Jones,
is given $5,000; also all jewelry not
given to the son, a piano and one-half
of the library.

To -~ his wife, Hattie H. Jones, is
given $f0,000; also, all plae, linen,
china, household goods, automobiles,
etc,, and all other personal effects not
otherwise disposed of, except money,
stocks, bonds, and other securities.

All the rest, including life insutrance,
is given to his son, Sidney M. Jones,
and E. C. Ryder of Bangor, in trust,
ithe trustees to pay from the net in-
come to his daughter a fixed sum, the
balance of the net income to be paid
to his wife.

After the death of his wife, the
trustees shall pay to the son one-half
of the entire trust property remaining
and hold the other half in trust and
pay the net income to the daughter.

There are further provisions for
paying to his sisters and nephews
share and share alike in case the son
and daughter shall die without de-
scendants.
