(St. Andrews Beacon.)
A large male lobster was captured by 

Capt. Marshal Stinson in a tide pool on 
St. Andrews Island last week, and has 
been mounted for the museum of the 
Biological Station. Its living weight is 
not known, as it was more or less dried 
out before it was possible to weigh it. 
From its size, it must have weighed 
twenty-five pounds at least. The length 
of the body is twenty and three-quarter 
inches and the total length to the tips of 
the claws, thirty-four Inches. It Is 
of the largest lobsters on recojd, and is 
slightly larger than a specimen captured 
at Lubec in 1892, and said to be pre­
served on Campobello Island. A speci­
men twenty-three and three-quarters 
inches long and weighing thirty-four 
pounds is known. A larger lobster than 
this has not been authoritatively report­
ed. These large lobsters are naturally of 
an uncertain age, but it has been estim­
ated that they are in the neighborhood 
of the half-century mark.,

SHIPPINGGOOD ROADS PAY
A Calais letter says: “It is said that 

the towp of Milltown, N. B., will make 
a demand upon the neighboring town of 
St. Stephen for moneys collected from 
Milltown citizens in fines for violation 
Of the Canada temperance act. Under 
this act it is unlawful for anyone to im­
port liquors for sale In the county of 
Charlotte, and three Milltown citizens 
lost shipments consigned to them and 
which were received at St. Stephen, 
which is the nearest rail depot. Not only 
did they lose the booze, but were fined 
by the police officials of St. Stephen foi 
violating the law. The Milltown authori-' 
ties contend that being residents of Mill- 
town, an incorporated municipality, St. 
Stephen had no jurisdiction pver them, 
and if the town does not surrender the 
amount of the fines the matter will he 
carried to the county council for adjust­
ment."

one Montreal Star (editorial) It pays to 
have good roads. The office of public 
roads in the United States department of 
agriculture states that the expenditure 
of $250,000 on 24 per cent, of the roads 
in one county of Alabama has doubled 
the value of all the farm land in the 
county in ten years. In Virginia the 
value of a farm of 100 acres increased 
from $1,800 to $8,000 after the road 
bordering it had been improved. These 
facts are more significant than many ab­
stract arguments and should weigh with 
those responsible for the roads of this 
province. We gladly acknowledge that 
considerable improvement has been 
shown in recent weeks, but there is still 
plenty of room for improvement. Per­
haps the saddest feature of this ques­
tion is the neglect to finish roads prop­
erly. There has been an amount of good, 
work done which lacks but a little of 
being excellent. Roads have been made 
which are well drained but which have 
no binder. As a result they will begin 
to go to pieces much sooner than If a 
proper binder had been used. The latter 
easily repays what it costs. It saves a 
considerable expenditure on repairs and 
makes travelling more comfortable. We 
are grateful to the parishes which arc 
doing something-to remedy their wretch­
ed roads, but we hope they will do more. 
Apart from the great loss iKtdimst traf­
fic this year, bad roads have cost tile 
farmers much money even though the 
exceptionally dry season has made the 
loss less than it must otherwise have 
been.
