Now that this business lias assumed 
such great importance, and promises 
to he profitable, it,is in great danger 
of being overdone, and some stringent 
regulations will he absolutely necessa­
ry to prevent the speedy destruction 
of this source ot industry and wealth.
We have aseertained the following 
tacts regarding the smelt. It is not 
generally known, at least to our fish­
ermen, that the smelt is a branch of 
the salmon family, and like the sal­
mon, comes to our waters for the pur­
pose of depositing its spawn and milt.
There are two distinct varieties of the 
smelt, known as “ silver backs'’ and 
“ black backs.” The former attain a 
much larger size than the latter, and 
come into our rivers about the first 
September to mature and deposit their 
spawn. The latter do not spawn un­
til April, May and June, according to 
locality; in our southern rivers and 
streams, they enter in me first named 
month, appearing later as they 
further north.

THE SMELT FISHERY.

Since the closing of the rivers by 
ice, the Smelt Fishery has been very 
largely pursued in several localities 
in the Northern Counties, The prin­
cipal of these are Richibucto, Cara- 
quet, Bathurst, and several tributa­
ries of our own River, as Black Ri­
ver, Napan and Bartibog.

In Batbnrst Harbor and the estua­
ries of Middle and Little Rivers, 
the smelts, appear to be of a larger 
size than in the other localities above 
named, many' attaining a weight of 
seven or eight ounces, but averaging 
about four ounces. Previous to the 
closing of the harbor by ice, large 
quantities were taken by seine, and 
also by hook aad line in the hands 
of the poorer people, to whom this 
mode of fishing furnished remunera­
tive employment. The formation of 
ice prevented the use of seines, which 
gave place to bag nets, by which 
also large quantities have been and 
still continue to be taken.

In Bathurst much dissatisfaction 
exists at the very great destruction 
of small fish by these seines 
and very reasonable apprehen­
sions are felt, that the continuance 
of their use will, in a very short time, 
entirely exhaust this variety of the 
smelt, which is quite distinct from 
the small variety coming up all our 
streams to spawn from April until 
the last of June. Wc are not in­
clined to the opinion entertained in 
some quarters, that at Bathurst bag 
nets should be abolished and the 
fishing confined altogether to hook 
and line. We believe that fishing 
with these nets cannot seriously 
affect the supply so long as their use 
is allowed under certain restrictions

Dear Sirs :—Knowing the deep interest 
you take in the welfare of our County, I 
wish to inform your numerous readers the 
position Kent stands in at present, and its 
prospects for the future. You are well 
aware that our importations in round num­
bers, amount to about $400,000.0(1, two- 
thirds of which comes from the city of St, 
John via Point du Chene and Weldford. 
Four-fifths of the goods arriving by way of 
Point du Chene, where they are shipped on 
board of the packet, which conveys them 
to Richibucto and Kingston, making a trip 
a week if wind and w eather permits. And 
it often happens that goods ordered early in 
the spring arrive before the packet gets 
there, these goods are tumbled into the 
station house and when the packet arrives 
perhaps she is not sble to take them all and 
it so happens that the first goods ordered 
for immediate use are not received by the 
merchant until late in the spring. Now I 
am not finding any fault with the packet as 
the owner does his best to forward the 
goods as soon as possible ; but what I do 
find fault with is the mode of transporta­
tion. The business with St. John is on the 
decrease, and likely to continue, as our 
schooners are trading to Halifax, P. E. 
Island and Quebec, giving our merchants a 
good opportunity of importing directly ; 
and further, they are negotiating for one of 
the Gulf Steamers to call here during the 
summer, and will very likely succeed. 
Therefore the merchants of St. John had 
better bestir themselves or their business, 
which amounts annually to about $270,000 
with Kent will cease and become one of 
the things of the past and that not through 
any fault of theirs as the people of Kent 
would much rather do business with them 
than any others, but for the sole reason of 
transportation. Now you will very natu­
rally ask, are you not going to have railway 
accommodation. This question I must say, 
I am unable to answer ; but this 1 do know 
that onr Company was the first organised 
under the Subsidy Act of 1874, the Con­
tract given to responsible persons, and then 
we called on the Government to sign the 
said Contract. They put us off by telling 
us they thought the shore route would be 
the most advisable, and after waiting for 
twelve months, we pushed them to give a 
final answer, which was, that the Govern­
ment in Council decided to give the Sub­
sidy to the Northern Railway Company, on 
the strength of which we 'communicated 
with J. C. Brown, Esq.,and ordered him to 
commence operations. He came with his 
staff and went to work. The Company 
called once more on the Government to 
sign the contract ; they were then a*ed to 
ehow their ability to construct the line. 
The company asked what they required, 
and were told a guarantee for the rails 
from the Dominion Government. They 
then got G. McLeod, Esq., M. P. P., to get 
the guarantee and finally got sixty per cent, 
of the total quantity required, with good 
prospects for the balance. We then ap­
pealed to the Government. Once 
their answer was that they did not think it 
expedient for them to enter into any con­
tract with the Company at present. We 
then set to work and secured the balance of 
the rails from Messrs. Domville & Co., and 
reported. We are now told to wait the 
action of the House of Assembly.

Now, Mr. Editors, this is only a simple 
statement of facts if I am rightly informed, 
and you are well aware that our County has 
been shamefully treated by being cut off 
from all railway communication, and by 
placing us in such a position that it takes 
three days to get an answer by letter from 
St. John. It is said by some of our lead­
ing men that when they ask any of the nine 
Honorable M.'P. P.'s, to assist us, the an­
swer is get clear of O'Leary and Johnston, 
and then we will see what can be done, 
forgetting that at the formation of the King 
Government, that Kent stood nobly by 
them. Where was Caie and Girouard ? 
Did they not vote for them ? And by their 
vote some have held a good fat office ever 
since. And what has the County received r 
Nothing but insult added to injury. We 
appeal once more to the Press and the pub­
lic, and to the merchants of St. John, 
whose interests are at stake, and to the 
forty-one Honorable Gentlemen who will 
shortly meet at Fredericton, and to every 
man of honor and intelligence, to give us 
simple justice and we ask no more.

We believe the best thing to be done 
is to agitate—to leave no stone un­
turned to bring about the much-to-bc- 
dosired change. It is sincerely to be 
hoped that the Local Government 
will deal honestly with that really fine 
County as regards the Branch Railway. 
It is a great commercial necessity, tlie 
missing link which is to place Kent up­
on an equal footing with other places, 
some ot them of less commercial im­
portance. The only obstacle in the 
way is the money, for it is understood 
that the rails have been promised by 
the General Government. We hope 
therefore that the Provincial subsidy 
will speedily be placed at thc disposal 
ot the Company, in order that lhe 
work may be resumed.

In Black River, Napan, and Barti- 
bogue this fishery has suddenly grown 
into very large proportions. The 
fish are considerably smaller than 
those taken in Bathurst, the average 
not being above two and a half oun­
ces perhaps. From Napan Bridge 
to the month of the river the whole 
surface of fhe ice is dotted by fisher­
men, busily engaged from morning 
till night, and often from night till 
morning, in setting and drawing bag 
nets ; for in no other way is the fish­
ery pursued in our County. These 
nets are simply an immense netted 
bag, with meshes from a half to 
inch extension from knot to knot ; 
the month is from twelve to eighteen 
feet across, and the bag or bunt from 
fifteen to twenty feet deep. Across 
the upper and under sides of the 
mouth small poles are stretched, 
of which is sunk to the bottom and 
the other a small distance beloy the 
ice, in a long narrow slit cut on the 
edge or in the middle of the channel. 
As the smelts run up and down with 
the rise and fall of the tides they 
ter the extended mouths of these 
nets, and are drawn up in a mass in 
the lower end or bunt, whence they 
are emptied by untying the end.— 
Of course everything that enters the 
mouth of the bag is taken—smelts 
large and small, tom-cods, or frost- 
fish, young bass, chub, and small 
flounders, are the principal fish cap­
tured. Smelts are taken in large 
quantities, and of course the quanti­
ty of very small ones, wholly unfit 
for market, must, necessarily, be pro­
portionately large ; tom-cods 
next in quantity taken, and of these 
a very large number, averaging about 
eight or nine ounces, are caught ; 
many young bass and flounders, not 
three inches long, are also taken.

In Bathurst the smelts, being of a 
large size and good quality, bring 
readily five and six cents per pound 
on the ice, and the tom-cods from
