_SORSIDIES TO RAILWAYS.

The public accounts show that during
the past fiscal year the sum of $1,678,196
was paid by the government of Canada
on account of railway subsidies and that
from 1884 to 1890 inclusive the large
sum of $8,270,986 was paid by the gov-
ernment on the same account. Thesame
blue book gives a list of railways that
have been subsidized by money grants
showing the payments that have been
made and the liability that exists to
Oct. 1st; 1860. This list embraces mo
less than ~ sixty-six’ lines of
railway to which $7,048,598
had been paid up. to Oct, 1st,
1890 in addition to $2,066,600 paid to
three other lines not included in this list.
There was a balance of $3,595,308 which

. the government will have to pay on

$4,375,149. In 1890 our net debt was
$237,533,211 and the net interest charge
was $8,574,570. This is a satisfactory
feature of our financial condition and
shows that the credit of Canada stands
bigh.

ONE OF THE DANGERS OF OUR CIVILIZA-
TION

More than two thousand years after
Anacreon came to his death through the
lodgement of a grape seed -in his throat
a man in New York put a bullet through
one of his lungs, swallowed a half an
ounce of laudanum and jumped into the
Hudson river with suicidal intent. He
was rescued and survived his triple at-
tack upon his own life for many years.
Examples aré innumerable of the ex=
treme brittleness of the thread of human
life'in some instances and of its wonder-
ful tenacity in others. The perils of the
sea are fairly balanced by those encoun-
tered on shore, and we believe . that ac-
cording to statistics the number of fata-
lities resulting from railway accidents is
no larger than that experienced by those
who employ other means of locomotion.
How death is apt to steal upon its vie-
tims unaware, and from dnsuspected
lurking places ,is illustrated by an ac-
count, of the suffocation of George Clarke,
his wife and daughter of five years, last;
Sunday morning, at No. 21 North Grove
street, Boston. : No. 21 is a’ ten-
ement house, and George Clarke
and his family o¢cupied rooms .in
the  basement. There were no
gas pipes in the house'and no connection
for any in the street, yet this family
were” smothered by gas. When the
policeman passed the house at 2,30 Sun-
day morning the air was as pure asever:
an hour later it was impregnated by gas.
In searching for t he cause he applied his
nose to the key hole of no 21 and found
that the room was full of gas. Unable
to rouse the inmates he smashed & win-
dow with his club, entered at the risk of
bis life, and ‘found the three inmates
of the basement asphyxiated. The other
seven inmates of the tenement were
rescued, .some of them being barely
alive. This terrible fatality is accounted
for by the bursting of the gas pipe that
runs along the street, in front of No. 21;
that the escaping gas worked its way
through the earth to the basement of
No. 21, the inmates of which were
smothered by its fumes. These people
had, so far as human intelligence could
discern, immunity from the death by
which they were overtaken. They might
have feared death in a conflagration, for
their rooms were in a tumble down
tenement house: they might have feared
death from cold or hunger, for they were
very_poor, but death by asphyxiation, if
ever thought of, must have seemed very
improbable. The lessons inculcated by
the tragedy at No. 21, North Grove street,
are as old as the world. They come
home to the residents’of every eity and
macufacturing town the world over.
They are impressed upon us by almost
innumerable events which culminate in
the loss of life or property which could
by mno possibility have been fore-
seen, and no less by those
bair breadth escapes, both as regards
life and property, which lead to an al-
most superstitions impression that there
are those who are mysteriously shielded
from many of the comion and uncom-
mon exigencies of existence.

It will probably be
concluded before long that the railway
subsidy business has gone far enough,
and that except in some special and un-
usual case no more subsidies to rail-
ways should be voted.

THE FINANCES OF CANADA.

The blue book containing the public
accounts which has ~ just been issued,
shows that the revenue of Canada for
the past fiscal year which ended June
30th 1890 was $39,879,925, of which $31,-
587,071 was derived from- taxes while
the ordinary expenditure was $35,994,-
031 leaving & surplus of $3,885,893. This
sarplus was however extinguished by
the expenditure on capital account
which amodnted to $4,048,385 of which
$3,914,553 was for railways, canals and
public. works. The largest . item
of this expendilure was $l1,-
170,623 for  the Cape Breton
railway, while the Digby and Annapolis
railway absorbed §381,942 and the Ox-
ford and New Glasgow railway $434,074.
About one half of the capital expendi-
ture of the year was therefore disbursed
in the province of Nova Scotia. The
et debt of Canada was increased during
the year to the extent of only $3,170.
On the 30th June 1889 it was $237,530,041
and a year later it was $287,533,211. This
is the smallest increase in any year since
confederation, that there has been an
increase. The gross debt was reduced
from $287,722,062 in 1889 to $286,112,295,
in 1890, but the assets were at the same
time reduced  from $50,192,021,
in 1889 to $48579,083 in 1890.
The interest payable on the debt wasre-
duced from $10,148,931 in 1889 to $9,656,-
841 in 1890, but the interest received
from investinents was also reduced from
$1,305,392 in 1889 to $1,082,271 in 1890.
The interest charge on our debt has
therefore been reduced to the extent of
the net sum of $279,000 during the year.
Of the funded debt of Canada the sum
of $187.616,502 is payable in London
bearing $7.259,239 interest the greater
part paying 4 per cent. The 6 per cent
bonds of Canada payable in London are
now reduced to the small sum of of §526,
573 of which $73,000 will be paid off in
November of this year, and the balance
in April 1894. The 5 per cent bonds pay-
able in London aggregate $2,433,333 and
they fall due in Oct. 1903. The funded
debt of Canada payable in Canada
amounts to s total of only $13,674,078
paying $563451 in interest. Of this
the 6 per cents. amount to $246,000 pay-
able in March 1893. Nearly all the
funded debt payable in Canada falls
due before the close of the century.
_8till the amount is small and the pro-
spect of reducing the interest account to
any considerable extent except by buy-
ing up our own bonds in open market
thus paying them offis not very promis-
ing. It is worthy ofnote, however, in
this connexion that with a debt three
timies 48 large as we had in 1868 we
are paying less  than twice
as much interest. In 1868 our

The public accounts supply some inter-
esting figures of the receipts and expen-
ditures of the Intercolonial Ry. for the
years 1889 and 1890. The receipts rose
from $2,895,364 in 1889 to $2,928,080,
in 1890 an increase of $32.716.
The receipts from passenger fira-
fic however, decreased by $12,376.
The working expenses were $3,481-
472, an increase of $327,64¢ over
the previous year, leaving a deficit of
$553,392 on the operations of the year.
The largest increase was in car expenses
and maintenance of way and works.

The Globe last evening informed its
readers that the Right Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain thinks the system of
procedure in the United States Honse of
Representatives is ahead of that of the
English House of Commons, and that
he advocates the adoption to a large ex-
tent in England of the American
methods. Just so; the despatches this
morning furnish an illustration of the
American method of doing business in
the House of Representatives, which
would, no doubt, please the Right Hon.
Joseph. Here it is:—

In the house today, the speaker
refused to recognize Mr. Mills, who
wished to debate the question approving
the journal. A scene of wild confusion
ensued in which Mr. Mills denounced
the speaker telling him he was perpetrat-
ing a fraud upon the house. The speaker
paid no attention to the attack. The
confusion was approaching a personal
collision between the members of the
opposing side,when the sergeant-at-arms
was called and he calmed the members.

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, M. P., in
opening a Liberal Unionist Club at
Birmingham, alluded to the transforma-
tion scene in politics, of which they had
been the witnesses during the last few
weeks. Just consider, he said, what that
change admits, When I started from
America six weeks ago the Gladstonian
party thonght - themselves to be on the
top wave. They had with them, théy
told us, the flowing tide.

Home Rule is dead as
Queen Anne—(hear, hear)—and we have
at last nnmasked .and revealed in its
true colors the greatest fraud and im-
posture which was ever sought to be
palmed off on the British nation—(ap-
plavse)—and as to the general
election, gentlemen—well, I do not
think there is any Gladstonlan member
who has a majority of less than 1,000 who
does not pray in his inmost heart that
the general election may be postponed
to the extremest limit allowed by the
Septennial Act.
