* Dear Sir:—Please allow me space
to express my interest and views re- !
garding “Road Notes” whch appear-
ed in your ‘issue of Nov. 3oth.

Why is it that we have such poor
roads? Is .t because of poor con-
struction, poor material and poor in-
terest on the part of those employed
or is it because of lack of experience
on the part of the supervisors or
foremen?

My first question refers to poor
construction. To a certain extent
our roads are constructed poorly,
but as our traffic is light the con-.
struction part of it will pass. What
I mean by construction is a road .
built and not finished as our roads |
are in Bay Roberts. i

The next question is the material%
used on repair work. You say your|
experience is that you cannot beat
pit sand, beach sand and gravel 1
agree with you there, only I would
suggest using it in the following pro
ﬁortions: Three loads of pit sand to

ne load of beach sand and one of
gravel. Beach sand has not got
it is the material with the most bind,
ing effect that counts most in mak-
nig good roads.

1 have supervised the building - of
some pieces of road and avenues in
country, and the material that
has given me best results is pit
sand that ‘had to be picked with a
pick-axe before it could be loaded in
a cart, at the same time picking or
screening out every stone larger than
a medium sized hen’s egg.

Now. let me give you my way of
how a ropd should be finished. A
road 25 ft. wide should have a round
of ‘18 inches bigher in the centre than
on the sides, and common sense will
tell us that a road constructed or
rather finished in this way ‘will have
no pools of water such as we see
after every shower of rain, but will
keep fine and dry. Thus we will
have a road that will be decent to
walk on apd a credit to one of the

to have the other three quarters to
spend on wharves or for any other
purpose that the Road Board may
see fit.

Now I shall mention the foreman’s

that every man does -a fair day’s
work, just as if he was ‘working on
Bell Island or Grand Falls or for
any other concern in the country. I
have heard the expression amongst
men time and again that the money
spent on roads belonged to them and
very little they were going to do.
This is a very small way to look at
it, as such money belong to all of
us, and it’s part of the foreman’s
duty to see that a better spirit is
put forth and men taught to look at
it in a broader way. When this is
done men will take more interest,
and we will have better roads in
Bay Roberts.
How much better is it to walk up
down town in the dark (as we
very often Have to do) knowing that
one was walking on a good clean
dry road than to walk the same road
and perhaps go home with one rub
ber, the other somewhere 6 inches
deep in a mud hole.

Now with regard to rrepair work.

Of course it‘'s necessary to clean the
gutters, but the material from gutters
should not be put on the road

it is nothing but mud and dirt, and |

such material has absolutely no bind
It is common to see men
clearing the gutters and throwing
on the sides of the road
nearest to them, thus building up
the sides instead of the centre. The

repairing and pull sand and gravel,
. dumping every ounce of it in the
i centre of the road. Never put one
{ shovel ‘full on the side until you
i have the required height in the cen-
i tre. Then after the man has dumped
{ his load of sand or grovel, have him
load up with any waste material that
may be lying around, such as ma-
_terial from the gutters oI large
stones, etc., ‘and have him take it
:back with him, thus giving him a
load both ways, which will never
hurt the man or the horse, but will
go towards a greater amount of
work done for the same amount of
money; and be sure he takes as good
