The Turkish officials,
Jhowever, rightly or wrongly, clammed
that the quarrel between the two Ar-
‘menians in the Stamboul quarter was a
pre-arranged affair and that the firing
of the revolver was intended as a signal
to cause an outbreak which, it is‘added,
was averted by the prompt and effective
measures taken by the police. Be that
as it may, the whole affair clearly de-
monstrates how small a spark is requir-
ed to start.a. terrible conflagration here.
The panic lasted exactly two hours.
