With their mind’s 
eye they already sec their gardens in full 
yield ; they behold larger tomatoes than 
any mere farmer ever plucked ; tl.eir 
cucumbers are an inch or two longer than 
any the markets will contain ; their 
Italian onions weigh abont four pounds 
each and their watermelons—oh, oh j 
Theirs is the real bliss of ignorance, and 
what an enviable article it is !
