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Dominion Parliament.

The Dominion Parliament is to meet
for the despatch of business on 12th
March. It is expected that the session
will be a long one—perhaps of six
wonthy’ duration. ® One cause that will
contribute to thisis the business which
was deferred last session on account of
the King’s coronation. Government
measures will include a bill for the re-
distribution of constituencies, one pro-
viding tor a railway commission, and a
bill for the settlement of railway strikes
by arbitration. The Alaska boundary
affair will zlso be oune of the important
matters of discussion. New terms
with the provinces will, no doubt, have
to be considered also. A large number
of uther public measures and more than
the usual number of private and local
bills are promised. The members of
Pailiament will, therefore, have to
spend nearly the whole summer at the
capital.

are opposed to the claims of the Provin-
cial Governments for a readjustment of
their subsidy allowances. All the pro-
vincial premiers, from Nova Scotia to
British Columbia, inclusive, assisted by
other members of their respective gov-
ernments, have urged the justice of
these claims, which we have every
reason to believe will be granted.
Some of the premiers are opponents of
the Federal ‘Government—Mr. Prior,
of British Columbia is one of them—
but because the majority are in sympa-
thy with the Laurier administration
and a certain amount of credit will be
given by the people of the ditferent
provinces to their leaders who will
secure the necessary revenue increases,
we have the spectacle of the most
virulent opposition thereto being ex-
pressed all along the line by the con-
servative press,

The claims of the provinces are, how-
ever, founded on justice. The subsidy
arrangements were made at the time of
the union, thirty-six years ago, without
an adequate conception of the future
developement of the country and of the
expenditure-requirements for adminis-
tration ot justice, education, railways,
bridges and other public works. Tne
subsidies were given in consideration
ot the relinquishment of the rights of
the provinces to impose customs and
excise duties. These, in the first year
of confederation, amounted to only
$11,580,968 25, while they are now
about $44,000,000. If the necessities of
Dominion administration have been so
great as to require such extraordinary
increases of revenue a8 that, is it not
absurd to claim that the provioces
shonld remain contended with allow-
ances which are but little larger than
they were when they parted with the

sources of revenue which are now yield-

ing such enormous increases to the
Federal treasury? Fortunately, the
Dominion Government and Parliament
are not controlled by the gentlemen
who appear to be ready to perpetuate
injustice, it by doing so they can pre-
vent the local premiers trom securing
what is the righc of those whose inter-
ests are entrusted to them for the time
being. Ia this province, we have Mr.
Hazen and his followers opporing this
measure of justice to New Brunswick,
just as Mr, Foster and Mr. Huzen did
whea they were Outawa M. P
the payment of the Eastern Extension
claims. They did not succeed, however,
in the end. The Tweedie government
pressed the Eastern Extension claims
until the money was paid over. The
Hazen-Tory policy in the subsidies
matter will similarly fail.

Sabbatarianism, a¢ understood by some
good people, is appurcntly waniog 10
Scoiland. The Sco.tish curlers took a
Sunday tcip to Niagara Falls on alate
Sunday, which led to a sharp remon-
strance from Rev. Dr. Milligan, of Tor-
onto. Rev. John Kerr of the curlers
wrote to the press defending the curlers’
action in accepting as they did an oppor-
tunity of visiting one of the most wonder-
ful and awe-mspiritg works of the
Creatsr.

The dostor in attendince
on the cases waid it was eczema ; our adviser
suid it was smallpox. Iu order to be per-
fectly certain, we sent for Dr. M=saban, one
of the best authorities in the province on
smallpox, a doctor who has had a great deal
of experience in it, We also sent for Dr,
Fisher, Sccretary of the Provincial Board of
Health, and both of them pionounced it to
be emallpox. Dr. Fisher said that the
precautions that had been tuken were
proper. But even if it was not smallpox 1t
was a contagious disease, and the other
parishes did not want 1t carried to them,
The Rogersville councillors were setting
their opinions up ageinst the mediosl ex-
perts. If it was the same disease that had
appeated and died out last year, why did 1t
spread so rapidiy this year., If Dr. Bourret
bad known bis buswness, reported the casee,
aud quarsntined the infected houses, there
would probably have been only three cases
aond the $3000 cost would have been saved.
In referenee to the cost of the hospital the
Poard had paid $2 a month for the house,
asnd $67 had been spent in furnishing it
Thie biil was asurprise to him. Thie ex-
pente could have been spared, asit was
found that the people wounld not send their
sick away from home to be treated.

He now says it was varioloid, which isa
form of smallpox that is just as contagious
88 auy other kind. He persisted in visiting
patients aud not reporting, and was n
eattendance on a smallpox case- in Kent Co.
He was asked 1f he were taking precautions
aguinst spreadiog the disvase, and said no,
it wasn't contagious. We had to quarantine
bim in the place where he lived, Porrier’s
hote!, ia the centre of the village. We tied
him up 17 days. He had 1gnored sll warn.
ings and we had to close the house. It
seeme that he vaccinated his family and all
others in the hotel, though he says the dis-
eage is not cootagious. We couldn’t get
watchmen there we could depend upon, and
three men were sent from Chatham and
Neweastle. Aod they kept the peopls in
the house. Constables were ready at all
times to carry messages for them and get
them supplies, Some of the bills were high-
er than we had expected—horsehire for
instance—but better arrangements would be
| made in fature. The case at Bourke’s mill
| Was visited, sod ‘the man, thongh infected
: with emallpox, dauced a jig and was strong
iand smart. It was impossible to get a
horse to take him home, and he was allowed
to walks, under gusrd to prevent his associa-
;; ting with auyone on the road. A scaler who
-| had worked thers was quarantined, aund, on
his declaring that he had not been near the
i infected man, the quarantine was raised,
| snd two days afterwards his daughter was
’ seized with emallpox. The man did not
i take the disease, but carried it home to his
daughter. A horse couldn’s be got at Eel
‘1‘“-River to take the man back to Rogersville
| who had come there in violation of the
' Board’s regulations, snd a horse had to be
, sent from Chatham, This person was
I returned as an object lesson to others, to
| show them that they coulda't set the regu-
| lations' at defiance, that they must get
| vaccinated like other men. A man who
had sold a load of meat to another
person, to be resold io town, had been
| given 8o bad a scare that the offcnce
had opt been repeated. It would do no
hsrm to appoint & commission to look into
the whole matter, and perhaps that had
better 'be done.

Coun. Ryan siid enough expenses had
. been iucurred  without a commission. The
explanations that had been made by Coun.
Watt were all that was necessary.

Coun. Watt read a letter fiom Dr. Fisher,
with regard to a bill of Dr. McDonald’s for
. 853, that had been 1efosed payment, and
moved that the bill be referred to the
County Accounts Committee. Carried.

Coun. Doyle ssid as 1t appeared that
Cnatham aod Newcastle towus were not
liable for a share of the smallpox expenses,
aud as they were pretty large, it would be
well to have a committee to inquire into
| them.
| Coun. Watt said if there was the least
| idea that the bi.ls were too large let them be
| inquired 1oto, even though they bad
p wsed.

Coun. D yle found a charge of $118 for
_hoise hire. 1t would have been cheaper to

h ve bought a horse for the doctor.

Coua . Watt said there was a man with
i the horse all the time. The doctor often
stiyed in & house rome time, and required
the maw and horse all day. He paid by the
day. He heheved the bill too large, and
. thut it would huve been less if his instruc-
[ 1008 had been followed and the horse hired
by the trip. Another bill of $28, for haul.
ing supp ies, was proportionately smaller, as
psymeot had been made by the trip.

Coun. Doyle—Were meat men prevented
from endangering the residents of other
| places besides Chatham and Newcastie ?

Coun. Watt—Yes. Chains were stretched
aoroes sll roads leading from Rogersville,
and guards put on them, to p-event persocs
from carryiog infection to any other parish.
Baroaby River bridge had been nailed up for
50 days. Some persons had avoided the
, guards by taking to the woods. The Board
bai interfered with trade only enough to
prevent infection.

Coun. Duyle presented the Newcastle
Road account. Passed.

O motion of Coun. Ryan the following
Northesk returns passed.

Flett said the Council hsd granted
Chatham $1000 last year to build a pest-
house, and—

Coun, Watt—that is not correct. No
grant was made to Chatham for that pur-
pose ; it was made to the county.

Coun. Flett—I have come to the conclus-
iou that wo made a mistake and I move
that it be r d. that it be r idered.
Carried.

Sec-Treas.—The resolution was that the
smount to the credit of the Land Furd be
appropriated for the purpose of buildiog a
pesthouse, but the money has not been
transferred as yet, I dido’t see the necessity
for doing so when 1t was not called for. '

Coun. Flett moved that, in the opinion of
the Council, a pesthouse was oot necessary,
and that the amount voted in 1902 for the
purpuse be placed in the Couotingent Fund
to pay the expeoses incurred on the jail.

Coun. Murdoch said the money wus where
i1t always wae.

Coun. Wa t esid no action had been taken
under the resvlutior, as the Board was not
abletodo s0. It bad no chairman for &
loug time and the Governwent paid no
attention to representations on the subject.
Theo, again, the amount was too small,
being somethiog under $1000, aud it was
the ntention to ask Chatham for $400 or
$500, s0 that a buildiog cuuld be put up
that would serve the whole county in case
of infection. He wonld like to see a pest-
houee built, but did not want it in Chatham,
It was ao abeurdity to ssy it was not need-
ed. Take the monry back, but don’t vote
yea to that assertion.

Coun, Flett said Mr. Watt had just told
the Council about the uselessness of the
pesthouse that bad been opened at consid-
erable cost in Rogersville, A pesthouse in
Chatbam would be all right for Chatham if
disease exisied there, hut who in Blissfield,
Blackville or Boiestown would sead & mem-
ber of his family to i1? He had supported it
last year, but had come to the conclusion
that it would be $1000 thrown away. It
was the height of foolishness to keep the
money lying there, and the Council would
do parfectly right in voting it back into the
Countingent Fuod,

Coun, Poad couldu’s see how anybody but
Chatham wounld be benefitted by the pest-
house. Patients wouldn’t go to it from his
parish.

Coun, Murray said Chatham dido’t want
it, sud would be delighted to have it in
Ludlow or Nelsun. He hoped there would
be no misunderstanding in regard to that.
He would do all he could to have it placed
in Nelson.

Coun. Doyle—The question is, is it neces-
sary to have 1t? Is the county in a position
to build it? I dou’t thinkit necessary, and
I don’t think county would be justified in
doiog aoything in this matter.

Coun. Swim said if we bad a pesthouse
we would have the same expenses as at
Rogersville, sud houses would have to be
quarantined and guarded just the same.

Coun. Flett—It makes no difference to me
where it is put. We dou’t want it and
have no use for it. Constables might be
g0t to stay in it, but it would be of no use
as & pesthouse. There is 0o doubt in my
mind that, if it were bailt, they would come
back and ask us fur a few hundred more.

Conn, Watt explained the csuses which
in hi- opinion, operated agsinst the use of a
pest house at Rogersville. If there was oue
near town an infeoted persun could be sent
to it, and the house from which he was re-
moved placed in quarantine,
