The Telegraph admits an associa­
tion of these gentlemen and Mr. Ven­
iot is the only one mentioned by The 
Standard who is not named by the 
Telegraph as a member of the party.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

The Duke of Connaught. Governor- 
General of Canada, was a May Day 
baby, for it was on May 1, 1860, that 
the stork delivered the little prince 
at Buckingham Palace to gladden the 
heart of Queen Victoria. The Duke 
was the seventh-born and the third 1 
son of Britain’s revered Queen, and 
upon him she lavished no small share 
of her affection. The Duke has been 
tlie recipient of numerous decorations 
and honors from nearly ‘all of the 
world’s rulers, but the title he re­
gards as the highest of all Is that of 
Chief of the Iroquois, which was con­
ferred upon him at a pow-wow of Can­
adian Indians about forty years ago, 
when the Duke was a young army of­
ficer stationed at Halifax. Jhe Duke 
is the only surviving sqn of Queen 
Victoria. Her youngest son, Leopold, 
Duke of Albany, died thirty years ago, 
the Duke of Edinburgh died In 1900, 
and King Edward In 1910.
