Meeting of Citizens in Beard of Trade Roems demand-

Another vigerous protest against
any increase in the taxes for the pre-
sent year was made by members of
the council of the Board of Trade
and business men at a meeting in the
Board of Trade rooms yesterday morn-
ing. The city commissioners, except-
ing Mayor Frink, were present and
the discussion at times became rather
heated. 1

A resolution in favor of the city ex-
penditures being kept down to the fig-
ures of last year was passed.

Commissioner McLellan said this
could not be done. “If anyone thinks,”
continued the commissioner, “that 1
can cut my estimates so as to bring
them within those of last year, it is
impossible to do so without decreas-
ing police and fire protection,” He said
that if there was the nonsensical idea
prevailing that the city could be pro-
perly patrolled by the present force,
he was willing to go to the people on
the question. He was sorry there was
so much ignorance displayed. Some
people had never been outside Part-
ridge Island anyway

Some of those present objected to
the commissioner’'s remarks and he
withdrew from the meeting.

Commissioner Russell undertook to
cut his estimates in two and stated
that the other Commissioners should
do likewise. Commissioner Wigmore
explained that his estimates were no
larger than last year, although the
needs of the department were great-
er. Commissioner Potts explained the
occasion of his increases and stated
that after the payment of fixed charges
there would be very little left for ne-
cessary ‘work. Mayor Frink was not
present, and when the Secretary tele-

phoned him he declined to attend,
whersupon J. A. Likely, President of
~ the Board, who presided, remarked:
“If the Mayor won't come, then so
much the worse for the Mayor.” At
