MR. McDONNELL'S STORY
To the Editor of The Standard:

Dear Sir-—May I ask you to again
allow me the use of your columns tq
set aright the misunderstanding
which has arisen reganding the accept-
ance of my challenge of Rev. Dr, Hut-
chinson, ;
