and that the invocation or adoration of
the Virgin Mary or any other saint and
the sacrifice of mass, as they are now
used in the Church of Rome, are super-
stitious and idolatrous and I do solemnly,
in the presence of God, profess, tesify
and declare that I do make this declara-
tion and every part thereof in the plain

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NATURAL HISTORY.

—

Instructive Address by Dr. Baxter to
Chatham’s Society.

PR

Chatham, N. B., Feb. 13—At the regu-
lar meeting of the Miramichi Natural His-
tory Society held last evening, the follow-
ing contributions were received: A sea
pumpkin, from Mr. Henry Brobecker; the
nest and ezgs of a least bititern; skin of
a Buhemian wax-wing and skin of a strip-
ed warbler, from Mr. Hugh Samuels, Tor-
onto. The president, Dr. Baxter, read
a paper on pre-historic zoology, which was
listened to with great interest. He spoke
of the exceedingly Imuted sources of in-
format on on this subject, as one had only
the fossil remains of extinct animals, their
structu:e, bones, elc., from which we
Jearn their life and habits. Te referred
to Wyoming as probably the Jargest known
graveyard for many of these animals. Mil-
lions of years ago -when the surface of
that country was different from now they
had lived there. Adfter death their bodies
had been covered by a deposit perhaps
9),000 feet decp. Then upheavals such
as hive caused ‘the Rocky Mountains,
raised them near the surface and ra:ns
have paiily denuded them. He spoke of
the dipping of them ous, the placing of
them in plaster of paris moulds and for-
warding them to musewmns where the
moulds were removed and each bone and
its position photographed as they were
taken apart, thus making it possible to re-
set them in their original places. He also
spoke of, and dhowed a picture of a
olub of stone, formed some time ago, show-
ing footmarks, raindrops and ripples. The
storv this stone tells is that it was found
near a lake whidh had a muddy margin;
an animal had walked over the soft maud,
leaving footmarks; a shower of rain had
fallen shertly aiter, the drops leaving im-
pressions, and the ripples showed that the
wind had blown the water over the mud.
These impressions were covered by a de-
pos't and thus preserved. He also traced
the descent of birds from lizards, illus-
trating his remarks with drawings. ~The
paper was very instructive. Dr. Baxier
bas promised ‘to further discuss the sub-
ject before the end . of the winter.

Sproul to Mr. R. M. Dorothy, of Kent
county, N. B.,, who will uce her in the
coasting trade, cairying lumber, coal, ete.,
between ports on the north shore of New,
Brunswick and Sydney, C- B. This vessel
was formerly the David J. Adams, which
was seized at Digby, Friday, May 7, 1886,
and towed to St. John by the steamer
Lansdowne. On the following Sunday she
was towed back to Digby and hauled up at
Oakes' wharf. On Monday she was for-
mally seized for the violation of the fish
treaty, it having been proved that her
master, Capt. Kenney, had purchased bait
from Samuel Ellis, of Victoria Beach. The
vessel was afterwards sold at auction by
the government and purchased by D. & O.
Sproul, of Digby. In 1890 her name was
changed to the Annie £. Sproul and has
since that date belonged to the Digby fish-
ing fleet. The vesrel was built in the
United States in 1878 and was at that time
considered one of the fastest sulers out
of Gloucester. Since that date the models
of fishing vessels ~have been entirely
changed and, the old David J. Adams is
now a back number, although she is still
in good condition. She is 75 feet long, 20
feet beam, seven feet deep and registers 70
tons. i

St. John’s, Nfid., Feb. 12.—It is now
feared that the steamer reported wrecked
near Bacalien, a small island northeast
of the Avalon peninsula, on the southeast
coast of Newfoundland, is the British
steamer Lucerne, Capt. Reid, which gail
ed from Ardrossan January 24 for St.
John's, Nfld., coal laden.

Besides her own crew of 25 men the
Tucérne had on hoard seven members of
the British brig Emulator, of St. John’s
recently abandoned in mid-ocean, and two
passengers.
