The
view taken by the government was that
under the subsidy contract and by virtue
of the railway act of '91 the company was
ncting illegally and the attorney general
was instructed to take such action as the
law provided against the company in case
its expressed intention is carried out. It
js understood that the closing of the line
nvould cause much inconvenience to the
people of Havelock and Elgin and other

is being taken.

The municipality ot Gloucester having
refused to entertain bills of the local
board .of health, presented at the January
session of the municipal council, applica-
tion was made by the chairman for an
order calling upon fthe warden and coun-
cil to show cause why an order should not
be issued by the lieutenant governor in
council requiring the secretary-treasurer
%o pay the amount from any funds in his
possession. Pursuant to this application,
an order was made by the governor-in-

il to show cause at the government rooms
at St. John at 3 o’clock February 12 why
said order should.not issue.

The writ for the local by-election in
Kings county has been issued; nomination

Jerome tonight announced that the matter
of the collision in the Park avenue tunnel
of the New York Central railroad was
being prepared for presentation to the
February grand jury. The authorities are
energetically trying to learn why the ter-
rific explosion of dymamite occurred which
killed six persons and did so much damage
in the vicinty of the Grand Central sta-
tion.

Mr. Jerome has comcluded ‘from infor-
mation from various sources that at the
time of the explosion there were between
125 to 200 pounds of explosive in the
house at the time of the supposed fire.

SOLDIERS ARE SEASICK NOW

TALK OF TWO THOUSAND MORE CAN-
ADIANS FOR SOUTH AFRICA.

Departure of the Second Section of the Sec-
ond C. M. R from Halifax Tuesday--
“The Girl | Left Behind Me" Was the
Sentiment of the Occasion,

Halifax, N. 8., Jan. 28.—(Special)—The
second section of the second C. M. R.

are now on their way to South Africa,’

having left here at 2 p. m. on the troop-
ship Victorian. The weather this mbvrn-
ing was fine enough, but a strong north
wind blew ¢old, in fact it was one of the
coldest days of the season. The specta-
tors who gathered at the camp ground to
witness the departure sheltered themselves
from the cold wind against the south ends
of the huts and buildings, and shivered as
they waited- In the meantime the sol-
diers were preparing for parade. The
non-coms. and men packed in their leath-
er valises‘,_their rifles, trousers, mess tins,
spurs and all spare kit not required on
the voyage.

Col. Evans and adjutant were on hand
early and after taking a look over the
camp and finishing up matters at the
orderly room the men were called on
parade. Orders were to parade at 8.45
and at 845 exactly the corps was falling
in. The men wore their great coats and
service hats, with' bandoliers strapped
and rifles slung, and had their ration bags
over their shoulders.

The 63rd and 66th bands were on] hand
to play the corps to the dockyard, and
at precisely 9 o’clock the bands were call-
ed to the front, and a start was made to
the air of “The Girl I Left Behind Me.” A
large crowd of citizens, including many
of the fairer sex, had gathered by this
time, and as the corps moved off it march-
ed between rows of peopjle on either side
of the street.

The crowds on the sidewalk extended
away up in front of the bands, and ac-
companied the procession ‘to the dock-
'yard.- On the way down the bands play-
ed such airs as “A Soldier and ‘Man,”
“Cheer, Boys, Cheer,” Maple Leaf,” “Uni-
ted Empire” March, and “Auld Lang
Syne.” i

On arrival at the dockyard the corps
was drawn up on the green to give the
men an opportunity of saying “Good-bye”
to friends. After a quarter of an hour’s
rest the rifles were marched on board in
troops.

Among the officials at” the pier were
Col. Biscoe, Maj. Semeni, Col. Cotton,
Lieut. Col. White, Lieut. Col. Irving,
Lieut. Col. Humphrey and many others.
Minister of Militia Borden aund staff were
also present. As the troops went on
board ship, their rifles, with bayoncis and
scabbards fixed, were stored in the arms
room and labels showing the owner’s
name,, squadron and regimental number
attached.

The field hospital corps, in great coats,
paraded at the armories at 9 o’clock and
were inspected and addressed by Colonel
Neilson, of the Canadian army medical
service. He complimented the corps on
its appearance and equipment and said
he had not the slightest doubt but they
would do their duty when called upon.
The men were then formed up and about
9.15, headed by the 63rd bugles and 66th
fife and drum corps, started for the dock-
yard, accompanied by an escort from the
Halifax bearer company and a large num-
ber of ecivilian friends. They marched
right down to the embarkation pier, where
members took farewell of their friends
and then went on board.

Before the troops reached the dockyard
this morning two royal garrison artillery-
men, anxious to see service in South Afri-
ca, were found stowed away in the steam-
er's hold and turned over to the military
authorities. *
