Death of Charles Koppitz.

«Charles Koppitz dying,” was the sad
announcement made to thosc who visited
the Victoria Hotcl yesterday morning.
Every one was surprised and gricved,
many not having heard of his illness.
These could hardly believe that this man,
who had so ably and in so apparent good
health during the past week conducted
the grand concerts, was dying. About
1 o'clock in the afternoon he breathed his
last. He died of a severe attack of
diabetes, a disease which he had been
suffering with for some time, and the
dangerous nature of which he was fully
aware of. During the week,while conduct-
ing the concerts, both at rehearsal and
also at the public pertormances, he com-
plained of feeling ill. - On Friday night,
after leading the opening overture, he
was obliged to retire from the platform,
and at once went home and sought his
bed. Dr. Bayard was called and at once
pronounced ita hopeless case; but every-
thing that medical skill and kind friends
could do was done to alleviate the suffer-
ings of the patient. Saturday afternoon
and night he suffered very much, and yes-
terday for some houis he lay insensible
and then quietly passed away. He was
surrounded at his death by his wife and
many friends—friends who came from
Boston and those whom he had
made during his two short visits to
the city. Universal sympathy was ex-
pressed for the wife and brother who
witnessed his deathin a strange land,and
in the prime ~ of life and fame. Many
kind offers were made by our citizens
which were alike creditable to their
heads and hearts. Mr. T. B. Buxton
was assiduous in his attention from the
time the deccased took sick, Mrs. John
Boyd called yesterday with floweesfor the
corpse, and many kind offices Wwere per-
formed by others. The body was placed
in a rosewood casket by Mr. Powers,and
during the afternoon many called to look
upon the face of himwho but a few
hours before had stood before them,
smiling his thanks for the applause
with which they .greeted the music from
his orchestra. .

At about eight o’clock the hearse left
the hotel to convey the body to the cars
for transportation to  Boston: {The de-
ceased having been 2 Mason, the large
number of Masons then at the hotel, and
those of our own Ccity, determined to
show the last mark of ‘respect to their
brother. The procession Wwas formed,
headed by the band brought by the Ma-
sonic exeursionists from Portland and
Bangor, which played the «dead march.”
Probably no more affecting sight has
been seen in St. John for years than
this tribute of musicians to a fallen
leader, for as such Mr. Koppitz was uni-
versally recognized. All the musicians
in the city joined in the procession, and
a large number of our citizens, while the
entire street from the hotel to the ferry
was crowded with people who sincerely
sympathized with the friends of the de-
ceased. ¢

Mr. Koppitz was 43 years-of age at the.
time of his death, and was & German by
birth. When very young he was well
known as a composer, and during his
residence in America he has been recog-
nized as one of the best musicians con-
nected with the stage. He had visited
St. John once before this summer and
was pleased with the place and the friends
he met. After that visit he composed
the ¢ Nursery Rhymes Galop,” dedicated
to George Stewart, Jr., and it was the
Inst piece played in St. J ohn by his orches-
tra, even whilst the composer’s life was
fast ebbing away.

His friends before leaving expressed

their warmest thanks to those connected

with the hotel for the kindness shown
them. ' Before the departure of the or-
chestra they presented 2 card.of thanks
to the employes of the hotel expressive
of this feeling.
