It was our misfortune to have for
support a Beyro regiment, who by rusping
caused us to loose our pieces. The fight
lasted four hours, and finding the smsll
army 80 much used up, the General ordered
s retreat. We 1eturned Lo Jacksonville, 58
miles distani, snd reashed there last might
at 12 o'clock. We had 5,000 men
on our side, lost 1,200, as pear as ! can lesro
The evemy bad 15,000 opposed to us.
Capt. Hamilton is wonnded in the left srm
severely, and in the hip, Lieut Myrick is
wounded in the left foot badly. Lieut.
Dirge, wounded in the left arm. [ am
wounded, not badly, in the right leg, All
officers had horses shot under them. We
are now oo the steamer bound for Besufort,
where all the wounded will be Janded except
us four officers,
to-morrow, The battery remained st Jack-
sonsille, whieh 1 thiok our fordes will find
ditficult to bold, as the enemy were following
us closely. Taking everything together, we
huve d pe pretty sharp work : in 90 bours
we warched 110 miles, fought a bsttle of
3 hours' duration, snd what there is jeft of
our army is back sgsin where we started
from.

Memphis, Feb. 26.—The reports of strag-
glers, that Gen. Bumith's sxpedition had been
cut oft) prove fulse. That general arrived
here wt 11 o'cloek last night From an
officer’'s diary, kept during the progress of
the espedition, [ condense the following
particulurs in addition to those already fur-
nished :—On the 18th the expedition reseh-
¢4 Okolonu cn the Mobile and Obio railrosd,
75 wiles south of Corioth, and 130 miles
southeast of Memphis. Here we heard that
Rherman hud csptured Meridian, and was
aivancing east. 19th, marched to Eggot
Stution on the Mobile and Ohio railroad,
wheie we captured and destroyed a vast
quuotity of Confederate corn. One eolumn
went through Aberdeen, and the other west
of the railroad coneentrsting at Prairie Sta-
tivn.  The eolumn vnder Gen, Grierson had
¢nsiderable skirmishing in the rear of Aber.
deen, and destroyed o er 100,000 bushels of
rebel corn, slso s large lot of cotton.  20th,
Broke cuiwp at 5:30 s.m.  Forrest reported
in force at West Poiot, At'11 s.m the ad-
vance skirwmished heavily with the enewy.
At 3 p.m. halted within & mile of West
Point,  Loust oue lieutenant killed and five
wen wounded. We killed one rebel eaptain,
and wounded end ceptured one masjor und
oue private, 21st.—Moved. 220d. —Found
Forest, Lee, Chalmers and Roddy were
combined against us.

To this T attri-
bute the fict of the rebel torpedo pot strik-
ing us instead of the Housatonie, which
was next above us. The affair was sccom-
plished io the most artistic manner; so neatly
that we did nos know it was done at the
time, slthough it was bright moonlight.
