LAYING GORNER BTONE AND PIONIC.

Additional interest wag given to the
annusl pionic of the Presbyterian com-
gregation at Ospringe this year by
laying of the corner stone of the pew
church, which took place on Monday. Fn.
church is very muoh required, for the
congregation, which is rapidly increasing,
have at present to worship in a small, un.
oomfortable and delupidated building.
They have had a good many difficulties to
contend with, bu$ happily have now near-
ly overcome them-all, and will ere long be
worshiping in their own church, which
will be ocommodious and comfortable.
The sabsoription list towards its erection
amounts to about $1400, with a fair
proepect of being inoreased to such an
amount ag it is hoped will leave little
debt on it when finished. Tke congrega-
tion is &t present counected with that of
Erin Village, inusmuch as the pastor of
the latter, Rev. Mr, Fowlie, has charge of
it as astation and preaches there every
Sunday. From the smasll begioning of
twenty seven members, the membershi
has now increised to one hundred an
twenty five witk. every prospeot of a steady
increase in the future. The site
of the ohurch is one of the
finest that could be  seleoted
being on the top of the hill, near the
gohool house. It ie one of the higheat
points in the township and commands.s
magnificent view of the country for milea
round.

Before one o'clock, when the ceremony
commenoced, ths people began to gather
in large numbers frem all parts of the
township to the great centre of intere:t,
Before the proceedings began, MoLaren's
String Band, from Guelph, entertained
the crowd with some appropriate airs. The
Rev, Mr. Fowlis, the pastor, then asksd
Mr. Wm. MoPhail to resds short acoount
of the higtory <f the congregation. Prof.
Hunt, of the Guelgh Agriculiural College,
read the 148th Psalm. The ocompany
then eang the Old Huondreth Psalm, to
the tane of Old Handred, sfter which th
Rav. M. Armstrong, of Hillsburg, offered
an impressive prayer. The paper giving
the history of the congregation was then
deposited in the cavity of the stone along
with the Toronto papers. the MERcURY
and Herald, of Guelph, the Presbyterian
and Presbyterian Monthly Record. Mx.
Fowlie then preeented NMr. James Innes,
M. P., in the name of the Committee, with
a handeome - silver trowel. Everything
being ready the stone was duly set by Mr.
Innes, who pronvunocet it well and truly
laid. After the ceremony, Mr. Fowlie
«ffered up & short prayer, and Rev. Mr,
Reid pronounced the behediotion.

The inscription on the trowel is as fol-
lows : —** Presented to James Inneg, M.P.,
by the Presbyterian congregation on the
oooasion of laying the normer stone of
church at Ospringe, Juiy 2nd, 1888.” The
trowel is & very handsome one and richly
ohaged.

The basement of the church is to be of
stone and the main building of red briok.
The contractors are Mr. A. J. DeMollie,
for the etone work; Messrs. Robert
Pickering, the brick work ; Cook & Mao-
donald, oarpenter work, and Mr., Adam
Justice the plastering.

On account ofghe heat and the exposure
of the psuplegl‘ the sun, the addresses
usual to the “gocacion were held over till
the pionio, Imwmediately after the cere-
mony the oompany  proceeded to
the boantiful grove on Mr. James
Miller's farm. When -they wére
all gathered there there ocould not have
been lees than 400 people ald and young.
Scon the amploe tables were surrounded,
and tho splendid repast provided by the
ladies wes heartily partaken of by every
one,who oame with good appetites. After
everyone had done full justice to the good
thinge, Mr. Fowlie oalled the company
around the platform and disoharged the
duties of ohairraan during the afternoon
with great ability. Able and suitable ad-
dresses were given by the Rev. Meassrs.
Walker, Maarce, Markham, Rae, Arm.
strong und Reid, and by Mr. Innes, Profs.
Hunt and Roberteon, of the Agrioultural
Oollega, and Mr, Hugh Black, of Eramosa.
Between the specches the Band gave
euitable selectionz of mueic in exocellent
style which were highly appreciated.

ing the atternoon and indulged to 'their
heart’s contcnt in various innocent games,
gwings, eto.
