In place of the child  there
came a God of vengeance and a (od
of terror, a God pot reathing merey
but a God who selected to save for
Himself a lonely handful, and to
leave the rest of mankind to do what
they liked. Thank God this was not
to last always. The little germ still

remained, and a few voices still re-
cited the ““Hail Mary.” A wiser gen-
