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Christian Majesty, of Their desire to obliterate every trace of that
disastrous, cpocha so happily terminated by the present peace, en-
gages on His part, when complete justice shall be renderqd to His
subjects, to rcnounce the whole amount of the balance which shall
appear in His favour for support of the prisoners of war, so that the
ratification of the report of the ahove commissioners, and tl.le dis-
charge of the sums due to British Subjects, as well as the restitution
of the effects which shall be proved to belong to them, shall com-
plete the renunciation. '

) ARTICLE V.
The two High Contracting Parties, desiring to establish the most
friendly relations between Their respective subjects, reserve to Them-

setves, and promise to come to~a mutual understanding and .- -

- rangement, as soon as possible, upon Their comniereial-:... crests,

with the view of ericouraging and increasing the pre ity of Thetr-....,,...

respective States. i

The present Additional Articles shall have the same force and va-
lidity as if they were inserted word for word in the Treaty Patent of
this day. They shall be ratified, and the ratifications shall be ex-
changed at the same time.

In witness whereof, the respective plenipotentiaries have signed
and affixcd to them the seals of their arms. .
