A very large meeting, of St. 
Micbael’b parish met after Mass last 
Sunday to consider the approval of 
a resolution passed by St. Michael's 
School Board under the presidency 
of Rev. J. P. Kiernan, P.P. It was 
unanimously passed that this reso­
lution of the School Boa id advocat­
ing the continuance of its present 
school system should be maintained.

The people of St". Michael's arc 
showing their consistency in deter­
mining to maintain their autonomy 
in school matters. What they i>os- 
sess involved strenuous efforts to 
obtain and presumes herculean sta­
men to retain. The opposition with 
which they had to cope from many 
sources in their attempt at special 
school legislation, is familiar to all 
and what they did receive was so 
limited that they have had to strain 
every nerve to supplement deficien­
cies.

The congress proper will 
open with a midnight mass in the 
Church of Notre Dame, in the first 
hours of Thursday, September 8th, 
and during the day there will be a 
solemn service in St. James Cathe­
dral,and a grand gathering in the 
Church of Notre Dame in the even­
ing.

On Friday, September 9th, an 
open-air service will be held on 
Mance Park, near the Hotel Dieu, 
with sermon in French and Eng­
lish, and in the evenring the Cardi­
nal Legate will hold a public recep­
tion.

On «Saturday nrom'ng there will be 
Pontifical High Mass in St. Pat­
rick’s Church, and a general meet­
ing in the Church of Notre Dnme

On Sunday, the last day of the 

congress, there will be Pontifical 
High Mass in the Cathedral at 9.30 
a.m., ar.d a grand procession in the 
afternoon, at 2 o'clock. The pro­
cession will stfirt from the Church 
of Notre Dame, end the following

Dame, Gosford, Champ de Mars and 
St. Denis street to Laval1 Universi­
ty, where a stop will be made for 
a short open air service.
