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ARCHDEACON ARMITAGE

Editor of The CATnOLIC REOORD :

Sir,—~In the Recorp of the 21st in-
stant, an Archdeacon of the Anglican
Church lays before your readers a letter
that over-runs three columns. As a
literary production, it is a very seraggy
performance ; and as a presentation of
the varied subjects which it contains,
it displays neither an equitable spirit
nor respectable scholarship.

He makes comments on Transubstan-
tiation, Invocation of Saints, Use of
Images, Pargatory, ete., which for reck-
lessness of assertion would be discredit-
able to a free Methodist. He says that
Paschasius Radbert invented Transub-
stantiation ; he might as well say that
8t. Athanasius invented the Divinity of
Christ. He calls the second council of
Nicwea a pseudo council. The Catholie
Charch and the Greek Church call it an
(K:umencial Couancil, and so did the
Church in England before it was forced
into schism. The Archdeacon cannot
abide images in a church. Do the im-
ages of the apostles in a church shock
his sense of propriety more than do the
busts and armorials of warriors snd
statesmen ? But all these matters, he
should understand, have been settled
by the Catholiec Church. He seems to
many * Catholics” have
lately adopted some of the beliefs and i
practices which he so unconscionably
reprobates, and that, for novices, they
are making fair progress. On the prin- |
ciple, then, that eharity should begin at [
home, the Archdeacon would surely be
more affectionately engaged in trying to
repress the tendencies to errer in his
own communion, than in wasting his
time on people who hold and practiue’
the Christian religion as it always has |
been and as it always will be.

Speaking of the Jesuit Order, he has |
the grace to say, It would be passing |
strange if it did not produce some de- |
voted and eargest men full of the spirit ‘
of self-sacrifice,” The Jesuits should |
bow low in reverence. But it :woms,[
according to the Archdeacon, that in‘
days gone by some Jesuit (name not
given) in a moment of self-abandonment |
made the statement that the Church of |
Kagland, the one established by law, |
was founded by Henry VIIL ; and, be-
cause a Jesuit or some one under the
influence of Jesuits said so, the Arch-
deacon can entertain only a qualified
opinion of the Order. But the Jesuits
are not the only men who eannot recog-
nize and acknowledge that the present
Chureh of Eagland existed before the
time of the Tudors. The Archdeacon
says, “The Aunglican Charch is as old if
not older than the Church of Rome."”
The Catholies deny it ; the Greeks
laugh at it; the Lutherans will
not give it a second thought; all
“the sects"” make merry over it ; and,
what is more to the point, a large sec-
tion of the Church of England gives it an
emphatic contradiction. The Anglican
Chureh is not so old as the Lutheran
Chureh.

The best Kaglish historians say, that
in the sixteenth century, the Catholic
Church was bratally overthrown in
Hagland and the Aopglican Church im-
posed on the people. says,
“While the great revolution which
gtroek down the Church was in pru-l
gress, Bogland simply held her breath,”
and “It was by parliamentary statutes ‘
that the Church was destroyed, und‘
freedom gagged with new treasons and
oaths and questionings.” Knight says,
“The English Liturgy, and the cnn-l
stant reading of the lessons in English, |
were the corner stones which held to- |
gether that Church of Kogland which |
the Reformers had built up.”

Mr Hallam, in his Constitutional
History, calls the “Reformation” in
Kagland “a schism.” In KEogland the
Catholie Chureh that wasoverthrown by
royal power, backed by foreigu mercen-

Dear Sir,—Please find enclosed with |
this letter a cheque of $4.50 for my past ‘
subseription to the Recorp which 1 |

I must tell you I am pure French and
proud of my nationality — and I do not |
like to be mixed with all the agents of
Bogland and Ggrmany who are ruling
‘rance.

These things I am writing now may
seem strange to you, but if you would
