LoNDoN, Sept. 19.—Quite a- serious Fenian
riot occurred in she ity of Manchester to-day,
resulting in the killing and wounding of several
persons. While a strong police escort were con-
ducting the ‘Fenian, Keliy, recently arrested in
that city, and Deasy, from the jail to the Rail-
way Depot, preparatory to their removal to
Dublin for trial, they were attacked by a mob of
people armed with clubs, stones and fire-arme.
A desperate hatile ensued for & time, when the
police finding themselves overpowered, were ob-
liged to give way. The prisoners were rescued
by the mob and carried off in triumph. The
city is now quiet. One policeman kiiled and
several others injured. Many noters were also
badly injured. A proclamation was immediately
issued, offering a reward of 300 pounds for the
recapture of the prisoners. It is thought that
the prisoners cannot have escaped from ihe city,
Many rioters have been arrested.

COPENHAGEN, Sept. 22—Strong doubts are
entertained here in official quarters of the suc-
cess of the Danish Cabinet in its negociations
with Pruseia for the retrocession of the Danish
Province of Schleswig.

MANCHESTER, Sept. 20—Everythiag is quiet.
The rioters appear to be satisfied with their suc-
cess, and there have been no farther disturb-
ances. No traces of the rescued prisoners Kelly
aod Deesey have been discovered, and it ie
thought they have by this time succeeded in
making their escape from the city. The name
of the policeman killed by the mob was Pratt.
