The values’are over $30 to the
ton in gold, but assaya of over $100 have
been obtained- from picked samples. The
goutheast crosscut-is in a distance of 50
feet and its face is in heavily mineralized
rock, indicating that the ledge is close at
hand and should soon be crosscut.

GOLD AND SILVER FOR 1900.
Exceeds That of 1899.

Roberts, the director of the mint, today
made public his preliminary estimate of
the production of gold and silver in the
<nited States during the calendar year
1900. The aggregate of gold is given as
3,837,213 fine ounces; valued at $79,322,281,
and of silver 59,610,543 fine ounces, which,
at the approximate average price of 61
cents for the year, makes the value $36,-
362,431, During the calendra year 1899
the gold production was $71,053,400 and
the silver production 54,764,500 fine ounces.
