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King George and Queen Mary, Wear
Crowns at Historic Function---Com-
mons Closely Watched to Prevent
the Invasion of Suffragettes.

[By Special Wire to The Courier]

LONDON, Feb. 10.—Two sub-
subjects—those ~ referring to the
recent conference on safety of life
at sea and to Home Rule for Ireland
stood out in bold relief in King
George's speech from the throne at
the opening of the session of the
British Parliament to-day. The ad-
dress for the most part, was a color-
less recital of events already record-
ed which had developed since the
closing of the previous session.. Re-
ferring to the conference on safety

“It gives * me great °gratification
that the International Conference on
safety of life at sea, which recent-
ly met in London, at the invitation of
my government, has resulted in the
signature of an important convention
which will, I trust, do much for the
protection of life, especially on ocean
going passenger steamers. A bill to
enable me to fulfill the obligations of
the convention will be laid before
you.

In regard to Home Rule for Ire-
land, which for the moment is the
subject of paramount national and
imperial importance, the King, by
emphasis of his words and his man-
ner; indicated his personal realization
oi the gravity of the situation, he
said:

“I regret that, the efforts which
have been made to arrive at a solu-
tion by agreement of the problems,
conndhSd susith - the gowesnment . of
Treland, h;ue so far not succeeded.
Tn a matter. in which the hopes and
fears of so many of my subjects. are
keenly concerned, and which unless
handled now - with ~ foresight . an:
judgment; and in a spirit of mutual

-
concession,

threatens grave future
difficulties. It is my most earnest
wish that the gpbod will and co-oper-
ation of men of all parties and creeds
may heal the dissatisfaction and lay
the foundations of
ment.”

The King referred to his forthcom-
ing visit to France as affording “an
opportunity of testifying to the cor-
dial relations” between the two coun-
tries.

Besides the renewed submission to
parliament of the Home Rule for
Ireland and the Welsh Church dis-
establishmient bills, the domestic leg-
islation promised jin the King’s
speech, includes proposals for the
reconstruction of the second cham-
ber, a bill providing for Imperial na-
turalization and measures dealing
with the housing of thc poor and ed-
ucation.

The crucial time having arrived :nl
the Brantford Street Railway situation
or the psychological moment, Brant-
ford will make an offer for the out an-l
out acquisition of the entire system
including the Grand Valley road to
Galt, as well as the street railway
lines. As intimated in The Courier
on Saturday the civic authorities had
something up their sleeve. It was
necessaty to bring the matter before
the council last night and the “some-
thing” dropped out of the sleeve.

“This is the biggest question Brant-
ford City Council has had to handl:
in many years,” said City Solicitor
Heénderson to the council after he had
made a statement of the situation and
the events leading up to it, as plain
as daylight to the aldermen around
the board. “It is not desirable,” said
Mr., Henderson, “that this city enter
into any bidding competition with
others’ for the purchase of the road.
Our offer should be in on Friday
with sother offers, and I believe the
matter will be settled at the meeting
of the bondholders on that day. They
were to have met on Wednesday but
the meeting has been postponed-in
order to give this city an opportun-
ity.”

Any offer Brantford makes will be
conditional, of course, on a subsequent
vote of the ratepayers. The city will
also have to have an act pased in the
legislature to permit it going ahead
with. the enterprise. This, it is
thought can be obtained without much
trouble.

A Big Propositicn.

That the proposition is a big oneis
evidenced by the fact that the out-
standing mortgage debts by the road
are tremendous. There is a first
mortgage on the Brantford Street
Railway proper of $125,000, on which
the interest has been unpaid for six
months. Then there is a second mort-
gage or bonded debt of $1,700,000 on
the entire road. It was declared by
Mr. Henderson that little of this lat-
ter money had been put into the road
and therein no doubt lies the reason
for the present state of affairs.

Municipal Owness;ap,

“I am told,” said the City Solicitor,
“that there is a strong feeling in this
city towards municipal ownership of
the railway. I see it in the press every
day. If ever the time was propitious
it is at present in Brantford, when you
consider the streets of this city for 38
yedrs to come are tied 1up to a private
corporation.”

From
his own story it appears that he was
trying to be honest, and finding his
immediate departure necessitated by
his indecorous conduct, when he had
a glass in his hand, he threw the glass
back upon the counter, as it was not
his property. Unfortunately the bar-
tehder happened to intercept the glass
in its flight. He was fined $10 and
costs for his peculiar attempt at hon-
esty.
