Wolfville has the dxstmctum of being
the origin of the only Little Theaue
Guild in the Maritime Provinces. With-
in the past month, five Acadia students
have organized into a Little Theatre
Guild, which presented its initial per-
formance last riday evening.

I before a large audience who gave
expression to their appreciation by sin-
cere applause. The Guild 'owes its origin
largely to the efforts of Dr. V. B. Rho-
denizer, Professor of English Literature
at Acadia University. Dr. Rhodenizer
introduced the course in the One-act
Plays at Acadia and has supported the
Guild in every way. Previous to the
presentation of the plays Dr. Rhodenizer
gave a talk on the inception and develop-
ment of the Little Theatre Guild in Amer-
ica and other countries. He also an-
nounced the winner of the Social and
Benevolent Prize for the best essay on
the Roberts lecture to be Arthur R,
Dunlap, of Sydney Mines. The Acadia
Conservatory of Music orchestra fur-
nished music. / Miss Langley and Miss
Grace Perry played a violin duet between
the plays.

The first play was “ The Lost Queen”
by Olive M. Archibald '26, a delightful
thing, appealing strongly to the imagina-
tion and the love of beauty. The cast
included beside the author, Ted Taylor
28 and Lydia Miller ’27.

The second was a plny written by
A. R. Dunlap '26, and entitled “Gold”.
The weird setting and ‘the allegorical
ending of the play gave it a powerful
dramatic appeal. G. D. H. Hatfield 27,
C. Coy 29, C. F. Allaby ’28, and the
author took parts in this play.

“The Red Shawl”’ by C. R. Gould '26,
was the only play given which had been
staged before, Some time ago this play
was given before the Dramatic Club but
it was new to a large part of the audience
and as before a great success. Mary
Bishop '27, Ardis Whitman '26, Lloyd
Jenkins 28, and Fenton Eliot 29 were
the cast.

BOARD OF TRADE COUNClL PASS.-

ES IMPORTANT RESOLUTION

A meeting of rhe Council of the Wolf:
ville Board of Trade was held on Monday
evening with six members present 4nd
President Graham in the chair.

The secretary read a letter from the
Kentville Board of Trade inviting repre-
sentatives from the local Board to meet
with them at Kentvillc on Wednesday,
when Col. Dennis of the Coloni I
department of the C. P. R. would t
present to go into the matter of forming
an Annapolis Va ]1(\ Colonization Board.
Messrs. E. H. Johnson, J. H. Baltzer
and L. E. Shaw were appointed dele-
gates from Wolfville.
A letter was read from the Windsor
Board of Trade calling attention to the
fact that Nova Scotia
government assisted the farmers in the
eastern part of the province in the pur-
chase of ground limestone no s
provision was made for the farmers in
the western part of the province. After
some discussion the following resolution,
moved by E. H. Johnson 'md seconded
by J. H. Baltzer, was pas
“Whereas the Government of Ncv3
Seotia has effected a reduction in the
price of Ground Limestone in the East-
emvand Northern counties by financial
aid ‘to manufacturers, and
‘Whereas the Western counties, Hants,
Kings, Annapolis, Digby, Yarmouth and
part of Halifax, supphed by an unaided
plant at Windsor, do not participate in
this advantage and
VWhezeas it is of the utmost import-
ance that Ground Limestone be more
generally used. therefore that it be ob-
tained at the lowest price possible—
Resolyed that this d of Trads
mﬂmst the Membess for the county to
attention g( the G&ernme nt to this
inequality, and urge arrangements
be made with the Windsor Plant that
will put the Western counties on a parity
with the rest of the Province.

Further Resolved that copies of this
Resolution be sent to the lelember for
the county, and to the Minister of In-
dustries with the request that action be
taken as soon as mssxble
