—Extensive coal strikes are in
progress in Belgiwm and in the Pas
de Calais. They were prompted by
feelings of sympathy for the English
strikers who have resumed work at
the old  rate,

—The deadlock caused by the
great coal s'rike in England has
caused a sabstantial advance in prices-
The proposed reduction was not 25
per cent, as represented by agitators
but 25 points of the 40 per cent
advance made between August 1888
and August 1890. This reduction
still left the miners in 15 per cent of
the advance, Probably the reduclion
will not be treated as urgent as the
stri‘ce hes been temporarily patched
up. The strike of 1893 does not
seem to be more fruitful than any
other strike promoted by the new
Unionism,

The Great North West.

The Essay which won the
C.P.R. prize from all
New Brunswick.

Western Canada, or as it is coms
monly called, the Oanadiauw North-
west, includes an area of abeut two
million five hundred thousand square
miles. It is that portion of Canada
lying between the Roucky Mountains
on ihe west and Hudson and James
buys on the east, and extending
north as far as the Arctic ocean and
south to the United Stater.. Previous
to 1865 but little was kno.wn of the
Canadian Northwest, ot that time
called the Hudson Bay Territory, or
British North America. But in 1867,
the date of the confederation of the
maritime provinces and Canada into
one dominion, it lecame the settled
policy of the progressive party then
in power to join this territory to the
dominion so as to “strengthen the
British vlement in the gevérnment.
To the leading statesmen through
whoee efforts this scheme was suc-
cessfully brought about, much honor
is due, and their names must ever
stand brightest among those who have
labored for the best interests of the
Canadian Northwest.

‘The Canadian Northwest is divided
into the parts known as the North-
west Territory, the province of Mani-
toba and the districts of Keewatin,
Assiniboia, Saskatchewan, Alberta
and Athabasca, of which Manitoba
and the districts of Alberta, Assinis
boia and Saskatchewan are most im-
portant; being situattd in the southern
part of this vast territory and wholly
within the great prairie of Canada—
containing an area of about 280,000,~
090 acres of the most fertile landson
the western continent, :

Nearly the entire surface  of this
great country varies from gently
undulated to & bigh rolling| prairie,
agrecably diversitied by belts of hills,
low mountain ranges, numerous rjvers,
streams, brooks, lakes and vaileyl.
These topographical features render
the scenery of this country most
charming to the eye of the beholder.
The climate of this whole prairie is
most  delightful, The  summer
weather. is warm and che autumn
magnificent. ‘The atmosphere is clear,
pure, light, bracing aund salubrious,
and without doubt is the most healthe
promoting in the world. The winters,
though cold, are mnot 'Jong, four
monthe Leing the greavesc length in
the eastern part, while in the west and
near the Rocky Mountains it is so
tempered by winds from 1he Pauific
slope that the snow scarcely lies on
the ground for any iength of time.
The absence of hugidity in the ais
prevents the extrome cpld from . being
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realized like the same degree wonld
be in the east. .dpring . commences
as early, and even earjier, than in
the eustern :provinces, and the.
weather is generally favorable for
putting in seeds in April, and this
work is usually finished about the
first weck in May. ¥

The Mackeuzie, which is the largest
river flowing north. is’ formed by the
junction of the Athabasca and  Peace
rivers, which rise near ' the highest
summits of the Rocky Mountains,
and wnite just nerth of Laké = Atha-
basca. After the junction the Mac-
kenzie flows through Great Slave
lake, drains Great Bear lake, and
enters the Arctic ocean by anumber
of mouths. It is navigable for over
one thousand mileg, but it is of litte
sorvice to commerce, &8 it is . frozeu
over for a greater part of the ‘year

Of this vast.country drdined by the
Mackenzie system but - littlocan be
said. There aré few rock expisures
throughout the whole area ‘and only
rarely does the surface rise into. low
hills, It is cold and barren, and
there are no foreste of commeroial
valun except along the Mackenzie
river, which is well wooded. In this
northern territory, sometimes called
the Lone Land, there are but few
inhabitants, and these are chiefly
“Huskies,’, or Esquimax Indians,

The prairie provinces of Canada
are not'as well wooded as those in
the east, yet alung the river colirses
near the mountains and on the belts
of hille, with which this section is
interspersed, - thers are forests of
spruce, pine, oak, elm and poplar.
This poplar, or aspen, seems to be the
characteristic wood of the country,
and may be found as far north us
latitude 60°, growing in sheltered
placer along the hills. It isa light,
strong wood, ‘valuable to the half-
breed hunter and trapper for building
houses, making carts and implements,
and for fuel.

Thet the Canadia Northwest is
1ich in mineral deposits 18 no longer a
matter of speculation. Gold in  pay:
ing quanities has been found on the
Saskatchewan, Athabasca, Peace and
Columbis rivers and their tributaries
and when the country is thoroughly
prospected there is every reason to
suppose rich mines will be found.
Enormous deposits of ccpper ore are
found within a small xadius of Copper
Mountain, and large deposits of
excellent iron ore are to be found in
the vicinity of the Canada Pucifie
railway in Alberta. Copper and iron
are found in greater or lesser deposits
as far north as the Arctic ocean.
Veins of galena have been discovered
which are known to contain silver,
while all ‘the copper deposits are rich
enough in silver to psy well for
workiag.

Building stone equal to the best
is found everywhere along the feot-
hills of the Rocky Mountains and at
Stony Mountain and Selkirk in Man-
itoba. Clays suitable for the manu-
facture of bricks and terra cotta have
been found in Eastern Alberta and
other districts. Lime can be manuv
factured and is obtainable at neariy
all places. Natural gas wells wrein
operation in places along the C. P. R.
and will prove a stimulant to manu-
facturiug, as the supply is unlimited.

The Canadian Northwest produces
hay, wheat, oats, barley, roots, veges
tablég, fruif, batler snl cheese,
Horses cattle, sheep and pigs are

rofitably 1aised in some sectione.

'he soil of Manitoba being a rich,
deep, dark loam, is particularly adapt-
ed for the growth of wheat, of which
it produces a larger average yicld than
any other country in .the world, aud
owing to its hardness and superior
quality it is much sought after 'by
millers. Other grains grow in pro
fusion and roots generally atisin great
size, .
Of Eastern Assiniboia it may be
said that it will one day be as great
& wheatsproduciog country as Maa-~
itoba, for it has a deep, rich soil and
a climate under which the plant ma-
tures with great rapidity, becaure it
receives more sunshine during growth
than countries farther south. West-
ern Assiniboia is best adapted for
stock-raising and mixed and dairy
farming. The hills are thickly covery
ed with nutritious grasses that form
excellent pasture in both winter and
summer, and as their elevation makes
general farming an uucertainty, thgw
pastures will nut be likely to be dis-
turbed by the plough.
Saskatchewan lies ncrth of Assini-
boia and Manitoba and is the largest
of the four districts There are ex<
tensive grazing plains in the southern
part, but its general features may be
described as 2 mixed prairie and wood-
ed region, well supplied with warer
and grasses aud well adapted by cli-
wmate and soil for growing wheat and
raising cattle and sheep.
. Alberta, the most westerly of the
divisiona of the Northwest Territory,
may be said to have thre distinet sur-
face features; 1st, prairie landsin the
east, which are well cimbered in (he
northern part; 2nd, the roiling iands
or the foot-hills, very heavily timbers

‘Throughout these provinces ~ smal
wild fruits such as: strawberries curs
rants, gooseberries, raspberries, choke-
berries, and saskatoon berries grow in
abundance; and game such ag wild
ducks, geese, prairie chiskens, wild
turkeys, moose, deer, etc., are plentis
ful near the settled districts, while
vatious kinds of fish sbound in the
lakes and rivers of this whole area.
Nearly forgotten, though not tha
least of the attractious of the prairie
are the beautiful flowers ihat adorn
it from early spring to autumu.
Aniong the early spring flowers is the
little blue violet seen in other lands
June comes with roses. Everywhere
this shrub is to be seen with its bright
blossows filling the air with perfumq,
July abound- in flowers of svery hue
trom the pale anemone, pink and
white lupins to that most brilliant
flower, the orange red lily which grows
in  myriads and blooms late -in
August like many other beautiful and
rare flowers of these plains.

The Nothwest provinces have been
aocurately surveyed by the dominion
government and diviled icto towns
ships six miles square. Hach town-
ship contains thirty-six sections all
numbered. The C. P. R. owns all the
odd numbered sections except 17 aud
29, which are reserved by the govern-
ment for school pmc?o es. The secs
tions owned by the C. P, R are for
sale at prices varying from $3 to $6
per acre. The even numbered sec-
tions; except 8 and 26 which belong
to the lludson Bav company, are open
for free settlements, or they way be
purchased frem the dominion governs
ment for a certain price per acre.

If a settler wishes to obtain land free
(this is calied homestesding) be wust
pay the homestead entry of $10
and perform certain duties'Wequired
under the present law. Nearly all of
the best homesteads are taken, but
there are still sete to be got in
different parts of the provinces, and
there is plenty of excellent land to
buy from theO, P. R. and from
private paities.

The resources of the great plains
of Canada are 8o vast, numerous and
varied th«t no other new country in
the world can offer such induceménts
to an industrious farmer, laborer or
mechanic wishing to change or better
his condition in lifs. The first is the
C. P./R. and ite brauches; affording
better accommodations for colouists
than any other route to convey them
and goods to or near the place where
they wish to locate, Next, etc, a
free farm with the best soil in
Awerica, well-watered and in the
midst of lovely scenery, that  will in
ashort time produce a good living
for himself and family; an abundance
of fuel, for coal is found in several
sections, but chiefly in Alberta where
are the greatest toal fields in the
world, which owing to their proxim-
ity to the C. P, R. are easily used
at reasonable prices; stoves in every
town and village, where he can get
the comforts aud luxuries of life; free
schools of a high stasrdard, that are
established as soon as they are uneed-
ed; postal service that is a marvel to
80 new a country. and telegraph lines
that are being constantly extended as
they are required; stations with ele
vators for storing all the grain, and
& good market with good prices for
the same; and last though not leasta
civilized, intelligent, Christaia people
to settle among.

The population of the country is
of foreign element and contains people
feom nearly all the civilized nations
of the world, bat in some sections the
native half-breed element prevails.
These half-breeds are descendants of
English and French officers and
servants of the Hudson Bay company
who married Indiansquaws, but they
are amoi'g the wost peaceable and
inteliigent of the - inhabitants of the
Northwest.  Under the present system
of government, ‘than which none i
better,” these inhabitants of the
plains are a most prosperous, happy
and contented people, enjoying all
the blessings of modern - civilization,
Nearly all the Christain denoming-
tions are represented here, and  many
have fine chnrches and colleges aund
comforiable houses for their ministers:
Maunitoba has a’ deaf and dumb
institute, an asylum for the. insane
and other benevolent institutions
Agriculture is the leading and most
important industry, hut manufactur-
ing interests are increasing with the
population; and there are flour mills,
paper mills, woollen factories, wooden
factories, machiue carriage and har~
ness shape, and shoe faciories already
‘in operation in Manitoba and several
outside districts. o

That there is a grand future possi-
ble for the Canadian Northwes: not
even the most skeptical will ~ doubt
and if the progress of the past ten
years is any indication of what the
coming years will bringthem, indeed
we may say that not even the greats
est mind can Conceive an idea of the
glory that awaits the future of the
the'great Canadian Northwest.
