“THE REPORTER" AND COMMER­
CIAL UNION-

We are not surprised that our 
contemporary, the Reporter, opposes 
commercial union with the United 
States. Its natural antipathy to any­
thing American would preclude it from 
taking any other course no matter how 
important would be the result of such 
union to the business interests of this 
country. Nor yet need we be surprised 
at the reasons advanced by our contem­
porary in opposition to the scheme. It 
has been induced to believe, and so 
expresses itself, that the business men of 
the lower provinces, under the kind 
and gracious favor of our present com­
mercial policy, are enjoying the utmost 
prosperity; that our manufacturers are 
heaping up tons of wealth, and that 
everything is sailing along just lovely. 
Therefore it is folly to seek a change. 
Is it any wander that a journal

no distant from the broad light 
of day should be found in opposi­
tion to so radical, yet so wise, a change 
of our trade relations as a commercial 
union would bring about ? As no other 
journal than the Reporter will be guilty 
of .advancing such an idea that in the 
light of their present business prosperity 
the manufactures of the lower provinces 
tlo not need a change of trade relations, 
wo need not refer to the present deplor­
able condition of every branch of our 
industries and of every line of business 
further than to remark that the imme­
diate cause of the agitation for commer­
cial union with the United States is due 
to the unhappy state of the trade and 
business of Canada, and the knowledge 
of the fact that unrestricted reciprocity 
with the Americans will materially pro­
mote the general trade interests of all

The Reporter seems pained that so 
many of our local manufacturers should 
favor the proposed union, and it attempts 
to point out to them that by the adop­
tion of the union their trade as manu­
facturers will be destroyed. In par­
ticularizing it is somewhat unfortunate. 
Referring ,to the carriage business it 
would have those engaged in it believe 
that with free trade with the Americans 
their business would be mined by com­
petition; that they would merely be­
come the y gents of American carriage 
makers. It does not, however, in 
support of its contention, give a 
single reason which would lead to any 
such belief, nor is there any evidence 
that our manufacturers would have any 
thing to fear from American competition; 
but on the other hand there is every rea­
son to believe, in fact there is the cer­
tainty, that the carriage business qf the 
maritime provinces would bo in every 
way stimulated and encouraged by com­
mercial union. Nine, ten and eleven 
years ago the lower province carriage 
maker was met in almost straight com­
petition with the American, yet his sales 
were as large as they are to-day, larger in 
fact, a manufacturer informs us, and his 
profits were much larger. If such com­
petition was not feared then, why should 
it be feared at this date? The manufac­
turers of the two countries would be 
placed on the same footing. Itaw mater­
ial would not cost more in Canada than 
in the United States; wages would not 
be any higher; and our facilities with any 
kind of a trade can be made equal to the 
best. What has so depressed the busi­
ness of the lower province manufacturers 
is the unreasonable tax imposed upon 

I it. Fancy a business struggling for some 
years under the following tax: On wheels,

! finished spokes, hubs, etc., 35 per cent.; 
j on all and every kind ol carriage hard- 
j ware: 35; leather, 25; carriage top rub- 
i ber, 30 per cent.; cloth, 25 per cent.; 

best surfacing varnish, $1 per gal.; gear­
ing varnish, $1.20 per gal; finishing body 
varnish, $1.40 per gal: malleable iron, 35 
per cent., nnd then add to this a rise on 
an inch screw from 35 per cent, to 70per 
cent., cloth from 25 to over 40, moss 
token from the free list and 15 per cent, 
put on it; also a rise in varnish, leather, 
glue, emery, sandpaper, etc., etc. 
How can the carriage trade in these 
provinces be expected to thrive under 
such a tax? Remove the tax; give our 
carriage manulacturers a free and open 
market; then can they prosper. In the 
same way can our manufacturers in other 
lines thrive.

Besides serving the interests of our 
manufacturers, commercial union would 
be a boon in every respect to the farmer. 
Free entrance to the great United States 
markets for his horses, cattle and grain, 
and other products, means quicker sales 
and larger profits!-more wealth and hap­
piness. Such a market would stimulate 
lji^V to increased labor. The farmer 
who to-day produces but two hundred 
barrels of potatoes, and can find but a 
slow market for them, would, under the 
proposed union, find a ready and profit­
able market lor two thousand barrels ; 
and so on with other produce. Is not 
the consummation of a union productive 
of such results greatly to he desired ?

The Reporter's wail about annex­
ation and the press that it alleges is con­
tinually running down the institutions 
and industries of the country, will not 
aid it in its object. What the people of 
this country want is less toadyism and 
more prosperity. If free access to the 
larger and bettei markets of the United 
.States will bring about prosperity, and 
there is no doubt it will, no obstacle 
should bo thrown in the way ol securing 
it. It is good, wholesome business we 
are looking for, not mere sentiment.

A WISE PROVISION
There is one feature in the constitution 

of the Knights of Labor which must 
commend itself to all right-thinking men. | 
It provider for the exclusion from mem-1 
bership of oil liquor sellers nnd brewers. 
It provides likewise for the exclusion of 
any one whose wife is a liquor seller, so 
that no one indirectly connected with 
the traffic can become connected with 
the order. The men nt tlm head of the 
order are all total abstainers, and are 
using every effort to make all connected 
with it total abtainers too. The step which 
the knights have taken cannot but 
be productive of good. A steady adher­
ence to the constitution and to the ob­
ject sought to be attained will soon bring 
about a change in the condition and cir­
cumstances of the workingman. If all 
classes of workingmen, whether connect­
ed with the order or not, were to re­
nounce the use of spirituous liquors what 
a change would soon bo wrought in so­
ciety. Not only would the condition of 
workingmen be improved, but they would 
soon be enabled to make their influence 
felt in the counsels of the country. By 
the total renunciation of the use of 
liquors there is not a workingman 
who could not soon free himself from 
debt and greatly improve hie condition

in life. With the improvement of his 
owu circumstances would follow the im­
provement of the condition of his family, 
and thus step by step would the whole 
fabric of society be strengthened and 
improved. It is to be hoped that other 
orders will follow in the footsteps of the 
Knights of Labor in this matter.

LORD RANDOLPH CHURCHILL.II
lord Randolph Churchill at present 

occupies a unique and somewhat unen­
viable position in British politics. He 
stands between two parties upon a very 
unstable ground. With one hand he 
directs a blow at G ladstono and with the 
other strike at bis former colleagues. It 
is not impossible that the noble lord will 
yet lose bis balance and fall unheeded to 
the ground. Lord Randolph is certainly 
not wanting in spirit and resolution, but 
the successful operation of these qual­
ities is rendered ineffective by his im­
pulsive nature. A purpose fixed with­
out consideration and its execution is 
begun. A disagreement arises and he 
breaks with his master. In his present 
position of exclusion Lord Randolph may 
yet secure the firmness of constant re­
solve and make his stand a vantage- 
ground for the gratification of personal 
ambition.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, June 7__Sir John Macdonald,

id answer to Hon Mr Mills, said the 
government intended, if possible, to pro­
rogue parliament on Saturday, 18th. inst.

In reply to a question respecting the 
high commissionership, Sir John said 
that Sir Charles Tupper would return to 
London at the close of the session, but 
the government would consider the 
question as to whether he should con­
tinue as finance minister or not.

Hon. Mr Costigan introduced a bill to 
confer certain powers upon boards ot 
trade with respect to licensing of weigh-

Uon Mr Thompson's bill to provide for 
the defacing of counterfeit or altered 
bank Dominion notes was read a second 
time. It proposes that any bank clerk 
who receives a counterfeit or bad note 
must stamp it with the word “counter 
foil" or “altered,” and if he improperly 
stamps a genuine note as bad he must 
redeem such note to its face value.

Mr Thompson moved a resolution to 
grant a pension of$2,600 to Mr Lavio- 
lettc, ex-warden of St. Vincent de Paul 
penitentiary, on a account of wounds re­
ceived during the suppression of a revolt 
in that institution—carried.

Mr. Thompson moved the second 
reading of the bill to establish a special 
exchequer court. He said the court 
would be presided over by one judge, 
who would be paid $0,000 a year. Do­
minion arbitrators would be retaiued as 
referees of the court.

Messrs. Davies and Weldon condemn­
ed the proposal to create .an additional 
court as unnecessary and too expensive, 
and urged that (be system of dealing 
with actions against the government 
should be continued.

After recess the resolution increasing 
P E Island’s subsidy by $20,000 a year 
was taken up.

Sir Richard Cartwright said that this 
increased subsidy was being granted as 
an offset for large expenditures made 
upon railways in other sections of the 
Dominion. He did not doubt that this 
grant was justifiable, but it would be ira 
possible for the government to stop hero 
for other provinces would demand like 
compensation, and their claims would 
have to be considered.

Sir Charles Tupper did not think any 
precedent was being established for giv­
ing additional subsidies to other pro­
vinces.

Mr. Davies was not satisfied that jus­
tice was being done to Prince Edward Is­
land.

Sir Charles Tupper said that he was 
tempted to withdraw the grant altogether.

Mr. Davies said that he did not under­
stand that the house was gagged ; and 
notwithstanding the minister's threat, he 
intended to show that his province was 
not receiving fair treatment. He point­
ed out that, in addition to the expendi­
ture upon the Intercolonial and Pacific 
railways, the Dominion had spent $23,- 
000/100 upon local railways, out ot which 
P. E. Island received nothing. The peo­
ple of his province had built their own 
railway, and even calculating upon the 
grounds on which the government pro­
posed this increase of subsidy, it was not 
more than lmlt the amount to which the 
province was entitled. This increase 
would not be regarded es a favor.

Mr. Welsh contended that this sop of 
$20,(XX) could not be accepted as a set­
tlement of matters in dispute between P. 
E. Island and the dominion.

The resolution passed.
On motion to go into committee of 

supply, Mr. Aroyot made a long speech,

urging the necessity of extending com­
mercial relations between Canada and 
France, and charged the government 
with neglecting tiii^ important matter.

Hon. Mr. Chepleuu said the govern­
ment were endeavoring to secure a treaty 
with France.

Sir Richard Cartwiight thought the 
high commissioner should give the house 
some information on this subject. Trade 
with France was declining but no exertion 
appeared to have been made by the high 
commissioner or the government to de­
velop commerce with that country. Our 
trade with France was much greater ten 
years ago than last year.

Sir Charles Tupper said he had nothing 
new to communicate to the house, but 
the question had not been lost sight of.

Hon Mr. Mills said it was absurd for the 
government to say that they were en­
deavoring to promote foreign commerce, 
when they were shutting out all kinds of 
produce from Canada by means of high

In committee of supply, on the Inter­
colonial estimates, a discussion of grant­
ing passes to members to enable them to 
return home during recess was brought 
up. Hon. Mr. Jones charged that passes 
had been issued to Tory members only. 
Messrs. Pope and Tupper said that every 
member who applied for a pass got one.

After passing votes for capital expen­
ditures for railways and canals, the house 
adjourned.

Sir Charles Tupper has given notice or 
a resolution to grant $300,000 as a loan 
to the Fredericton and St. Marys bridge 
company at 5 per cent interest, the gov 
era ment to have power to take over the 
bridge in the event of the company fail­
ing to fulfil their obligations.

Ottawa, June 8__ In the house of
commons, to-day, Mr Jamieson moved 
his resolution in favor of pro­
hibition, and made a temperance 
speech of half an hour. Mr Fisher 
seconded the resolution in an able

Mr Gireu&rd opposed the resolution, 
and moved an amendment in favor of 
exempting ale, beer and light wines from 
the operation of the Scott act.

Mr Freeman supported the main re­
solution.

Mr Cargill said the Scott act worked 
badly in the country of Bruce. As much 
liquor was being sold in that county as 
before the act came into force. The 
government were seeking to restrict the 
sale ot an article the manufacture of 
which they licensed and encouraged. He 
moved an amendment to the amend- 
inent proposing the repeal of the Scott 
act.

Messrs Jamieson and Fisher argued 
that the last amendment was out of

Sir John Macdonald thought the dis­
cussion of the question should not be re- 
tricted, and believe all three resolu­
tions were quite in order.

The speaker rendered a long decision 
holding that both amendments were 
in order.

Mr Patterson, of Essex, argued that the 
Scott act was an injury to the country 
and should be repealed.

Mr McDonald, Huron, supported the 
main resolution, and said the govern­
ment could not shirk dealing with the 
subject much longer-

Mr Curran spoke against sumptuary 
legislation in any form.

Hon Mr Foster said he would rather 
have the Scott act repealed altogether 
than have wine and beer sold in cous 
ties where it was adopted.

Mr Waldie testified that the Scott aet 
had produced excellent results in the 
county of Halton, and he did not pio- 
poee to vote for its repeal.

When midnight was reached, Sir John 
Macdonald reminded the house that to­
morrow was a holiday, and proposed that 
the debate be sojourned until Monday.

Let us glance at these regulations for 
all concerned. The time of departure 
and arrival having been mentioned and 
the metals on which the train will travel 
specified, the regulations provide :

1 For a pilot engine, accompanied by 
a locomotive foreman for the various 
districts, and by a guard with lamps, flags, 
and ;fog signals. This engine precedes 
the royal train at a uniform speed and 
always fifteen miles in advance of it.

2 The drivers and firemen, as well 
the engineers of the royal train, are 
specially, selected. Telegraph men 
accompany the train under a superin­
tendent, and workmen, fitters, iampmen 
and greasers travel on the train all the 
way, keeping a constant watch ; and at 
stopping places they must alight and ex­
amine the train and grease the axle

3 A look out man is placed on the ten­
der of the engine, and seated with his 
face to the train, observes any signal 
that may be given by the occupante. 
This position is by no means an enviable 
one, as may be imagined, particularly at 
night, when more than ordinary vigilance 
is required.

The above are a few of the precautions 
which the railway companies adopt to 
secure her majesty’s safety, and her 
comfort is no less carefully studied. The 
queen travels on the down line, and so 
for thirty minutes previous to her com­
ing no train, not even a light engine— 
by which is meant an engine without 
carriages attached—or any vehicle is per­
mitted to proceed upon or cross the line 
—the pilot engine alone excepted.

I’ART SECOND.

During De Villebon's residence at 
Nashunak, be submitted proposals to the 
government of France for the capture of 
the city of Boston, which object lie pro 
posed to effect by the aid of the formid­
able tribe of Abenaki Indians, whose 
friendship for the French was so great 
that they were ever ready, at their sug­
gestion, to lift up the tomahawk against 
any enemy. Of such moment had this 
friendship been, that Frontenac says, 
without it the French could not have 
held their place in America against the 
English colonists.

The name of this tribe signifies “those 
of the East,” and their possessions ex 
tended from the bordera“of Nova Scotia 
into New Hampshire; the shores of the 
Penobscot nnd Saint John were their 
favorite hunting grounds. Up to the 
period of the Revolution, the Abenakis 
of the latter river were wont to meet in 
the month ol July in each year at what 
is now called “Savage Island,” u few 
miles above Fredericton. Here, their 
great council house was situated, and 
here the hunting grounds of the various 
families were marked out for the coming 
year by the braves in council assembled. 
Charles Morris, once surveyor general of 
Nova Scotia, who visited this island not 
long after 1760, says that “this great 
council house was built of rude poles.'

The Abenakis called this part of the 
Saint John, Augh-pa hack, (the head of 
tide.) It is to-day a lovely spot with its 
miles of fertile islands, covered by grass 
and fringed by various shrubs, among 
which are to be found tall elms, whose 
lofty branches in the quiet of the mid­
summer day mirror themselves in the 
silvery waters of the placid Saint John. 
It is at this point that the clear waters of 
the river cease to ripple over their 
gravelly bed. It was at this meeting of 
the rapid and still waters that the Abe­
nakis caught the salmon, sturgeon and 
bass upon which they largely depended 
in summer for their subsistance.

In 1881, the writer engaged “ Gabe,” 
an Abenaki, to pole him in his bark ca­
noe to Hart's Island. As he drew near 
this pretty spot, Gabe said: “ When I 
was & boy I have seen in the sod, worn 
by the old Indians feet, the marks of the 
race course which extended all round 
this island ; here it was that the braves 
used to try their speed after ball playing 
was over.

Being curious to know a little of the 
habits of the aborigines, I bad asked 
Gabe to let me know what kind of vege­
table food the Indians ot the Saint John 
made use of before the whites had 
brought them the potatoe. “ Wo used," 
ho said, “Indian potatoes."

When we had drawn our canoe ashore, 
Gabe walked up to some tall alders 
around which the “bind-weed” had en­
twined iteell, and following the vine 
down with his fingers, pulled up the root 
to which was attached a series of little 
bulbs. “These,” said he, “are Indian 
potatoes; and I can remember going 
with my mother when I was a little boy, 
and picking them up as she dug them 
with a hoe."

When we had seated ourselves on the 
grassy bank, the memory of former days 
seemed to rise in Gabe's mind, as he 
said : ‘Over there,” pointing to the weat 
side of the river, “once stood our church 
and village ; all are gone now.^he Eng­
lish, when they took Quebec, promised 
to treat us, Abenakis, as well as the 
French did ; but they never have or never 
Will.”

The poor remnant of the Abenakis 
have carefully preserved to this day a 
missal given to them far back in the 
17lh century, by each Recollets or Je­
suit* of Quebec, a precious souvenir of 
former friends.

Their last Jesuit missionary was 
Father Germain, who died in 1780, after 
having passed the last fifteen years of 
his life at the Abenaki mission of Saint 
Francia, on the St. Lawrence. The mis­
sion of Saint Anne, as this Abenaki 
station was called, having been abkn- 
doned about the year 1765.

Bishop Plessis, of Quebec, who in the 
year 1815, made a pastoral visit to the 
long neglected Abenakis of the St. John, 
says in his journal as respecte the In­
dians of the village of Sainte Anne : “So 
soon as the town of Fredericton was set­
tled, they found themselves surrounded 
by a crowd of English colonists who 
coveted their possessions. One of them 
offered them to take their land for $100 
at £25 annual rent, and they had the 
simplicity to subscribe to this,and to ex­
patriate themselves in consideration of 
this small rent, which seemed to them a 
considerable sum. The acquirer or 
taker emboldened by his first success 
went further some years after. Wishing 
to secure to himself an absolute property 
of which he well knew the value, offered 
to them the sum of $2,000 in ready 
money if they would abandon the pro 
party entirely to him. People already 
astonished at $100 were much more so at 
$2,000. They held council after council, 
the wisest of them opposing the aliena­
tion, but they were not the 
more numerous; the other party asserted 
that as their ancient chapel had 
been destroyed, there was nothing which 
could any longer reasonably attach them

Agents were sent to Fredericton to re­
ceive the promised money, which from 
$2,000 was shortly reduced, through bad 
faith on the part of the purchaser, to $1,- 
500, with which they were to content 
themselves, aud they were also obliged 
to take one half of this in goods, which

NEWS CONDENSED.

Cambridge university bas conferred 
honorary degrees upon Prof. Gray, of 
Harvard college, and Sir Donald Smith, 
of Montreal.

Michael Davitt made another speech 
at Bodyke yesterday. He said he had 
received a letter from Mrs Davitt inti­
mating that if he was arrested she would 
speak at the evictions in his stesd.

John Morley will become political di­
rector of the Daily News and will contrib­
ute leading articles to that paper. Mr. 
Lucy has resigned the editorship and 
will return to his post in the gallery of 
the house of commons.

The regular fortnightly meeting of the 
National League was held at Dublin on 
Tuesday. The consensus of opinion was 
that the course of Davitt in advising ten­
ants to resist eviction by every means in 
their power was not wise.

In the House of Commons on Mon­
day evening, O'Doherty moved an 
amendment to the crimes bill. Parnell 
interposed, suggesting that bis friends 
move only such amendments as they re­
garded iudispensible, as it was getting 
late in the session and a number of impor­
tant matters had not yet been discussed. 
O’Doherty withdrew his amendment. 
An amendment to exclude treason fel­
ony from trial by special jury was defeat­
ed by 107 to 180.

The arrest of Edward Procknell and 
three women, charged with keeping 
houses of ill-repute and having procured 
tor patrons scores of girls from 10 to 14 
years, has caused a great sensation 
throughout London. The prisoners and 
their victims are of humble rank as are 
also the patrons of the procurers. De­
tective Stevens, in the employ of the Re­
formatory and Refuge Union, who has 
taken a leading part in bringing to light 
these crimes, states that during the past 
four years he has rescued 400 girls be­
tween the ages of 4j and 14 from lives 
of shame.

The evictions at Bodyke still continue. 
The other day Tenant McNamara, who 
was behind in rent, defended his house, 
but the bailiffs broke u hole in the wall 
of logs. Boiling water was thrown 
through the hole at the evicting forces. 
A policeman who wat holding the col­
onel’s umbrella, dashed through the 
opening made by the bailiff's; ether offi­
cers followed him and a fight ensued. 
The tenants were evicted and afterwards 
arrested. The bailiff's charge the ten­
ants with having thrown vitriol upon 
them, but this is denied. A tenant 
named Murphy made a similar resistance 
against eviction.

The following appeal from Michael 
Davitt has been cabled to John Fitzger­
ald, president of the Irish national league 
in America, Patrick Ford and John Boyle 
O’Reilly:

Scarmff, County Clars, June 7.—Work 
of exterminating the race is going on 
daily. The people are contesting every 
inch of ground with spirit; the resistance 
is admirable, but the odds terribly against 
them. The tory policy of eviction and 
forced emigration wo must resist as one 
man. Working men in America in their 
own interest should protest against pau­
per labor being forced upon their mar­
ket. I would suggest that a deputation 
of mends of our cause and Knights of 
Labor wait upon the Présidant of the 
United States, and invite hie attention 
to England's policy in driving thousand* 
of our people every week from Ireland 
to the States. Humanity and enlight­
ened self-interest unite in urging Amer­
ica to action in the matter. We want 
means to succor the evicted and to 
make some small recompense to the im­
prisoned who sacrifice liberty in resist­
ance to injustice. Bodyke U fighting 
the battle oflreland.
