It may 
have been that previous experiences of the 
view entertained by the people who inhabit 
that portion of the Dominion, which have 
been shown towards the member who 
supported Mr. Mackenzie, influenced that 
member to advise the latter to move on ; 
bnt it is a fact that there was no ovation 
or demonstration for the Premier at New 
Glasgow. No flags were exhibited to wel­
come him ; no cheers to greet him, and his 
stay there was so short that it indicated a 
remarkable alacrity to leave the county with 
as little delay as possible. His friends and 
supporters were invited to have a picnic dis­
cussion of political affairs on the occasion of 
hie visit ; but it seems thst they have decid­
ed otherwise, and have concluded not to 
aooept the opportunity of hearing the Pre­
mier, or else the Premier has decided not to 
be heard. At all events such was toe 
nature of his visit and the manner rt his 
leaving the County of Pictou. J 

The arrival of the Premier at Halifax was 
distinguished by the same want of enthus­
iasm which marked his reception in Pictou. 
With the exception of » few officials, nobody 
troubled himself or even seemed to be aware 

toe first man fa Canada wee among 
them. The presence of such men as Vail, 
and the other characters who accompanied 
him was sufficient, in the absence rt other 
causes, to disgust all respectable men, and 
to keep them from paying that respect which 
the position of Mr. Mackenzie might other­
wise have commanded.

The picnic at Berwick was a failure. 
Even half railway fares, combined with the 
presence of the Premier, a visit to a most 
beautiful locality, the cajoling of officials, 
and a holiday, failed to call forth a response. 
The people failed to meet Mr. Mackenzie. 
His own political friends and supporter^ 
wtetranb. numbered by ttemrande, reforad 
to meet him, or to rmpood to the roll cell. 
HetreeoUed from end negfooted tho for 
Esta to meet them m the far West, and 
n^fctedi them to meet him, bnt they refused to 
oome. * * * * Since writing the above 
we have received a brief account by tele­
graph of the meeting at Truro. It seems to 
have been even a greater failure than the 
Berwick picnic.

The Detroit Poet tells of a benevolent cit­
izen who tried to assist an inebriated indi­
vidual home, and taking the latter’s direc­
tions and his night-key, attempted to open 
the front door. A window above waa open­
ed, the sharp crack of a revolver heard, a 
ballet whistled near the head of the benevo­
lent citizen, the benevolent citizen took to 
his heels, and the inebriated one was cap­
tured by the vigilant policeman.

him thmr go ont and live on him six weeks. 
And next Christame, when that dear cousin 
comes lumbering into the city to see the 
Christmas eights, they will cut him and hie 
old-fashioned wife so dead they wont re­
cover from tt until tt ie time for the next 
tamper rush to tiw tana.—Burlington Hvwk-
