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How to Combas Diphtheria,

Dr. Bryce, of the Provincial Board of Health,
sends the following as one of many cases oc-
curring to show that ‘every city, Sown, and
village is yurl{ losmg valuable lives from
the absence of laws for the compulsory iso-
lation of cases of infectious diseases. It is
given in the ‘weekly report of a co nd-
eot from District X, of the health map. The
following are the words of the report :—** An
epidemic of diphtheria commenced in this
village about two weeks ago. The first case,
a boy about five years of age, was taken sick
Friday, 28th Sept. The next, a girl about
the same age, on Thursday, Oct. 4th, Both
of these cases proved fatal. I saw the first
case five days after it began and prodounced
jt dipbtheria, and advised isolation and pro- |
per care and treatment, The parents could
not be made to understand the gravity of the
disease and did not exercise any caution.
The second case I saw four days after its be-
gmoning and found it very bad. An old
woman in the village took “this case out of
my hands. The neighbours went out and 1
this house. A woman with a large family
laid out the corpse, no sanitary precautions
being observed. The disease has spread sd
rapidly that I advised the closing of the
sch Itis difficult to trace the origin of
this epidemibt, but not difficult to account for
ite spread.” The village

Standard Railway Time,

The Grand Trunk and its connections and
the Canada Pacific and its branches have
sgreed to join with-a number of other leading
roadsin the adoption of the new standard rail-
way time, which will come into foroe on she
majority of raiways on‘the 18th November.
As it may be applied to the new fime tables
shortly o be issued by the different oom%u-
ies, it will be of interest to know exactly how
it will affect Toronto and the other leading
cities of the province, For railway time
table purposes the continent is dividad into
five divisions. Throughout each of these-di-
visions one uniform railway time will prevail
and there will be just one hour's difference
between the railway time in one division and
the time in that adjoining it. Toronto, Ham-
ilton, and Port Hope will belong to the sec-
ond sectidn, based on the 75th meridian,
~whigh is four minutes slower than New York
'local time. Toronto railway time will there-
fore be seventeen minutes faster than our
local time, Port Hope railway time fourteen
minutes faster, and Hamilton railway time
nineteen minutes faster. So thatif a train
were advertised to leave this city at seven
o'clock it would be necessary to be at the
station at sevenfeen minutes to seven on ao-
count of .our local time being seventeen min-
utes slower than the uniform railway time
for this division, Hamilton teains will in
like manner be affected by the differemce be-
tween the local time and the upiform time of
the section, trains leaving there nineteen min-
utes abead of the advertised time, and Port
Hopg fourteen minutes ahead, ;

Hon, Henry Starnes, Railway Commis-
sioner for Quebec, has just issued a very in-
teresting reporg, the first of its kind, regard-
ing the railways of the province. According
ta the repor tho:]provinoo has, between July
Ist, 1878, ‘and June 30th, 1882, subsidized
1,678 mules of railway. The total of such
subsidies amognted to $4,146,164.94 in
money, and 5,829,000 acres ot land. Up to
July, 1882, there had been paid on account
of the*money grants $2,410,441.50 ; so that
there remained fo be banded over §1,757,-
596.45 in money, and the 5,820,000 acres of
land. In addition to this $12,537,080,48 had
been paid for the construction of the Quebec,
Montreal, Ottawa, and Occidental railway,
making a totsl of $14,048.421.88.

MANN HANGED,
A Revolting Scene Caused by a Baungling
4 Hangman, "

L’OricxaL, 9 a.m.—Mann, the murderer
of the Cooke family, 1s no more. Precisely
at ejght o'clock the solemn progession,
headed by Sheriff Merrick and Rev.
Mr, Phillips, his spiritual adviser, marched
through the court yard to the gaillows. Mann
preserved a caimness of spirit, and ascended
the steps with a strength of purpese and
nerve that is rarely witnessed by mortal in
passing. through such a trying ordeal, He
stepped upon the fatal trap-door with firm.
ness, carefully inspected the pinion-
ing of bhis Jegs, wore a cheer-
ful smile, said  “Good-bye* his
attendants dnd nodded to those he mo:niud
sbout tne' scaffold. After an impressive -
prayer had been offered up by tbe Anglican
minister the bolt was drawn and the murderer
was dangiing in the air,
Mann is credited with having said
that ‘ It's only a hop, step, and a luP from
a sinful world into an eternity of love,” This
morning he joined heartily in the devotional
exercises, singing with great zest a sweet
tenor to that beautiful hyman :

“ Abide with me : fast falls the eventide.
The darkness deepens ; Lord with me abide,
When other helpers fail, and comforts flee;
Help of the helpiess ; Lord abide with me.”
About 8.30'0'clock the body was cut down,
and the inquest was then held.

WILLIE COOKE’S STATEMENT,

Your reporter had an interview with Willie
Cooke, who was badly wounded on the heig
by the murderer, and who has beea maim
for life thereby. He knew little or nothing
of the origm of the crime, but was of opinioa
that Emma was the first murdered, although
to the end Mann maintained that he had a
quarrel with the old man, whom he first
killed, afterwards killing Emma, whom he
admits he outraged. .When asked by a re-
porter if the latter was correct, he stated
that ‘‘the worst that 13 said of me
is true, but I don's want to satisfy
a morbid public by giving de-
tails.” Willie- Cooxe had npothing hard
to say of the dead man ; that he was a
quiet and peaceable boy, and that he never
would have expected him to be guilty of any-
thing of the kind. To- him, as to all other
people, his conduct was incom ensible,
especially when one looked at his inmocent
face, **But, to tell you the truth;,” added
Willie, ** I would rather say nothing regard-
ingit.” In reference to tue Cooke famuly,
Mann is said to the last  to have wished to
-atone for the butchery he committed, by
dying on the scaffold, and time and again
hoped that a reprieve wounid not be granted
him. In these expressions he seem.d earnest
and immovable,

The History of a Suit of Armour,
Some interesting particulars are given by »
contemporary of a suit of armour that origin-
ally belonged to King Francis I. of France.
This armour was bought by the late Sir An-
thony Rothschiid for £100, and sold by him
to the late Lord Ashburnham for £1,000.
Some years aftetwards it was sold by Lord
Ashburnham for £4,000 to a dealer in curi-
osities, who re-sold it within twenty-four
hours to a wealthy customer for no less a sum
than £17,000. The subsequent history of
the armour is still more remarkable, It was de-
ited by its purchaserin the Belgrave Square
autechnicon, aud when that unfortunate
building was destroyed by fire the armour
was buried beneath the rains, Dug vt of the
debris, it was sold for a few pounds as old iron.
