Lot Memphis mid New Or 
lean* tell Ihoir stories, and the heroe* 
and heroine* of the plague* that 
afflicted them will, by general con­
coction, be the Prient* and the Sister* 
who, one by one—their name* even 
are hardly known outside their 
order*—fell at their post*, and died 
of contagion with the plague-atrickcn 
patient* they were tending. And so 
it i* in all case* of public calamity. 
Wherever the Church is, there are 
it* member*on duty, without emolu­
ment or pay, save in the blessing of 
God and tiho gratitude of their fel­
low*. Wo had hoped that this fact 
wa* universally conceded. Ask the 
general* of armies, ask the medical 
men, whose service is called upon 
on the occasions mentioned, who 
furnish their chief support when the 
fighting is done, and there are only 
wounds and disease to bo overcome, 
and the answer from all will be the 
same : the Sisters, the Fathers, the 
Brothers, the Christian volunteers. 
All the world has only recently re­
ceived sad reminder* of the common 
truth, in the plague that i* devas­
tating portion* of Europe. In 
France and Italy—whence the false 
and fatal liberalism that we so oftpn 
are called upon to expose would fain 
drive the religious societies of both 
sexes, and religion together, wore 
that only |>o*sibio—in whatever 
Hiiots the plague broke out, the 
Bishops, the Priests, the Sisters and 
Brothers wore at once at their post, 
sacrificing their live* again, when 
too often the towus were deserted by 
the municipal officers, ami even by 
the very families of the afflicted. 
The French President and his 
Cabinet stood carefully aloof from 
the suffering district», and with 
characteristic courage and gener­
osity. while gratefully accepting the 
services of these devoted Catholic 
mon and women, proceeded to invent 
new insults ami attacks on the 
Church in France. Those attacks 
and insult* made no difference iu 
the work and attitude ot the Catholic 
Church towards the suffering people. 
From the. beginning the action of 
the Church is always the same. It 
is that of its Divine Founder. While 
being crucified by those whom it 
would serve, it prays. “ Father, for­
give them ; they know not what 
they do.” Many may sin through 
ignorance in this way ; but it is hard 
to think that many more do not. 
Here, for instance, is a journal like 
the New York Frangclist, on which 
all open facts and all the teachings 
of history seem lost. In one of its 
editorial columns it glorifies “ that 
grand old name, Puritan," and in 
another illustrates all that is bigoted, 
narrow, untruthful and anti-Chris­
tian. It glorifies the action of King 
Humbert of Italy during the plague, 
and wo join with it in that. Hi* 
action was worthy of one occupying 
hi* exalted position, no matter how 
ho came to lie placed in that position. 
He, in person, accompanied by the 
bi*hop* and clergy, visited some of 
the hospitals where the plague- 
stricken patient* wore being tended 
ns usual, day and night, by the re­
ligious, under guide of the physician* 
in charge. Here, at least, oven re­
ligious divisions could at the moment 
ease, by the beds of the dying. It 

is reported that at a late date some 
• Garibaldians ” oven broke through 
the reserve that for a long time 
characterized the anti-Catholic party, 
volunteered for service, and wcio 
heartily welcomed by the prelate* 
of the Church. Yet here is the 
comment of the Puritan Evangelist 
on the whole matter. The action of 
this one mçn, King Humbert, has, it 
says, called forth a multitude of 
editorials in the “ leading " journals 
of Europe. “ The greater part of 
these articles, even in the Roman 
Catholic countries mentioned, are 
made more pointed in contrast with 
the tartly action, or rather proposi­
tion, of the Pope to open a hospital 
in the grounds adjacent to St. Peter’s 
and the Vatican, so that if, porad- 
venturc, the cholera should appear 
in Homo, His Holiness would not 
lose his share of glory, and could go 
to the hospital without leaving the 
Leonine Cltv.” The question of the 
Pope's leaving Romo, or oven ap­
pearing in the streets of Rome, is 
one needing no explanation. Ho 
may leave Rome, but not appear in 
its streets without creating a popular 
revolt. Even the pseudo guard that 
escorted the remains of the late 
venerable Pope Pius IX. to their 
last resting place could not prevent 
a tumult on the part of the Italian 
“ liberals ” and other societies. Hap­
pily the plague has not yet stricken 
Rome ; God forefend that it should. 
But should ever that calamity occur, 
it will be time to speak of the action 
of the Father of Christendom. That 
action will certainly not be for 
“ glory,” bet tor the service of God 
and man. Had the Pope been free 
to act. It is beyond qeeetSoe that be 
would follow the ex ‘

tured to prophesy evil things. Some 
attempt* were made to cleanse the 
city superficially during the summer 
heat»; but politic* and frivolous 
gossip have always been more 
weighty considerations in the French 
capital than the boasted good of the 
people, which t* the catchword of 
French politicians. As usual the 
nuns have the worst of the visitation 
the asylum for old people of" the 
Little Sisters of the Poor in the 
Avenue de Breteuil containing a 
large butch of victims. The Sisters 
of St. Vincent do Paul are nursing 
many of the poor patient* at home, 
a* their friends angrily refuse to 
allow thorn to be taken to the hos­
pitals. This is scarcely surprising, 
seeing that these institutions are hot 
beds ot dogmatic atheism, where 
every difficulty is put in the way of 
the administrations of the Sacra­
ments and those religious consola­
tions which even careless Catholics 
yearn for when they are gravely ill. 
The now director of what is called 
Public Assistance is doubtless pledg­
ed to give God und religion the cold 
shoulder, although ho may not dare 
to continue the work of hunting out 
the good nuns, whose labors are not 
for an earthly salary, but a Heavenly 
reward. Dr. Peyron, the official in 
question, was a friend of Gambetta, 
and is the brother of the Minister of 
Marine. Having been a successful 
Parliamentary agent for the Kepub- 
lic, he is of course, eminently fitted 
to take care of one of the vastest 
charitable organizations in Euroj»e, 
just as M. Dumagin, the private 
secretary of M. Gambetta, was ap-

ixiinted Governor of Charenton, the 
lothfehom Hospital of Paris, on the 
death of his master. The epidemic 

so far has proved benign, and the 
chief ifvoplu attacked have l>eon 
hard drinkers and the aged. In 
both cases the constitution has been 
prepared for the dread visitor. 
The Prefect of Police comforts the 
boulevartlters with a circular which 
says that there need be no alarm a* 
the victims are mostly found in the 
ranks of those in whom physiologi­
cal weakness is bred by economic 
misery. These are big words for 
the starving poor, and they contrast 
strangely with the active charity of 
a Belzuncc, or with the different 
methods of exorcising the corporal 
works of mercy blessed find conse­
crated by tïio Church. The syste­
matic opposition to God’s law in 
France ha* not only led to contempt 
lor God's morality, but to the grati­
nai extinction of His charity. But 
the cholera and other epidemic* 
have the one advantage of producing

Eradical companions between *hcp- 
erds and hireling*, and even the 
Parisian working classes may recog­

nise in the long run that the atheist* 
and nominees of secret societies out­
talk philanthropy when they want 
votes. Unco in office they spend 
money with a recklessness that 
brings a nation to the border of 
ruin. But they till their own coffers 
and those of their friends, and the 
trick scorns always to passu nnoticed. 
When it is stated that the travelling 
expenses of M. Jules Grevy, who 
only leaves the Elysce once a year 
for the retirement of Mont Suos 
Vaudrez, figura in the Budget for 
£12,000, whilst his shabby hunting- 
parties represent nearly £4,000, it 
becomes evident that the French 
people have lost little by the disap 
pearance ot the Empire. And the 
cholera now demonstrates that 
whilst M. Cassiniir Porter lost his 
life visiting the patient* with the 
King in 1H32, and the Empress 
Eugenie personally comforted her 
stricken subjects at the Hospital 
Iiarihoisiera and at Amiens in 1805, 
M. Jules Gravy and Madame Gravy 
stop at home out of danger hoarding 
up a civil list worthy of a monarch 
and a* much isolated from the 
cholera as they are from the Courts 
of Euroj>o.

Education in Ireland.

Those Canadian journals which 
are now discussing the question of 
Irish education with some acerbity, 
will find it dealt with at length in a 
recent issue of" the L >ndon Reader. 
That authority, which is not over- 
friendly to the Irish, declares that in 
primary education Ireland now loads 
the world. There was a time, not 
remote, when the descendants of 
those who deliberately drove learn­
ing from Ireland flung their lofly 
scorn at the ignorance of her people. 
But the hedge academy, no thanks 
to anybody outside of Ireland, gave 
place some years ago to the national 
school ; and the race is proving an 
apt pupil. The percentage of illit- 
otacy in Ireland among persons 
over fifteen year* of age, is estimat­
ed at 10.71, and is rapidly docrca* 
ing. It was 27.3 in 1801, 17.5 in 
1871 and 12.4 in 1881. The quality 
of the education is excellent. The 
curriculum is not so elaborate a* 
that ®t Ontario, nor does the system 
as with us, cram the scholar with a 
mass of ill-digested food. Every lad 
turned out is thoroughly grounded 
in the three R’s, and with that kit 
and his own ready brains ho is fit 
for the battle of life on any contin­
ent. In the higher branches of ed­
ucation, Ireland also stands well ; 
and here again thoroughness rather 
than a showy and parrot-like ency- 
clopedism is the object aimed at. 
With regard to the measure 
ular education in the four provinces 
to which the Canadian discussion ie 
drifting, the percentage of illiteracy 
to largest in Ulster^ ahd the propor­
tion of children not «tending school 
ia also greater there than in Mon­
ster, Connaught, or Ixiinater.

Britain's Greatness-

The Chicago Herald in a late issue 
says : I*)t us not delude ourselves 
with fictitious greatness. Thera is an­
other country at whose greatness we 
may well pause for contemplation. 
Its area exceeds eight and a-half mill­
ion square miles. The basis of its 
power is not land but water. It* 
greatness is maritime, and its coast 
line is twenty-eight thousand five 
hundred miles long. It lies on both 
ri los of the equator, and it* bound­
aries touch the extremes of heat and 
void. Its uncultivated area, which 
can he made to feed unlrorn millions 
without the help of the United 
States, cover* millions of square 
miles. It contains one hundred 
thousand square miles of forest, 
which are k ing jealously preserved 
while ours are being ruthlessly sacri­
ficed. It* population amount* to 
315,000,000 souls, including pretty 
nearly all the races known to man. 
It* revenue for government amounts 
to more than a thousand million 
dollar* annually, only one-fourth 
of which is levied in direct taxation. 
It has nearly a million men under 
arms. It has one indice man for 
every sixteen square miles of it* 
entire area. Its 240 war vessels arc 
all in commission, not rotting in 
harbor*. It* merchant navy con­
sist* of 80,000 ships, manned by 
270,000 sailor*. Its sea-going ton­
nage amounts to eight and a half 
millions. It Hurpassus in steamer*all 
other powers on the globe, and near­
ly equals their combined total in 
sailing vessels. Forty-nine per 
•ont of the carrying power ot the 
world is under it* flag. Nearly half 
the entire yearly cargo of the world 
is under that flag. Move than half 
the whip earnings from freight and 
passenger* belong to it. Two-third* 
of the tonnage annually built belong 
to it. The bank* of that empire 
transact one third the business t>f 
the entire world. It* manufactures 
(comprise one-third those of all Eur­
ope. It use* 30 per cent of the 
horse power of the world. It* en 
ormotls debt, which it uses as the 
most profitable investment of its own 
earning*, amount* to only nine per 
cent of it* wealth. It is the wealth­
iest state in the world, and its wealth 
has been made by its export*. It» 
name is Great Britain.
