LORDS MUST NOT 
MUTILATEBUDGET

John B. Gardiner smiled when he 
stood in the witness box of the Su­
preme Court before Chief Justice Sif- 
ton this morning and was asked whe­
ther he was a novice at the real es­
tate business. Mr. Gardiner is one 
of the most prominent realty men of 
Edmonton. He is interested in the 
Capital Hill sub-division and set the 
proposition on foot for the building 
of the Arlington aoartment hpuse, at 
the corner of Sixth and Victoria 
avenue. At the present time he is 
defendant in probably the y largest 
civil action that has ever been tried 
in this city.

The action is brought against Mr. 
and Mrs. Grdiner for thea cancellation 
of an agreement made by the* Union 
Trust Company with J. B. Gardiner 
and wife for the sale of 19,495 acres of 
land in the Vermilion district on 
July 20, 1906. The defendant made 
a cash payment of $1 per acre and 
then defaulted on the fourth payment, 
of which there were to be twelve in 
all, extending to the year 1915, and 
totalling, with interest, the sum of 
$142,838.98. No payments have been 
made since the default, with th econ­
sequence that the interest on the 
arrears is now greater than the cash 
payment made.

Alleges Verbal Agreement.
The defendant alleges that at the 

time the original contract was made 
he had a verbal arrangement with 
one of the officers of the Union Trust 
Company, whereby he was to be al 
lowed to sell portions of the land and 
turn the contracts in on his original 
purchase. The company denies any 
such arrangement, and, while the case 
was in progress, produced letters 
written by Gardiner, in which be 
stated that he never thought of such 
a condition in his contract.

Although unable to make his pay­
ments as required and although his 
contract with the Union Trust Com­
pany was void, and he had in reality 
no lands to sell, the defendant sold 
portions of the property to seventeen 
parties, al! of whom desire that 
their contracte wnb Gardiner ; 1 all be

"uardmer, in the' "cBt* 
hours’ examination in the witness 
box this morning, said that all these 
parties had made a first payment on 
their property and some had made 
a second payment, but that he had 
not turned the proceeds over to the 
Union Trust Company because, as 
he said, it was not accepted. He was 
unable, however, to produce any books 
to show what amounts have been paid 
by purchaser®, but said that during 
the intermission he could figure the 
claim of each one down to a cent.

Action to Abrogate Contract.
The action of the plaintiff company is 

enlarged to include, the absolute cessa­
tion of the contract on the date of June 
8, 1908 a declaration that caveats filled 
against the property by all the above 
mentioned defendants be removed and 
that an order that the plaintiff be given 
recovery of the above lands.

The removal o fthe caveats causes ac­
tion to be taken against'J. B. Kemp, of 
Minneapolis, R. Wfl Gardiner, of Win­
nipeg; Geoffrey Hitzler Walton, of Win­
nipeg; John Johnston, of Saltean, Alta., 
and J. E. Davidson of Winnipeg, all of 
whom bought property from Gardiner 
and filed caveats in the North Alberty 
Land Registration District.

Settlement of the Case.
The case of the Union Trust Co. vs. 

John B. Gardiner, which was ad­
journed in the Supreme court on Fri­
day morning lias been settled out of 
court on terms highly satisfactory to 
both parties. After the adjournment 
the defendants made overtures for 
settlement with the result that Ihc 
opposing counsel got together and ar­
rived at a decision which was duly 
presented to the court and accepted.

The settlement calls for the cancel 
lation of the contract so far as the 
defendants, John B. Gardiner and 
Elizabeth Gardiner, are concerned, 
and for the forfeiture of all payments 
with costs to the plaintiff with a de­
cree and judgment of the court to this 
effect.

It was explained to the court tliat 
the plaintiff company, in view of the 
fact that some nineteen or twenty 
purchasers had purchased a portion 
of the lands in question from Gard 
iner and had paid about one-third of 
the purchase price, agreed to validate 
the contracts of any of the said pur­
chasers -who would pay to them the 
amount owing on their contracts and 
an additional sum making up a cash 
price of $8.40 per acre. < -

It appeared from the evidence of 
John B. Gardiner that various sub­
purchasers had by payment reduced 
the amount owing to Gardiner on 
their contracts to about $5.50 per acre, 
which represents the sum they must 
still pay to secure their title to the

killed. Mesquit Wells is an isolated 
spot 55 miles Northwest of White- 
water on the edge of Death Valley.

Deputy Sheriff Charles Roche was 
shot through the thigh ; John Hide, 
an Indian trailer, was wounded in 
the breast and back, and ISegunda 
Chino, an Indian policeman, had his 
ear torn off by a bullet from the hunt­

ed desperaiio. Reinforcements left 
here this afternoon in automob "es, 
under command of Sheriff Wilson, of 
Riverside tiounty, and another posse 
was sent from the Banning Indian 
reservation.

Willie Boy has been a fugitive 
since September 27, when he shot and 
killed Aid Mike Boniface, a Banning 
Indian, because he would not give 
up his 15-year-old daughter. The 
desperado compelled the girl to flee 
with him and two days later shot her 
through the heart, when she was no 
longer able to keep up in the flight 
from a pursuing posse.

FELL INTO BED OF MORTAR.

Accident on New Parliament Buildings 
at Regina.

Regina, Sask., Oct. 8—While wheel­
ing barrow of mortar across a scaf­
fold on the new parliament buildings 
today Adam Wisebread fell a distance 
of 25 feet, alighting on his neck and 
jhoulder in a bed of mortar beneath. 
The injured man was at once removed 
to the hospital, where he is now lying 
in a somewhat critical condition.

Angle-Cock Handles Too Short.
Orangeville, Oct. 8.—The jury In­

vestigating the death of Jos. Paul, of 
Toronto, killed while uncoupling a 
freight train, returned a verdict of 
accidental death, but reported that 
the handle by which the angle-cocks 
on the airbrakes were operated, were 
too short for safety. The juurors sug­
gested that the railways equip each 
car with a lever which would enable 
the brakemen to operate the angle- 
cocks.

A conference was held on Friday in 
Strathcona between representatives of 
the two cities to discuss what propor­
tion each should pay towards the 
cost of the high-level bridge traffic 
section. There were present Mayor 
Lee and Alderman Manson, from Ed­
monton, and Mayor Duggan, Aider- 
man Bush and Alderman Elliott, from 
Strathcona.

It was suggested by the Edmonton 
representatives that $60,000 was an 
equitable amount to be borne by the 
City of Strathcona of the total esti 
mated cost of the traffic section, 
$586,000. To this several of the 
Strathcona aldermen raised some 
protest, claiming they should be 
assessed for a' lesser amount.

Strathcona’s Contention.
Their contention is that the increas­

ed cost of the bridge over the first 
estimates is largely due to the street 
railway and for that reason the rail­
way department, or the City of Ed 
monton, should bear the additional 
cost of the bridge.

To this the Edmonton people re 
plied that while the street railway 
has added to the cost the larger and 
wider bridge will be of benefit to the 
people of Strathcona as well as of 
Edmonton.

The original amounts contributed 
by Edmonton and Strathcona were 
$17,500 and $42,500, or in the ratio of 
seven to seventeen. The street rail­
way has greatly lessed the proportion 
of Strathcona’s share on the new 
estimate.
Answer From Strathcona Monday.
The Strathcona representatives said 

they would present the case as ser 
forth by Mayor Lee to the remainder, 
of the council and would give an 
-answer before Monday night, when 
the by-law apportioning Edmonton’s 
amount will be submitted at the com­
mittee meeting of the council here.

It is altogether probable that the 
amount Edmonton and Strathcona 
will each be asked to pay will be 
figured out on the estimated cost of 
$586,000, without the suggested reduc­
tions by- elimination of one railway 
track and one pedestrian walk.

It is also likely that the grants of 
$100,000 each from provincial and 
Federal governments will not be in­
creased before the votes of the rate­
payers are taken. The increased 
grants, if any are given, cannot be 
assured until they are passed in the 
estimates at the next sessions.

The Council of United Aids are meet 
ing with much, success in their efforts to 
centralize relief work and to attend to 
cases of destitution. The city council 
has placed $1,500 at the Aids’ disposal 
to cover a period of twelve months. 
Prominent business men have intimated 
,their willingness to act on the council. 
An efficient officer is being sought who 
will devote his* whole time in the so­
ciety’s behalf. An office and wood yard 
and storehouse is being established 
where able-bodied men can do something 
in return for moneys expended on them.

A list of workers wanted,men and wom­
en, to do work, will be kept by the 
council, by which means many uut-of- 
wdrk men and women will be prevented 
unduly draining the aids’ funds, and re­
moving, as far as possible, habitual loaf 
ers, and preventing it being said that 
Edmonton has no place of retreat for 
honest poverty. The real aim of the 
movement is to relieve distress and de­
tect imposition.

The $1,500 the city council has granted 
will by no means do’ all the Council of 
Aids are attempting. It will go but a 
little way, and assistance is sought from 
other sources. The Imperial "'Bank- will 
at all times receive donations from any 
source towards the work.

Every winter for some years Edmon­
ton has been subjeted to a very unfair 
and expensive experience. Physical un­
fortunates . have been brought into the 
city from outlying districts suffering 
from, frost and general disease. Not only 
have they in most cases been unable to 
pay hospital expenses but have been here 
in the city living at the public expense 
and on charity. In many instances they 
have been people who have no claim 
whatever on the public purse of the city, 
often living many miles away.

Travis-Barker, representing the Unit­
ed Aids, waited upon the government 
and made known this. stat</ of things. 
He told of how one poor and unfortunate 
homesteader with frozen feet cost the 
city $360 exclusive of medical attend­
ance which was given free. Many simi­
lar cases where the city was called upon 
to blar, the financial responsibility >f 
outsiders’ relief, were cited. He called 
to the atention of the government how 
wealthy men, living beyond the city 
confines, yet drawing large incomes from 
the city escaped claim made by solici­
tors for help. He instanced cases of 
public men being constantly drained by 
solicitors of charity.

The government promised to give the 
matter immediate attention and while 
no specific grant may be made such 
cases as cited will cease to be a drain/ 
on the city.

Serious Floods in Cuba.

Havana, Cuba, Oct. 8—The flood situ 
ation throughout the island is serious to­
day. The. rivers are over their banks. 
Bridges and other, property have been 
swept away and four lives have been 
lost.
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“The north is the finest, country 
that lies out of doors’ ’ said J. K. 
Cornwall, M.P.P., on his return thss 
morning from a ten week's trip 
throughout the Peace River consti­
tuency. “There is a whole province 
within a province which will some 
day be the wealthiest section of Al­
berta. I travelled from Peace River 
Crossing to the 59th parallel of lati­
tude which is near the northern 
boundry of the province. Everywhere 
the settlers have had a splendid har­
vest with the exception of the most 
northerly districts, which had a 
slight touch of, frost while the grain 
was ripening, and as a result the 
grades will be lowered. In the upper 
Peace River country and on the 
Grande Prairie, a record harvest has 
been taken off and the settlers are all 
delighted over the very successful 
year.

20 Tons of Machinery.
“As soon as the first fall of snow 

comes so as to make travelling over­
land easier, there will be a string of 
settlers from the Grand Prairie dis­
trict to Edmonton for supplies. 
Among other necessaries they will 
take back with them 60.000 pounds 
of agricultural machinery for their 
harvest operations next year. It 
means a great deal of trouble for 
them to get the machinery into the 
country, owing to the poor facilities 
for transportation, out they must " 
have them.

“What the country needs is roads. 
When the settlers come to Edmonton 
for supplies they will have to take a 
circuitous route of 559 miles to go 
300 miles. Their salvation and the 
future of the great agricultural coun­
try to the north, depends- on means 
of direct ingress and egress to and 
from the northern settlements. The 
people look to the provincial govern­
ment for this but as yet practically 
nothing has. been done.

Its Voice Will Grow/
“To be sure the voice of the north 

is weak, but the time will come and 
that sWnrtly, when ilie colonization 
and development of the north by as­
sistance from the provincial govern­
ment- will he a 'Jive issue.

The Federal government has done 
mneh for northern Alberta, because 
there the situation in ’he north is 
understood. It has given the settlers 
postal service, telegraph service, sur­
veyed the country where settlement 
demands it, and improved the water­
ways. It resfs with the provincial 
government to improve the roads so 
as to bring the country In touch with 
the centres of civilization.

Means Much to Edmonton. 
“Edmonton’s future is dependent 

on the opening up of the Peace River 
country. Hundreds of settlers would 
go in there if the problem of trans­
portation were rendered less acute.
I visited nearly all the new settle» 
who have gone in this year and they 
are doing splendidly as far as pro­
duction of marketable goods is con­
cerned. Although, arriving in the 
country late in the season, not ti tew 
have sow their fail wheat for next 
year’s harvest.” ' "*

Mr. Cornwall was accompanied on 
his two thousand mile trip by Mrs.

BIRTHDAY OF TRIPLE ALLIANCE
German^ Austria-Hungary and Italy 

Celebrate.

Berlin, October 8—The German 
press yesterday celebrated the thir­
tieth birthday anniversary of the 
Triple Alliance. All the wr ‘ers 
congratulate the countries concerned— 
Germany, Austria-Hungary and Italy 
—declaring that the compact has been 
the means of preserving the peace of 
Europe.

It is admitted, however, that- «he 
weak point in the alliance is Italy, 
the people of which are of a differ­
ent race from those of Germany d 
Austria. Antagonistic interests, 
they say, may induce Italy to quit 
the alliance, but they maintain that 
the southern kingdom will be ex­
tremely unwise if it does, so, since it 
derives its natiofial security from the 
agreement and owes its recent econ­
omic development to it.

NEW LOCOMOTIVE RECORD.

Admiral Seymour Take» Clip at Mile 
- in 43 Second».

New York, Oct. 7—Admiral Sir Ed­
ward Hobart Seymour, whose flagship, 
ti e inflexible, is the swiftest war vessel 
afloat, today lowered the record for 
steam locomotives when, as "he "was seat­
ed beside a dust begrimmed engineer f 
the New York Central, a part of the dis­
tance between New York and Ossining 
was covered at the rate of 43 seconds a - 
mile, the fastest mile ever made by a 
steam locomotive. It was the regular 
run of the Twentieth Century Limited, 
which covers l.OOO^miles between New 
York and Chiaego in 18 hours. It was 
not only the fastest run the flyer had 
evèr made over a given distance, bnt it 
surpasses , it is said, all other records 
for steam propelled trains in the coun­
try, if not the world. Admiral Sey­
mour and the party, composed—Of dis­
tinguished visiting officers and officials 
of the road, was absent from thfe Grand 
Central»station just one hour and 59 
minutes.

“Wasn’t it a magnificent trip and such 
splendid equipment for speed a#id com­
fort. I thoroughly enjoyed the exper­
ience.”

The British naval squadron, consisting 
of the Drake, Argyle, and the Duke of 
Edinburgh, sailed today and Admiral 
Seymour only delayed his departure that 
he might take the- trip up the river.

On account of the speed of which the 
Inflexible is capable of making he ex­
perts to make up the 24 hours and o 'èr- 
lake the other vessels of his fleet before 
they are far at sea.
