Sheep Stealing.—There is a rumour 
afloat, respecting the stealing of sheep in 
Peel and Maryborough and felling them 
to Mr. Peter Robb. Whether the rumour 
be true it is not in our power to say at 
present. However, Mr. Rdbb has pur­
chased some sheep from a young man 
living on the 8th con. Mary boro,’ which 
have since been claimed by other parties 
who have taken possession of them. The 
person censured is one R. Donnelly near 
Moorefield, who it is reported, is now in 
Guelph jail. Forty or fifty sheep are said 
to be disposed of in this way.—Drayton 
Enterprise.

Laying a Corner stone.—On Tuesday 
evening, the 15ih instant, the Rev. 
Thomas Wardrope, ot Guelph, assisted 
by the Rev. ti. Brown, of-Worfiester, and 
D. Davidson, of Langside, laid the corner­
stone of a brick church, 42 by 63 feet in 
size, to cost $8.000, hçing erected by one 
of the congregations of the Canada Pres­
byterian Church, in the village of Tees- 
water. There were nearly font hundred 
persons present. After the oetemony Mr. 
Wardrope delivered a lecture on “ Canada 
our Country,” in the Town Hall, which 
was well attended, a nice Addition being 
made to the fund of the nailding com­
mittee.

Temperance Mbiting.—A meeting was 
held last (Friday) evening in the Good 
Templars’ Hall, under the auspices of the 
Sous of Temperance. There was a good 
attendance. Mr. Wilkie occupied the 
chair. Rev. Messrs. Howie, Wardrope 
and Wood each addressed the meeting, 
strongly advocating the cause of tem­
perance and urging those engaged in the 
noble work of endeavoring to stem the 
tide of intemperance to Renewed activity, 
and ultimately success wonld undoubtedly 
crown their labors. There was an excel­
lent choir present, who gave some choice 
pieces in an admirable style. The pro­
ceedings throughout were of a most in­
teresting character.

London, July 18.—An Irish team have 
won the Elcho shield at Winlbledon.

The London Gazette announces that 
the Queen has given her consent to the 
marriage of Prinee Arthur with the 
Grand Duchess Maria Alexandria Chris­
tiana.

New York, July 19.—A Vienna special 
states that Hivani Garrellson, of Cleve-. 
land, Ohio, has been appointed Chief 
American Commissioner, in place of 
Jackson Schütz, resigned.

It is rumored that the late Mrs. Booker 
wad poisoned, and her parents desired of­
ficial investigation, but her sisters,Wood- 
hull and Claflier, declined to take any 
action in the matter.

It is discovered that the personal ac­
counts of E. 8. Mills, late President of 
the Brooklyn Trust Company, who Was 
drowned at Coney Island last Tuesday 
are overdrawn $100,000, and that he al­
lowed the loaning of over $800,000 of the 
funds of that institution upon doubtful 
securities.

John C. Babcock, the umpire in the 
College Regatta, publishes a card, where­
in he says “ It is proper that the pub­
lic should be informed of. certain facts 
concerning the late regatta at Springfield, 
which will explain the confusion that re­
sulted in determining the actual win- 

The score, or finishing line, in­
stead of being located at right angles 
with the river banks, as it should have 
been, was by carelessness or stupidity on 
the part of those who located it, placed 
diagonally, tUfc eastern end of the line 
being some one hundred and fifty yards 
lower-down the river than the westerly 
end, where the judges were requested by 
the umpire to station themselves. By 
this arrangement all boats arriving at 
the easterly end of the line, which was 
some 2,000 feet longer, rowed a propor­
tionately longer course than those coming 
in on the westerly shore. Had the line 
been located properly the result of the 
race would have been entirely different, 
and the race decided on the merits of the 
crews instead of chance in the position 
of crossing a line, no two points of which 
were equal distant from the start,

New York, July 13.— The Buenos 
Ayres correspondent gives an account of 
a discovery in the Province of the Ar­
gentine Republic of a gold mine said to 
be the richest in the world. Half of the 
site of the mine is said to have been sold 
for a hundred million dollars.

Evansville, Ind., July 18.—A special 
despatch fromMt. Vernon, Indiana,states 
that a. panic prevails there on account of 
the cholera. Forty deaths have occurred 
within a week, and eight or ten yesterday. 
The people are fleeing from the city.

Mr. Kelly with unlawfully and malicious­
ly breaking a window sash and eight 
panes of glass, in a house belonging to 
Mr. John Hogg, late last evening. De­
fendant rents the house in question, and 
the smash occurred during a quarrel 
between him and his wife. Fined $5 
and costs, with $2.60 for the damage to 
the window.

James Murphy was charged by Augus­
tus Fritz with making use of insulting 
language towards plaintiff’s wife, on 
Wednesday last. The parties are neigh­
bors, and live in Norfolk street. Defend­
ant came home drunk, and desired to in­
dulge in his usual amusement of thrash­
ing his wife ; but not finding his victim, 
he suspected Mrs. Fritz of concealing her, 
and poured out much abuse upon her in 
consequence. Fined $2 and costs.

Sa«d#B Death near Gnelph.
On Friday afternoon, between five and 

and six o’clock, a man named Stephen 
Cox, aged about sixty, who lives near 
Cargill’s saw mills, Nassagaweya, was 
found dead in his wagon, on the York 
Road, near.the Rifle Range Tavern. It 
appears that enPri day morning he started 
to drive into town, came here, and trans­
acted some "business. He had been 
drinking before his arrival, and it is be­
lieved that he had more liquor afterwards. 
He started on his -homeward journey on 
the York road between four and five 
o’clock, having another man in the wagon 
with him whose name is Bennett 
When they reached the Rifle Rangq^nn, 
they alighted and had some more liquor, 
Cox taking two horns of brandy. He 
then drove on, and when on the other 
side of thacreek, they were seen by some 
of the children of Mr. Smart, butcher, 
who lives on the roadside, to be acting 
strangely. Some wrangling must have 
occurred, for Cox was seen to slap the 
other man in the face and throw his 
bundle or bag out of the wagon. The 
man thereupon, got ont of the wagon, 
and for some unexplained reason Cox 
tdtned round! and 'drove in the direction 
of Guelph. Hie passed the Rifle Range 
inh, and proceeded until he arrived near 
the ReV’d Mr. Torràneé’s house. Here 
he was noticed by Mrs. Darby, a resident 
of the neighbourhood, to be in a strange 
posture and to look ill. The wagon was 
stopped, and another neighbour, Mrs. 
Cochrane came along. Cox was then in­
sensible. It was supposed he had been 
etattstrock ; cold-water tilths were ap plied 
to bis head, and other remedies applied, 
without efieet; ï>/r. Keating was tiien 
sen* for. Meanwhile Cox’s sen, who 
lives in the neighbourhood and had been 
tb town the sanie mohring, came up, on 
bis way home. When^Hr. këating ar­
rived he found Cox lying with nis face bn 
the dashboard, quite dead. The body 
was removed to McLaren’s tavern, where 
an inquest was to have been held this (Sat­
urday) forenoon, hut through some mis­
management the son of the deceased was 
permitted to take the body home, and 
thus the matter stands at present.

Sir Francis and the Scandal.
The Mail this morning publishes a 

letter which has been addressed by Sir 
Francis Hincks to the Gazette, and will 
appear in that paper to-morrow morning. 
He says that although reluctant to an­
ticipate the formal enquiry into Mr, 
Hnntington’s charges,he cannot allow the 
statement made in the Herald ot yester­
day by Mr. Geo. W. McMullen to go un- ’ 
noticed. He state» his opinion that the 
Government should feel indebted to any 
proper persons who would undertake the 
contraction of the Pacifie Railway, ajid 
then states hie intention to confine his 
remarks on Mr. McMullen's letter to what 
affects him more personally. He next 
gives his version of the manner in which 
his first communication to Sir Hugh Al­
lan. of the names of the American capjr 
t allais was made. After seeing Mr. Mc­
Mullen apd his friends in July, 1871, Sir 
Francis reebited a letter on the 24th of 
July, acquainting hpo tpat the writer in­
tended going to Montreal, along with a 
gentleman who has beén active in pro­
moting railway enterprises, with a view 
to bripg this eehreme under the notice of 
Sir Hugh Allan and other capitalists in 
Montreal. Sir Francis replied, depreca­
ting the intention of seeing Sir Hugh. 
Be,then proceeds to say

“I readily admit that from .the time 
when the proposals made through Mr. 
McMullen were first submitted, I was 
moat anxious,but solely on puhlicgmunde, 
that the negotiations should fall into 
other hands. ' After having prevented, as 
I believed I had doce. the communication 
to Sir Hugh Allan, I determined to let 
him know what was going on. I accord­
ingly gave him the name» of the Ameri­
can "gentlemen who had made the infor­
mal communication, but I, oe*|tainly 
could not hâve requested Sir Htigh to 
ooenmunicaie with them. I did not then 
even.know that Sir Hugh Allan was pre- 
pared, to embark in the scheme, but I 
readily admit, that. I was of opinion that 
several Of the American names were 
wholly unobjectionable, and that Sir 
Hugh Allan wàs as likely as any other 
Oaiadian capitaHst to secureeo-operàtiou 
both in Rnglaniland Canada.”

Sir Francis then states that he did 
have interviews with the two prominent 
railway bankers mentioned by Mr. Mc­
Mullen, and that he believed he did sug­
gest that the American capitalists inclin­
ed to promote the undertaking would 
find Sir Hugh Allan a better medium of 
communication with the Canadian Gov­
ernment than Mr. McMullen and Ms 
Chicago friends. When the conversation 
in New York took place he certainly never 
gave any address to'Sir.Hugh Allan ; on 
his return he gave Sir Hugh a list of 
names, who remarked tha the knew all or 
most of them by reputation. Sir Francis 
says that till after the session of Parlia­
ment of 1872, the objects of the promot­
ers of the Pacific scheme and of the 
Government were wholly at variance. 
He goes on—

“The next reference to me in Mr. Mc­
Mullen’s letter is to the meeting of Coun­
cil on the 6th of October, 1871,when Mr. 
McMullen say:—“It was at once ap­
parent that they were not fully in accord 
am themselves.” How this was apparent 
it would be diflfbult for Mr. McMullen to 
show, inasmuch as to the best of my re­
collection no member of the Government 
said a word except Sir John. Sir John 
asked Sir Hugh Allan whether he had 
any proposition to submit, to which Sir 
Hugh replied by enquiring whether, if he 
made a proposition, the Government 
would be prepared to consider it, or enter 
into negotiations ; to which Sir John re­
plied that they were not prepared to do 
so, and Sir Hugh rejoined that in the
