"You are extending •you^ railway 
system In Newfoundland, are you 
not?"

“Yes, The prosperity of the coun­
try is due in a very large measure to 
the railway policy Inaugurated by Sir 
William Whitney twenty years ago, 
which has been the means of develop­
ing and opening up our latent natural 
resources, and we believe that an ex- 
lentlon of this railway policy will bring 
the same fruits In its train. Accord­
ingly we have decided to construct five 
branch lines touching largely popu­
lated and highly prosperous sections of 
the country that at present do not en­
joy the advantages of railway commu­
nication.

Railway Policy.
This railway policy will involve the 

expenditure of about $4,000,000 alto­
gether, the Interest on which, at 8 1-2 
per cent, will amount to $140,000 a 
year. As an Illustration of how fav­
orable the railway contractors view 
the establishment of these branches, it 
Is only necessary to say that they'are 
undertaking the operation of these 
branches for forty years for four thou­
sand acres of land per mile of track, 
asking no cash subsidy."

“What is the traffic by your rail- 
| ways?”

"The traffic of the railway is that 
which the business of the country calls 
for and it Is increasing in a remark­
able degree. Not alone is the internal 
traffic Increasing, but imports now 
say that it is as .convenient and as 
cheap to import flour, provisions and 
all other goods direct from Canada and 
the United States by rail, as formerly 
It was to import by rail and steamer to 
St. John’s, as on arrival there the bulk 
had to be broken and shipments made 
to their destinations by the agency of 
either steamers, schooners or rail.

Now the goods come to North Syd­
ney by the Intercolonial, and there the 
Reid system takes care of them. Its 
fleet of eight steamers touches all 

, ports of the Newfoundland coast, and 
Ils trains reach all of the interior. The 
two are worked as one, and a simple

interviewed recently during his visit 
to Montreal Sir Edward Morris, pre­
mier of Newfoundland, had much to 
say of the progress of the colony.

“The past year," he said, “has been 
the best in the history of Newfound­
land, In all respects. The various In­
dustries pursued by the people have 
given highly satisfactory results and 
the revenue has improved phenomen­
ally. The price of our staple product, 
codfish, of which we expect about 1,- 
600,000 quintals (114 pounds), each 
year, averaged at least $1.00 per quin- 
tal more than the previous year, all of 
which amount went Into the pockets 
of the fishermen.

“The revenue made a most amazing 
uplift It Increased by 460,000, being 
about one-seventh of an increase over 
the previous year’s figures. Each 
month now shows an increase far be­
yond expectations, and when the pre­
sent fiscal year ends In June, the 
surplus estimated by the Finance Min­
ister in his Budget speech delivered on 
the 6th of March, of $250.000 will pro­
bably have reached $860,000 at least.

“An Idea of the progress of New­
foundland in recent years may be 
gained by the fact that in the past ten 
years the revenue has grown from $1,- 
500,000 to about $3,300,000 for the cur­
rent fiscal year, or 120 pe rcent. for 
that period; and this notwithstanding 
the reductions In taxation which 
amounted to $270,000 a year which 
have been effected. Moreover, sur­
pluses of revenue totalling $1,200,000 
have been realized in the same period 
or an average of $Ï20,000 a year, and 
a half a million dollars has been put 
aside In cash as a reserve fund.

“During the same decade our Im­
ports have increased from 5 1-2 mil­
lion dollars to over 18 hillUOns, and 
our exports In a somewhat better pro­
portion, so that comparing the lm-,
