to afford them."

Dr. S. F. Huestis, controlling one of the 
big Halifax book establishments, and now 
visiting in Toronto, says: “Prices of the 
cheaper books, especially Sunday school 
literature will have to go up, and the de­
mand will as a result greatly decrease.”

2 fAnd Break the Sabbath Instead cf a 
Record— They Went 10 Vast Their 

Countrymen’s Grave—The
Police Step In.Iu a

19 INothing 158 Dundas Street. Yesterday being the 1st of April, those 
who could make tools of somebody else and 
some of those who could not succeeded very 
well in making jays of themselves. Among 
the latter was about a quarter section of 
London’s Chinese colony—usually the best 
behaved Chinamen in the world. As a rule 
they spend Sunday in the church and Sun­
day school, wither they go in bands almost 
invariably in single file, with a seraphic 
smile on the smooth faces, their books 
under their arms and a satisfied air born cf 
last week’s washing well done and of the 
fact that “allee samee Melican man” they 
know enough to observe the Sabbath.

But some of the Oriental residents of Lon­
don did not observe Sunday yesterday, 
as was their wont. In pretty Mount 
Pleasant, a mile or two west of the city, 
there is a lonely Chinese grave, where the 
first and only Chinaman to die in London 
lies buried, far from the land of his birth. 
Whether the spring had anything to do 
with it the police were not certain, whether 
last week’s washing or tea trade had been 
more than ordinarily remunerative could 
not be positively ascertained, but certain 
it is that shortly after dinner yesterday 
several Chinamen hied themselves to 
“Doc” Hunter’s livery and "‘allee samee 
Melican man” paid out several soapy 
shekels for three rigs. The Mongol­
ians were going to visit the lonely grave of 
their countryman on the hillside and 
thither they proceeded in true Sabbatarian 
decorum and mournful aspect, the result cf 
the occasion and inexperience in driving.

Upon the lonely grava they planted six 
eggs, eleven buns, two bouquets and a bag of 
mixed candy to refresh the dead brother on 
his journey to the spirit laud, for such is 
the funeral custom in the flowery kingdom.

Whether they felt better for the tribute 
paid the deceased or in having navigated as 
far as the cemetery without mishap, they 
became imbued with the idea that they 
were adepts with the ribbons and complete 
masters of horsemanship.

Alas ! the poor Chinamen. They forget

In their anxiety to stop the Chinamen 
drew the horses from one of the street to 
the other. Timid people thought the 
wheels would complete the work begun 
by last, year’s council and tear up 
the rails of the street car track. 
But the track was stronger than the wheels 
and spokes began to fly. When the rigs 
reached Colborne and turned north, about 
eight of these pieces of wood lay on the 
road, silent witnesses to fast and furious 
driving.

A couple of other witnesses, however, 
were not so silent. They were P. Cs. 
Birrell and Toohy, and they followed the 
unlucky Chinamen with true police in- 
stinct. Jung Hing Gane was one of the 
party, and, as Jung had had experience 
in American courts in the capacity of in­
terpreter, he gallantly became interpreter 
for the half dozen badly scared brethren of 
his. The policemen, by a system of 
phonetic or sound writing managed to re­
produce the names in English. Jue Sing 
was the other driver. All were “soily, 
velly solly,” over the escapade. Said one, 
bemoaning his sad fate, “First pay for rig. 
now pay for blears, and then jay police 
clost, oh ! oh !"

The whole party will probably ba sum- 
moned.

The Chinamen explained to the police 
that they were driving fast so as to get 
home in time for Sunday school.

(Thursday’s New York Sun.)

As stage No. 13, which is on run No. 13 
on the Fifth avenue line, was passing 
Thirteenth street on its uptown trip early 
yesterday afternoon—the driver, Lewis 
Wallin, who lives on East Thirteenth 
street, says it was about thirteen minutes 
past the hour—the nut on the off hind 
wheel dropped off. At any rate, just after 
Fourteenth street had been passed the 
wheel went off also, and the rear end of the 
stage went down with a crash, startling the 
eleven grown people and two children who 
were inside. None of them were injured, 
but several were angry.

One woman blamed the company for not 
having examined the stage carefully 
enough before sending it out; another 
blamed herself for ever getting into a stage 
with the number 13 on it, and still another, 
who had a lot of packages in her arms, 
found that there were just thirteen of 
them, and said she might have known that 
something would happen to her.

Upon investigation it was found that one 
of the children of the party was 13 years 
of age. The stage was about thirteen years 
old, also, having been used by the former 
Fifth Avenue Stage Company, and it had 
thirteen windows in it. The driver said 
he thought one of the horses was about 13 
years old, but was not sure as that would 
be pretty young for a Fifth avenue stage 
horse. He did know, however, that there 
had been only thirteen fares put in the box 
on the uptown trip.

A new nut was soon obtained and the 
stage finished the day without accident.
