He was a painter by 
trade, but had seen military service. 
After serving for three years in the 
United States artillery service, he re­
ceived his honorable discharge. Soon 
after, on the outbreak of the Cuban 
war, he enlisted in the volunteers, and 
served through the campaign without 
a scratch, and with considerable dis­
tinction. This was his first visit to 
London in thirteen years. Lottie 
Lynch, the third member of the family 
to meet death, was one of the two 
daughters of Thomas and Emma 
Lynch, of Port Huron, the latter being 
a daughter of Mrs. Bodley. Mrs. Bod­
ley and her son were dead when taken 
out of the wreck, but little Lottie 
lived until Saturday afternoon. At the 
time of the accident they were going 
home after a Christmas visit to Mrs. 
William Dwyer, of 131 Ann street, 
London. Mrs. Bodley leaves one other 
son and daughter, Frank and Bessie. 
The three bodies were taken to Port 
Huron yesterday.
