It appears from this statement that np to 
within a few hours of Mr. Harvey's death, 
his medical attendant was in ignorance of 
the nature of the disease under which be 
labored, though it was ot confluent small- 
pox, a n alignant type of the disease on 
which no medical man of ord nary experi- 
ence should have any difficulty in recogniz. 
ing. We hear» good deal of the adminis­
tration of medicine in this form or in that, 
in accordance with this system or the other, 
but it must often occur to people that the 
first thing to arrive at is. What is the nature 
of the disease? If that fact is correctly ar­
rived at the administration of proper medi- 
cines follow as a matter of course. But if 
for lack of sufficient education, experience, 
or natural preception] an attendant is not 
able to detect the presence of a well-known 
disease like small-pox, especially when strong 
indications of it are present, what chance has 
a patient in such hands! If a medical man 
can only go groping in the dark not able to 
seize upon the symptoms a patient discloses, 
he is a sorry help to lean upon in the hour 
of danger. But let him be able to say, This 
is small pox; or, this is typhus fever; or, 
this is inflammation of the lungs, or as the 
case may be,and the first grand step towards 
cure has been already taken. Mere drugs 
are but dubious helps at best, bat how 
precarious they must become when they 
are given in the absence of any definite idea 
of the disease under which a patient is labour- 
ing! It is frequently the case that a patient 
is worse rather than better for so called 
medical assistance, the fact being that the 

nature of his disease not being apprehended 
the administration of drugs is much more 
likely to injure than improve the condition. 
That which we wish to enforce, taking Mr. 
Harvey’s case as an example, is that a suf- 
ficient diagnosis—that is, a proper discovery 
or distinguishing of disease, is the all im- 
portant matter. That once done the path is 
comparatively easy, for so many thousands 
of eases of successful treatment are of record 
that a medical man must be hard driven in- 
deed, or the patient a very obstinate one, if 
some of the known remedial measures cannot 
be beneficially administered.

FLA T CAPITULA tIuN.
The New York Graphic appears to take 

much the same view of the proposed Treaty 
of Reciprocity as did the Chigago Tin«x, 
for we find it saying in relation to it :—

" This country has more to gain by a pro- 
" per reciprocity treaty than has Canada, 
" and if the latter will agree to return to us 
" the privileges which we threw away in a 
" childish pet, we should be very silly not to 
"improve the opportunity.’’

And no doubt they are right. Senator 
Brown, in his anxiety to make a reputation 
in connexion with the Treaty, appears to 
have been willing to give up everything to 
the States. Not only are the Welland and 
St. Lawreuce Canals to be built, at an ulti­
mate cost of |27,0C3,000, but $8,000,000 
more are to be expended in building a canal 
from Caughnawaga to Lake Champlain, the 
position of which would enable it to tap the 
St. Lawrence trade nine miles above Mon 
treal, and carry it of to New York, ria Al- 
bany. Then, the large amount payable by 
the U. S. Government for the use of the Ca- 
nadian inshore fisheries—25 provided by the 
Washington Treaty—is to be given up, which 
at the lowest computation would amount to 
$30,000,000 more. Then, under Clause 
2, the American du. s agaiust Cana lian ex- 
ports are to remain for three years more 
than twice as large as those which Canada 
is to be allowed to charge against the States 
manufactures. And so on through the en- 
tire chapter. The direct tea trade has 
already been diverted from Montreal to New 
York under Grit statesmanship. Indeed, 
without the flag is hauled down, and every- 
thing handed over to Uncle Sam, it would 
be scarcely possible for Senator Brown to 
arrange for a more complete prostration of 
Canadian interests than he has done. No 
wonder then that the Chicago and New 
York papers are alive to the fact that they 
have very much more to gain than Canada 
has by means of a treaty which is not reci- 
procal, but which, is in fact, a capitulation.
