Mayor J. 8. Clute, the newly elected
chief magistrate of Rossland, and one
of the delegates of the associated boards
of trade of Kootenay, arrived in the city
on ‘Sunday evening, He says prospects
in his'section of the province werenever
better, the effects of the strike having
practically disappeared. The payroll of
the camp is steadily increasing and new
properties are joimng the shipping list.
The new strike made in the (Le Roi No.
2 is of the greatest importance, demon-
strating the continuity and extent of ore
‘bodies hitherto “unknown. ' Confidence
has been restored and there is little likeli-
hood of any repetition of the Jabor trou-
biés.  The shipments gre steadily mount-
ing up and the Trail smelter is preparing
to blow in the furnaces to treat the ore
sent there, and the company is also about
to erect a refinery. The Centre Star has
recommenced shipping, and although at

resent this only. amounts to 100 tous a

y it is confidently expected that it will
be increased. - Many other properties. in
the vicinity are under development and
several look most promising.

The Dominion goverument has just
about completed a. Federal building at
a cost of $65,000, and in the business and
residential sections there will be con-
siderable building during the spring.
Real estate values continue to hold their
own, 4 recent sale of a business {ot on
Columbia ~ avenue,  wit a ftwo-story
frame building; having netted $12,000.

Rossland has a business municipal ad-
ministration, and the new council is
working most ‘harmoniously together.
They were elected on & policy of economy
and retrenchment,. which is being ad-
hered to without impairing the efficiency
of any of the departments.

Besides accompanying the Board of
Trade delegates to weit on the govern-
ment, Mr. Clute will lay beforé the gov-
ernment some of the more local wants of
Rossland.

The government still holds
the deeds for the school buildings and
property, and the council are asking that
these be handed over to the city. Hos-
pital and school grants and other matters
of importance to the eity will be pressed
on the government by the energetic
meyor of the mining c¢entre.

IRON WORKERS

The owners of the wvarious businesses
merged into the combination are to be
directors at a salary to be hereafter ar-
ranged, and other arrangements are pro-
posed, one among others to keep up the
price of work, and for the performance
of all ‘work by day labor, Yesterday’s
meeting, which was but a preliminary
gathering, was well ‘attended.
