MR. RYKERT OCCUPIES THE ATTEN-
TION OF THE HOUSE.
e
A Slow Day in the House—An Incident of an

Absent-minded Speaker—Adjourned Over St.
Patriok’s Day.
(Special Despatch to The World.)
Orrawa, March 16.—In the house of
commons this afternoon the budget debate
was resumed by Mr. Rykert, of scrap-book
fame. He had hardly uttered a score of
words before he had announced his inten-
tion of once more utilizing his famous vade
mecum by saying that he intended to con-
vict the opposition out of their own mouths.
He then charged Messrs, Paterson, Charl-
ton and Ross of inconsistency on the trade
question, quoting extracts from former
speeches of theirs to pipve that they had
even favored protection. He had not con-
cluded this line of argiment up to the 6
o'clock recess. He is by no means either a

favorable or a pleasing speaker and his
manner cannot perhaps better described
than by the following ¥Wines, which are a
specimen of a numberf written about him
by the boys in the gallery : .

His voice is but a gqueak,

And he talks just fike a streak

Of lightnlng from the sky.

His speeeh, there’s little in it ;

Sure fame he never can win it;

Now, why did hebegin it,

Come tell the reason why ?

The monotony of the proceedings was
somewhat enlived by/ a rather funny inci-
dent. The speaker was giving a reception
this afternoon and consequently was not in

his chair which was filled by
Mr. White of Hastings. Whken 6
oclock arrived Mr. Rykert stopped
but there was no speaker there to
leave the chair. There was an awkward
pause for several moments, but finally a
m ger was despatched for the first com-
moner. The moment he eantered the room,
and before he had -got near his seat, he
declared, amidst much laughter, ‘It being
6 o'clock I now leave the chair.” Every
ong gave a sigh of relief when they found
that the constitution was safe.

After recess Mr. Rykert continued his
serapbook quotations until 9 o'clock,

DR. GRAY FIRED AT.
ERGEr
A Maniac, Armed to the Teeth, Attemptato Ase
sinate a Celebrated Medical Man.

Urica, N. Y., March 16.—At 6.30
to-night a man stepped into the doorway of
the private office of Dr. John P. Gray, of
the state lunatic asylum, and fired at him.
Chaplain Gibson, Dr. Blumer, and the
doctor’s son were present. The balljhit Dr.
Gray in the left cheek, passed through the
flesh and out on the opposite side of the left
cheek. The wound is only in the flesh and
none of the bones are broken.

LATER.—Dr. Gray’s assassin gave himself
up at the jail to-night. His name is Henry
Reimshaw and he has been insane for
cighteen months.  On his person were two
navy revolvers, one single barrel revolver
and one repeater, one dirk with cleavers
and a bottle of chloroform, with about
thirty bundles of cartridges,  He labored
under the delusion that he was an ambassa-
dor from Heaven sent by Guiteau and
others to shoot Dr. Gray.

[Note.—Dr. Gray was one of the chief
expert witnesses for the government in
the trial of Guiteau.]

THE SOUTHERN FLOODS.

Great Wind Storms Along the Mississippi —
Vicksburg Under Water—The Damage.

VICKSBURG, March 16.—There was a
heavy rain wind storm here this morn-
ing. At Yazoo City the river is rising twelve
inches in twenty-four hours., The country
in the rear of Mayersville is a sheet of
water. Unless the rise is checked that
place will be entirely submerged. The
yard of the compress in this city is entirely
under water, and every dray obtainable has
been busy hauling cotton to places of safety.
Platforms are being built from the elevator
to enable the freight in that building to be
removed, the floor of which is thoroughly
immersed. The river has risen six and a
half inches in the past twenty-four hours.

ARrkANsss Ciry, Ark., March 16.—This
place was visited by a terrible storm last
night. Two houses were blown down. -A
house occupied by two negro families was
lifted from its foundation and set floating
with the current in backwater. The in-
mates were rescued with difficulty. A
calaboose was blown from its foundation
aud floated on the water. Several other
houses were injured.

BURNT CONTRACT AGAIN.
———

The Accounts for its Investigation — Officials
Thought to be Overstepping Their Powers—
fomething Interesting for Next Meeting of
Council.

The regular meeting of the executive
committee was held yesterday afternoon,
Present : Ald. Boswell (chairman), Ald.
Love, Irwin, Taylor, Clark, Blevins, Geo.
M. Evans and Woods.

Tenders for the supply of stationery and
bookbinding were opened and referred to
the city clerk.

The chairman read accoun's from Mr. F,
Fenton for conducting the prosecution in
thesburnt contract investigation and from
Mr.Thomas Bengough for services as steno-
grapher during the said investigation ; also
a communication from Mr. Craig, late clerk
at the city hall, asking if Mr. McDougall’s
account for defending him at the said in-
vestigation would be paid by the corpora-
tion. "All three accounts amounted to over

a thousand dollars, Mr. Fenton’s charges
being $35 per day. It appeared to be the
opinion of the committee that Mr* Mec-
Williams, city solicitor, was responsible
for the engagment of Mr. Fenton. The
solicitor was called in to explain and ' said
that he thought the city would not be sat-
isfied with him conducting the investigation
on behalf of the city, as he was one of the
parties whose conduct was being sifted.
He had, ‘therefore, gone to the mayor and
explained the case to him and asked if he
would be satisfied for Mr. Fenton to con-
duct the case in the interest of the city.
The mayor replied in the affimative but
nothing was said about money. The mayor
was under the opinion that Mr. McWilliams
intended to pay Mr. Fenton, but the sol-
icitor understood that the mayor author-
ized the employing of Mr, Fenton on be-
half of the city. ;

Mr. McWilliams said that he and Mr.

Fenton had gone to the mayor and asked on
what grounds the trial was to be
conducted, and had received
reply that the matter was to be
probed to the bottom and thoroughly sift--
ed. Mr. McWilliams thought this was
evidence that the mayor recognized the en-
gagement of Mr. Fenton, but the mayor
said that it was only recognizing Mr.
Fenton as acting for Mr. McWilliams.
The chairman said that the city was cer-
tainly not bound to pay the account of Mr.
Fenton, but that if Mr. McWilliams paid
the account and then came to the council
the same as Mr. Craig and asked if under
the circumstances—the public not being
satisfied with Mr. McWilliams cenducting
the case, being implicated in the charges—
they would not pay the account the execu-
tive committee and the council might con-
sider the matter. As it was Mr. McWilliams
had employed Mr. Fenton without the
authority of the council, and he was re-
sponsible ; at all events the city was not.
In connection with the account of Mr.
Thomas Bengough, the board thought that
it would have to be paid, and the solicitor
gave it as his opinion that Judge Mackenzie
should certify to the account, and then the
council would be responsible. This seemed
to satisfy the board.

Mr. Craig’s commvunication like the
other two accounts created a great deal of
discussion, some members thought thut, he
being forced into the investigation and not
having been convicted of any complicity in
the crookedness, the city, as prosecutor,
should pay the costs of the case.

Alderman Blevins moved that the com-
mittee recommend that the aceounts be not
paid, but the motion was lost.

Alderman Love then moved, so as to
bring the matter directly before the council,
that the committee recommend the accounts
to be paid. The motion was carried, Ald.
Blevins alone dissenting.

While the committee was waiting for the
s.licitor to arrive and explain the mayor
read a letter from Wm. Wainwright, assist-
ant manager of the Grand Trunk, saying
that a complimentary ‘excursion had been
extended to the boards of trade and corn
exchanges of Montreal, Quebec and To-
ronto, to Chicago and return, leaving To-
ronto on the 25th inst., and that the gene-
ral manager desired to extend the invitation
to the mayor and corporation of Toronto.
The committee then took up the reports
of the separate committees, sll of which
they passed except the extension of Bleeker
street, which was deferred for a week to
give opportunity for looking into the mat-
ter.

The committee then adjourned.

RESCUED FROM FLAMES.

The Court street firemen were on hand in
less than three minutes, being quickly fol-
lowed by other sections of the brigade.
The house being small and only one
story high, it was mot difficult
to get at the flames, which were speedily
extinquished. The contents were more or
less injured by fire and  water, and the
house wais pretty v dawaged.  O’Connell
told a World reporter that the property was
owned by the Blairs and said he
had no ~insurance. He was saoking
a short clay pipe and somewhat under the
influence of liquor. When questioned as to
the origin of the fire he says the ‘¢ childer”
must have capsized the lamp, while he was
asleep in bed. This is a very improbable
story, as phe little ones were undressed and
looked as if they had just got out
of bed, while OConmell  himself
had all his  clothes on ‘when
Officer McKee saw him in the back
yard. Those who heard his story came to
the conclusion that he was the *‘childer ”
who upset the lamp. The fire awakened
the little colony of Irish people who live in
thg mass of frame houses adjoining, and

A Boston Scheme for a Northerm Trunk Line
. With Millions In Iv.

BostoN, March 16.—Meetings for the
elegtion of officers of four unknown rail-
roads were advertised to be held yesterday
in\Bowdoin square. After diligent search
the meeting was found in the upper story
of & boarding-ouse, Mr. Marcus P. Nor-
ton, the president of the gquadruple enter-
prise, explained that it contemplates the
opening of a trunk line from the Pacifie
coast to this city, where connection will .be

made with a new line of European steam-
ships. Mr. Norton says that the amount
neded to build necessary connecting links,
sofne $18,000,000 has already been supplied
incash by capitilists of NewYork, lsoston
and England. The proposed route is as
follows : By the Massachusetts Central,
now about half built, to North Adams:
thence eighieen miles by a prospective
link, to be ealled Bennington Cut-off rail-
roagl, to Shaftesbury, Vt.; then by the old

nington and Rctland  road to Danby
Junttion; next by a new line, to be known
as. the Middleton Springs and Tin-
mouth Iron and arble road  to
Ticonderoga ; thence by a new road
acioss northern New York to Kingston,
where connection is made with the Grand
Trunk for Chicago. A road will be built
to Duluth, the eastern terminus of the
Northern Pacific. Theroad from Kingston
to Duluth is to be called the Lake Superior
and Lake Ontario road, and it makes a
junction at one point with the Capada ' Pa-
vific.. “The capital stock of these links
amounts to $20,000,000, and Mr. Norton
declares that the lines will be built within
two years, and favorable arrangements
have already been made with the roads in-
cluded in the plan for running trains from
the Pacific coast to Boston, and that the
néw line will be 200 miles shorter than any
existing between Boston and_ Chicago. He
cldims that an immense business between
the eaboard snd the Northwest is  assured
from the start. Mr.~ Norton is a lawyer,
angl has served on the bench ian Vermont.
