The facte are bftofiy these: Last summer 
an American friend of mine, not to politics, 
asked me for certain information regarding 
the North Atlantic fishery question. He 
deeired it for hto own use, that being a sub­
ject which to discussed academically by 
many scholarly Americans who, as far as I 
can discover, have no other aim than the 
elucidation of the troth. I furnished bun 
to the best of my ability with what he re­
quired. I transmitted a good deal more 
about the same time to an acquaint­
ance in Englahd. Shortly afterwards 
my American friend asked roe to give him 
my own. views of the case so far es it related 
to the refusal of commercial privileges in 
Canadian ports to American vessels, and to 
put mvself in bis piece, as it were, and say 
what line I should take if I were an Ameri­
can. The pamphlet was written at odp times 
under those circumstances. It was designed 
for his private use, and for no other purpose 
whatever. To avoid manuscript errors, for 
the paper was full of dates, figures and down- 
east names, I had It printed by the Sm of 
Hunter, Rose & Co. I made no secret of it. 
Having been in journalism in this city for 20 
years, probablv half the printers even to an 
establishment like Rose’s are more or less 
familiar with my handwriting., The proofs 
were read there, and revised by me at 
home. I have not Been Mr. Langton, the 
foreman, but have no doubt he will bear me 
out that everything was done openly and 
above aboard without the slightest attempt 
or' thought of concealment i visited the 
printing office frequently and anybody who 
desired to know what was going on was 
frankly told. The bills for printing—there 
were two, for I kept adding and amending— 
were rendered by the firm and paid by me in 
the usual way.

The police need not trouble themselves 
about looking for evidence. I admit that I 
was the writer and sole author of the bro­
chure, and I should not hesitate uader like 
circumstances to write another or a dozen 
more on that or any other subject and to 
state my views, if they are worth anything 
to anybody, in print or out of it, about the 
fisheries or even about Sir John himself.

action. The foreman of Hunter, Rosa.* Co. 
can correct me if I am wrong, but to the beet 
of my belief only 12 copies of the pamphlet 
were printed, though it now seems that a 
13th was procured for the First Minister. 
Two of the 12 I mailed to the States, one was 
sent to England, the remainder I retained 
thinking they might prove handy some day, 
and I think I have most of them now. The job 
was finished after various delays in December. 
The word “confidential” was placed on each 
copy, and I appended the date line, “Canada, 
Dec. 1.” Not a single one was
circulated in Washington or elsewhere.
I can vouch for that. They were 
not intended for the eye of any per­
son in Congress, nor had I the remotest in­
tention of prejudicing the case of Canada in 
respect of the North Atlantic fisheries. I 
wrote freely and privately concerning what 
I regard as the illogical, unfair and wholly 
out-of-date policy which the Government of 
the Dominion has pursued towards the 
vessels of a friendly neighbor, and, having 
been asked, proffered my view of the mode 
which I should favor, were I an American, 
ot bringing about a more rational state of 
affairs for both countries. The references 
to Sir John are not. I hope, in bad taste: I 
certainly did not vilipend him. The state­
ment that I believed his methods of govern­
ment would not outlast him and that I 
thought political union with the United 
States was the manifest destiny of Canada 
and that in the fulness of time we should see 
it may be a mistaken one, but I believed it 
and believe it now and shall continue to do 
so until I am shown satisfactory evidence to 
the contrary.

This is the whole story. I deny 
sumption that The Globe or the Liberal 
party is bound or affected by anything writ­
ten, said or done bv a mere writer for The 
Globe in his private hours or private capa­
city. It would be a monstrous thing for Mr. 
Laurier to apply that code to any of the 
writers on The Empire, or for Mr. Glad­
stone, let us say, to employ it against some­
body connected with The Standard. A 
newspaper is to be judged by its printed 
utterances, and is no more responsible for 
the acts or opinions of its staff outside of its 
columns than for what they choose to have 
for dinner. Any other understanding would 
render the pursuit of journalism extremely 
difficult, if not impossible, both for em­
ployers and employed. It there is treason in 
what I wrote under the conditions described 
let me be put on trial and tried for it My 
own view, but I am no judge, is that intelli­
gent men will feel sorry that Sir John 
should have been driven by the stress of the 
battle he has on his hands to resort to so poor 
a subterfuge.
