| THE FORCE OF GRAVITATION.

This Wonderful Power That Keeps
L. Suns and Planets In Their Courses
May Be Waves In the Ether That
Push All Bodiss Toward Each Other.

The mystery of mysteries in scieuce
is the attraction of gravitation--that
very force of nature that is the most
familiar to us all. It seems strauge
that the most familiar thing iu the
' world should be at'the same time Lhe
most Inexplicable, but so it is.

In order to see clearly wherein the
mpystery consists let us first cousider
what gravitation appears to be. It is
gravitation that gives the property of
weight to all bodies. If there were no
gravitation we could float in the air
It is gravitation that brings a cannon
‘ball eventually to the earth, no matter
how swiltly it may be projected. The
faster it starts the farther it will go,
but during every second of its flight
it drops the same distance vertically
toward the earth, whether the speed
fmparted to it by the powder is 600 or
8,000 feet per second. GUravitation
acts on a moving body exactly as well
as on one at rest.

It is gravitation that curbs the mo-
tion of the moon and keeps it in an
orbit of which the earth is the active
focus.

8o, too, it is gravitation that gov-
erns the earth  in its motion around
the sun, preventing it from fying away
into boundless space. Astronomy shows
that gravitation acts between all the
planets and all the stars and controls
their motions with respect to one an-
other.

Now, this mysterious force appeurs
to be an attraction as if there were
elastic cords connecting all the bodies
In space and tending to draw them to.
gether. But space, as far as our senses
can detect, is empty. How, then, can
there be an attraction? In order that
a body may be attracted or drawn
there must be something to draw it
Gravitation does the trick; but cofn-
pletely hides from us the mechanism
through which it acts. We can Ais-
cover no mechanism at all

When an unfortunate aeroplanist
drops from his machine he begins at
once to fall toward the earth as if it
were pulling him. ‘But how ean it pull
If it bas nothing to pull with? You
may think at first sight that it is the
air which acts as an intermediary, but
that is not so, because the earth and
the moon “pull” upon one another with
a force equal to the strength of a steel
cable 500 miles in diameter, but there
is no air and no other tangible thing
in the open space, 240,000 miles across,
that gaps between the moon and the
earth.

Then gravitation exerts the same
force at every instant. No matter
how fast the falling aercnaut may be
descending at any moment, gravitation
will keep on adding speed as if he
bad just started. Disregarding the
slight retardation produced by the re-
sistance of the air, he will fall six-
teen feet in the first second, forty-
eight feet in the second second, eighty
feet in the third second, gaining thir-
ty-two feet in his velocity during ev-
ery second after the first. From a
height of 10,000 feet he would fall in
about twenty-five seconds and would
strike with a velocity of 400 fcet per
second.

The same kind of caleulation can be
applied to the gravitation between the
earth and the moon. If the moou were
not in motion across the direction of
the earth's “pull” it would fall to the
earth in about 116 hours.

Now, to return to the mystery, how
is this force exeried? Is it really a
pull, as it seems to be? The answer
to which science i3 tending is that, in-
stead of being a pull, gravitation is a
push—in otber words, that the falling
acronaut is pushed toward the grounnd
and the moon is pushed toward the
earth.

On the face of it one might think
that pothing was gained by this the-
ory. because it seems as impossible
that a pusb should be exerted with-
out a tangible connection as a pull
But the clew is found in the stipposed
properties of that invisible, intangible,
all pervading medium ‘called the ether.

This, to be sure, is explaining one
mystery by another, for we know noth-
ing about the ether except that it con-
veys the waves of light and electric-
ity; but, at any rate, it affords a con-
ceivable explanation of gravitation,—

FALL CLEANING

The Scientific Way to Keep Your
Homes,

EASY FOR ALL CONCERNED.

Why Not Discard the Back Breaking
Spring and Fall Bouts of Old and
Clean One or Two Rooms Well Each

Month?—Modern Women -Are Doing ,

This With Success.

Every /housewife dreads the awful
housecleaning period which comes both
spring and autimn. The overstrict,
too conscientious housewife observes
both periods and religiously cleans ev-
ery room fn her housé twice a year.
Almost every woman cleans house at
least once & year, either in spring or
in autumn.

Now, we might
suggest that, instead of devoting ten
days or a fortnight to uninterrupted
housework, you take a room at a time
and do one room a week,

This idea, or one similar to it, origi-
nated in the brain of a clever house-
wife who had dreaded the very idea

Trof the'annual housecleaning for years.

She had hated all the heavy work,
bunched in together for one long
strétch. Finally the idea occurred to
her that by doing one room a month
she would do away with that hated
period. This housewife had a six room
apartment, and she found that by
cleaning one room the first Thursday
in every month she gave every room a
housecleaning twice a year,

So she started putting the idea into
execution. The first month she cleaned
the living room, the second the dining
room, the third one of the bedrooms,
the fourth the kitchen, the fifth the
second bedroom and the sixth a little
room which was used as a sort of
study and the bathroom as well, be-
cause both were small enough to do in
one day. Then the seventh month she
began all over again.

It made no difference in the affairs
of the house, because she arose a little
earlier one Thursday a month and did
extra baking and cooking for that
Thursday on the day preceding.

She found that this method did away
with all the unsettled state usually at-
tendant on housecleaning periods and,
still more important, relieved her from
all that after-exhaustion which so of-
ten follows a too thorough houseclean-
ing.

When you have the house once in
condition you can adopt some such
schedule and give up one day a month
to cleaning thoroughly one room. You
will surely be delighted with this ar-
rangement if you once try it.
