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—TaE war spirit which so generally pre-

ed in both Enrope and America, when the
‘present year opened, has to a very large ex-
tent subsided, and already a much better
feeling prevails where a couple of weeks ago
rumors of war were filling the air. Both in

E the United States and Great Britain there
appears to be a fixed determination among
thoughtful men that the Venezuelan matter

" must and shall be settled amicably and with-
out bitterness on eitherside. The ties which

| bind these two nations are o close, the busi-

ness and social life of both people are so in-
timately intertwined that war seems horrible,
and a discussion is now going on, on both
sides of the Atlantic, in favor of devising
some means whereby a permanent peace may
be assured between these two branches of
the Anglo-Saxon race. The scheme proposed
is nothing less than the establishment of a
permanent international court to which all
questions in dispute between the two coun-
tries shall be referred for settlement. A
tribunal such as that, which would make
war between the United States and Great
Britain impossible for all future time, would
bé one of the grandest trinmphs of our modern
civilization, and its establishment would be
a long step in the direction of that federation
of the world of which poets have dreamed.

S

—TuE strained relations between Great
Britain and Germany growing out of the
Transvaal incident, have also been greatly
improved within the last week, and there
seems now bat little probability of war be-
tween these two countries. England’s war
preparations were doubtless undertaken with
the intention of giving notice toall interested
that if war was forced upon her she was
ready for it when it came, and had no inten-
tion-of cowering before all the nations of
Europe, should they combine against her, as
seemed at one time probable. The action of
the Emperor in interferiog in the Transvaal
matter is explained by the German press as
one of impulsiveness on his part without any
intention of giving offense to Great Britain.
He will probably exercise a little more dis-
cretion about interfering with that which
does not concern him in future,

Oune of the incidents of this German war
scare was the offer of the Australian colonies
to send assistance’ to the mother country
should it be needed. A notice of a resolu-
tion to a similar effect has also been given in
the Canadian parliament. These expressions
of good will and offers of assistance from the
colonies to the mother land have proved
deeply gratifying to the statesmen of the
latter, and must help to draw closer the ties
which bind the empire together. The moral
effect upon other nations of these assurances
of loyalty and co-operation on the part of the
colonies must also prove considerable.

—ALL these war scares which have char-
acterized the beginning of this year are like-
1y to lead to oneresult which must prove of
advantage to the people of this province and
dominion. They will serve to draw closer
the trade relations between the colonies and
the mother country. British statesmen have
recently awakened to the fact that, in the
event of war under present conditions, the
nation is largely depending for its supply of
food upon countries which might be its en-
emies. A large part of the nation’s food
suppiy is imported, and in the event of war
this might be cut off, so far as this supply
comes from other countries. This is Great
Britain’s one weak point, and it is a very
important one indeed. The great wealth of
the pation and even its invincible fleet, might
be of little use in war if the food supply of
the people could by any possibility be cat
off. To prevent any such condition arising
it is only necessary to draw these supplies
more largely from the colonies instead of
from the United States and the continent.
There is now a strong feeling among British
statesmen that this should be done to as
large an extent as possible, and Mr. Cham-
berlain, the successful man of business and
far seeing statesman, who now has control of
the colonial office is giving this subject his
careful attention. It would, therefore, not
be at all surprising if out of the present con-
dition of things a system of preferential trade
between Great Britain and her colonies
should result. Such a result is at least great-
ly to be desired.

— -

—AT Ottawa too there appears to be a
great calm where but a week ago everything
was o stormy. The seven bolters who re-
signed from the Cabinet have all been taken
back and apparestly forgiven, except one,
Sir Charles H. Tupper, who has given place
to Sir Charles, senior. The latter it is said
is to lead the House of Commons, and after
the session, the government as well, taking
the place of the present p.emier. Heisnow
contesting Cape Breton county for the seat
which Mr. McKeen has resigned to make
room for him. The electors of Cape Breton
and those of the dominion generally have
something to say in regard to the programme,
as at present arranged, but as Mr. McKeen
was returned at the last election with a ma-
jority of 728, it seems very probable that the
electors of Cape Breton will not offer any
insuperable opposition to the first part of the
programme. What the electors of the domin-
jon generally may do remains to be seen
later.

—SoMmE interesting statistics have recently
been published in the press over the border,
of the year just closed. No less than 171
persons were lynched over there during the
year, of whom 9 were women. There were
10,500 murders, 5,795 suicides and 132 put
to death by process of law. Altogether,
therefore, 16,598 persons died an unnatural
and violent death in the United States dur-
ing the past year. A great majority of the
cases of murder and lynchings were in the
south and west, where the respect for the
law is not-by-any means as wholesome as it
might be. ' Bat under the influences of a
healthier condition of public sentiment and
the repressive action of several of the South-
ern Governors and Legislatures, there is a
“determination in many part of the South to
et the wheels of justice in better running
order.

the former necessitated thereby. All these
stages have been made known to the com-
pany’s proprietors from time to time at the
special meetings of the past year. When we
came into jon of the Yarmouth and
Annapolis railway on October 1st, 1894, we
found our purchase of that concern was
amply justified by the facilities we were
enabled to give our territory of easier access
to new markets. But the growth of traffic
and the opening up of new markets carried
with it accompanying responsibilities of ad-
ditional train facilities. A large amount of
produce was carried during last winter, and
the number of special trains run and the ex-
penditure involved had an appreciable effect
on expenses. Thisalso took place at a season
of the year between November and March,
when the Canadian winter, like our own, was
severe. Some idea of easier stability of our
property is therefore obtained when I say
that at a time when other railway concerns,
both in Canada and the United States, were
struggling with poorer trade we were con-
sistently advancing.

The pro-
posed fast Anglo-Canadian mail steamship
service will probabiy take shape very short-
ly now and will likely bring additional bus-
iness to the company. Mr. Chamberlain
has evinced a warm personal interest in this
scheme, and has stated that nothing ander a
920 knot service will satisfy the Imperial
government. As one of the large receivers
of traffic at Halifax, and with a swift pas-
senger service to Boston and St. John, our
company will be benefitted toan appreciable
extent.

In obedience to the shareholder’s instruc-
tions, tbe legislation incorporating the Do-
minion Atlantic railway company was duly
introduced and carried through the parlia-
ment of Canada, Mr. Campbell himself see-
ing after that on the spot. We have now
brought you to a stage of advancement from
which, under the new title of the Dominion
Atlantic railway, your property will go on
to still greater development and prosperity.
The resolutions were carried unanimously,
and, with votes of thanks, the proceedings
terminated.

A correspondent sends us the following
notice of the death of Mr. Walter D. Catton
of Piedmont, California. . Mr. Catton mar-
ried a granddaughter of thelate Felix McNeil,
and daughier of the late Mrs. Leland of Mel-
vern Square, Annapolis county. Mrs. Nel-
son Gates, who now resides at the McNeil
homestead, is a sister.

Venezuelans Ready to Fight.

THE CITY OF CARACAS PRACTICALLY IMPREG-
NABLE—STRENGTH OF THE VENEZUELAN
ARMY.

New York, Jan. 20.—At Marlborough
hotel, yesterday afternoon, Judge Silas C.
Hines talked at length with a reporter about
his recent visit to Venezuela. Judge Hines
was for 17 years law partner of ex-President
Benj. Harrison in Indianapolis. He lcft
New York only a few days after President
Cleveland had sent his special message to
congress on the Venezuelan question. The
Venezuelans are ready to fight, said Judge
Hines, with or without the assistance of the
United States. They make good soldiers
and are fierce fighters, but their army is in-
efficiently officered and not thoroughly or-
ganized. Caracas is practically impregnable.
The city is 3,200 feet above the sea level,
and it would be impossible for England’s
heaviest ships to throw shells into it over
the mountain. 1n seeking information about
the Venezuelan army Judge Hines had re-
course to an Englichman in Lagouyra.

The Englishman told him that it numbered
about 10,000 men, but that ‘it would not
amount to a spap of his finger before Eng-
land’s force. .Judge Hines believes, how-
eves, from what he ascertained from others
that with skilful and efficient officers the
Venezuelans would fight bravely and with
desperate energy. But in spite of the popu-
lar outburst of patriotic enthusiasm and of
the general willingness to fight England
with or without our help, Judge Hines
found that the leading men of Venezuela
bad little fear that the boundary dispute
would lead to hostility with the Eoglish.
There was far more likelihood, they thought,
of another revolution. The government has
had reports of certain revolutionary plots,
and President Crespo was taking very vigor-
ous measures to prevent any uprising. The
trouble is with the elective system of the
republic. In case of war between England
and Venezuela, Judge Hines said that one
thing that would mitigate very strongly
against the Knglish is the climate of the re-
public. The weather during the time he
was in Caracas was ahout as hot as he had
ever seen. The thermometer did not go only
a little over 80 degrecs, but there was so
much humidity, although it was the dry
season, -that he was very uncomfortable.
This would undoubtedly affect the English
soldiers and would give to the thoroughly
acclimated Venezuelans a decided advantage.

Over $9,000 Short.

CITY TREASURER ROBB, OF MONCTON, SUD-
DENLY DISAPPEARS—REPORTED HE LOST
HEAVILY SPECULATING.

Moncton, N. B., Jan. 20.—The city coun-
cil late to-night discovered that George
Johnson Robb, the young city treasurer and
tax receiver, had suddenly disappeared. It
is supposed he was driven away from town
by a relative. There is a shortage in his
accounts of over $9,000. Itappears that the
city council did not notice that during the
month of August the city treasurer made no
deposit at all in the bank of Montreal, but
during the month when the taxes were col-
lected his deposits in the bank were about
$3,000 less than the cash receipts, and so on
the miserable story is revealed. The city
auditors have not been inferviewed as to the
cauge of the council’s attention not being
directed to the unpleasant appearance of the
bank book. Perhaps the auditors did doso,
bat if so the councillors do not admit the
fact. There are stories that the city treas-
urer has been speculating with a firm of
brokers in New York city and lost heavily.
It is possible that young Robb is making his
way eastward, and the police in every direc-
tion have been notified to arrest him. The
city council offers a reward for his arrest.
Detailed particulars are not available to-
night.
