At the head of “A table of Feasts 
that are to be observed in the Church 
of England throughout the year,” they 
will find “All Sundays in the year.'” 
Then, following on till they come to 
the “Days of Fasting or A D - n<"e,” 
they will read “The Fo . t Days 
of Lent.” Now. if they will count 
back forty days before Easter, omit­
ting the six Sundays, which are never 
“Fasts or Days of Abstinence,” they 
will find that the “First Day of Lent, 
commonly called Ash Wednesday.' for 
this year rightly fell on March 8th. 
The confusion arises through counting 
the Sundays in Lent as of Lent.

The adop­
tion ç>f the drawback rule, bringing 
Canadian wheat to a higher level than 
would have been the case if the Eng­
lish market had beep the only outlet, 
also gave a stimulus to the selling 
price of flour.

Ottawa, March 8— It is probable 
Halifax, which is being abandoned by 
the Imperial navy as a station, will 
shortly be the centre of the C anadian 
naval militia. It is understood on the 
best authority that the Imperial gov­
ernment have proposed tlntt Canada 
shall assume the control and adminis­
tration of the dockyards at both Hali­
fax and Esquimault. The details of 
the transfer have not yet been com­
pleted, but it is anticipated they "ill 
be as speedily as they were when the 
land defences of these two ports were 
transferred to Canada, 
yards at Halifax comprise a magnifi­
cent property, consisting of docks, 
wharves, workshops, storehouses, mag­
azines and residences which have been 
used by the officers who have for many 
years had the charge of supplying the 
British North Atlantic squadron, which 
the recent change in Imperial naval 
plans has transferred to Portsmouth.
