God has been working,
his hand can be clearly discerned ia the
movements now going on, and in the iu-
straments which have been employed for
the furtherance of the work. The Bible
has been largely circulated by the Spanish
Evangelization Society of Edinburgh, and
private individuals have also distributed
copies of the Word of God throughout the
whole empire. So eager have parties been
to peruse the Scriptures after obtaining &
copy, that many have read them behind
vholted doors, in cellars, and at the silent
midnight hour, where the eye of the infuri-
ated priest could not observe them. The
seed thus disseminated soon took .oot, con-
verts were made and increased, until a little
bond of faithful followers of Christ were
formed. This excited the ire of the Papal
Hicrarchy, and the priests began the work
of fiery persecution. The little flock were
compelled to flee, and took refuge on the
lofty summit of Gibraltar. Here they
were on British soil, and could breath the
air of freedom, whilst at the same time
they were enabled to receive more instruc
tion in the docwrine of Christianity.—

made g.cat efforts at colonization, and pro-
mised o glorious future, Immediately after
her choice, however, the tide of prosperity
heretefore rising now began to recede, and
impending rain appeared inevitable. Her
dominion, once so powerful and strong,
begins to break her, her dependencizs are
taken from her, and sho lies bleeding from

the foundation of a Protestant Church.
Tive months after this period, Providence
opened the door. The Queen of Spain

Shortly after the
flight of the Queen, a native preacher, in
addressing the people in the metropolis for
the first time, only obtained an audionce of
thirteen. In eleven months afterwards his
audicnce numbered nearly one thousand.
Never, since the days of the Reformation,
has such a deep and universal movement
taken place; and the death-blow of the
Papacy has evidently been struck in this
vast empire. Let us, then, cheerfully aid
“in the work of Bible circulation, when we
hear of such glorious results following it.
And let us 1ift up our hearts in adoration
and praise to Him that is wonderful in
counsel and excellent in working, that he
bas flung open the gates of this dark,
benighted land; and let us rejoice that a
light has been kindled in Spain which nei-
ther priest nor potentate shall be able to
extinguish. D.
