In
Prussin, new laws have been enacted, com-
pelling priests to be properly educated, and
protecting loya? priests from the tyrunny of
their bishops.—In Switzerland the conflict
sages fiercely, Jevuits and lawiess bishops
have heen expelled from the country., In
Austria also, an agitation is rising for the
expulsion of the Jesuits who are regarded
as dangereus in exciting the warking peo-
ple to get ap strikes, riots and secret socic-
ties,

Tt is to be noted that the Jesuits,expelled
from contincutal Hurope,are crowding into
England, Scotland, and America. It be-
comes all friends of «ivil and religious free-
dom to be on the alert, watching the jasi-
dious foe of ail that is pure and good and
precivus in Church and State.

The priestly factions in Spain have suc-
cecded n compelling the abdication of King
Amadeuns; and now cvery effort is put
forth to restore to the thrune some wzak
prippet of the Papacy. In France too, there
isa steady cudeavour to bring back the
days of Ultsamontane ascendency.

follg. Day by day services that are toler-
ated in the Estallished Church approxi-
mate more closely to the services of the
Church of Rome. Even in St Paul's
Cathedral the abominations of the Muss are
being exhibited. The dissenters are agi-
tating disestahlishment.—We are glad to
notw that Preshyterianisn has advanced
more tapidiy than any other church in
England, and that union, harmony, zeal
and progress are the order of the day.—In
Scotland the Esablished Church has heen
excited by the appointment of Dr. Wallace
to the Chair of Divinity in the University
of Edinburgh. The appointment has been
earnestly protested against by the friends of
Evangelival truth of all denominations. In
the Free Church, the Presbytevies have
by large majorities approved of the Mutual
Eligibility plan. The Anti-Unionists ave
holding meetings and violemly agitating
the congrezations, with the hope of influcn-
cing the approaching General Assemhly.—
A Committee of the United Presbyterian
Church bhas issued & manifesto against
Charch Establishments. The Missionury
funds of this church for lust year amount
to ahout £40,000.

We read
of fifiies, cighties, hundreds being added to
the churches.—From heathen | nds we
read of friendly conferences and mutual
confidence and helpfulness un the part of
Migsionaries from different churches. A
day of Prayer for Missions was held lawe in
Decomber throughout the Charch of Eng-
land.
