Paul mean thatthe gospel had been preach-
edto allthese animals, as well asto hu.
man beings ?—that is, to those living-at
that age of the world ? Suppose by “every
creature inder heaven,”” Paul meant in-
telligent beings, may we not safély con.
clude, ““and upon the same principle,”
that when thc Revelator heard every crea-
ture in heaven, on the earth, (or under
heaven,) under the earth, and such 25 sre
in the sea, saying bléssing and honor and
power and glory be unto him that sitteth
upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for-
ever’ — that he meant infelligznt crea-
tres also ?

But a sublimer scene was soon to
follow : — All 1he hosts of heaven next
Joined in the worship ;—verse 11—angels
whose number was “ton thousand times
ten thousand, and thousands of thousands,”
said with & loud voice, * Worthy i$ the
Lamb that was slair,” &c. . Byt the scene
brightens. The Revelator's mind is -ean
tied forward to the time when the Lamb
shoilld prevail everywhere—to the final
tiamph of the Redeomsr, when every
heart shall be sanctified, and every tongue
atuned to praise.
