REV. FATHER BROWN

PRESENTED DY HIS CHELSEA CONGREGATION
WITH A FAREWELL ADDRESS.

Sunday, the 23rd instant., was an eventiul
day in the annale of the parish of Se.
Stephen's, of Cbelsea, The Rav. Father
Brown, & pricss who haa endeared himaelf to
the whole community by his gentle and sym-
pathetio nalure, his cloquent and instructivo
ssrmone snd his fine practicable abilities, de-
livered his farewell aermon to his parishioners
prior to his departure to accept a responsible
charge elsewhere, after § yeors of the moset
aucceesful laber in Chelsea, ]

When Father Brown came to Chelses eight
yoars ago, nothing but tho foundation wails
of tho fine stone church, since completed,
existed. The parish oan now boast of one of
the finest churches, both a3 regards ita
architectural beauties and its fine altar and
decorations, as existain the archdiocess out-
pide Ottawa. All this has bacn acoomplished
by Father Brown, and without piacing any
burdensoms debt on the parish,

Immediately after mass, and when the
reverend gentleman had removed hila veat-
ments, Mr. P. Murtagh'advanced to the altar
rails, and, after a eingularly beautiful and
elogeent prefatory speech, eulogizlag the
reverend gentleman’s noble work in the
arish, recalling his own pleasant Interconrse
with him as a former church warden, and xe-
gretting the oocasion whioch had called for an
expresasion of thelr love and esteem towards
him, read the following address:—

DesR FATHER BROWN,—We, your porish-
fomora of St. Stephen’s of Chelsea, deem this,
the eve of your Geparture from amongst us,
a fitting opportunity to give exprossion to.
the love nund esteem which we all entertnin
towards you, and to assure you that your in-

praciste, pir, the many sacrifices you have
made in the intereats of roligion, and conly
hops that we have r.erited in soms way the
great Interest which yon have shown in cur
own bebslf, and your great kindness to-
wards us. Wa bsg of you to accept the
ncoompsnping 2ift as a amall recognitien of
your msny nctls qualities, and of the heart-
felt gratitunde which we all feel for the many
sots of self-donial which you have practized
in order to advance our spiritual and temporal
welfate. We have the honor to subscribe
ourselver, dear Father Brown, your devoted
friends,”

At tha conclusion of the reading of the
address he was handed o well filled pursa.

The rev. gentleman, with evident eigns of
grateful emotion, then replied ae follows :

“Daar parisbioners, you have heard of my
depuarturz, you have deeply felt it, and yon
have given expreazlon to snch feelings as are
rere, oven ju Ieish congregatione. Strong
men eobbing in bitter tears, women wringlog
tacir bunds in despair, the aged oupecially
uoable to utier the last farewell, all showlog
that their prayers shall accompany me.
To resiat such gesnine grief a man must
tax his nerves %o thoir utmost oapacity;
to be indifferent to it he must have
a henrt of stone. Inapired by thore kind
haarts yon have proised me and my
worke. You have pointed to that moble
cburch, ite statione, its decorations, Yes,
these vpesk indeed, but they speak of you, of
your falth, your religion, your generosity.
Y our money is thers, the swent of your brow
isthere. They spoeak tome dally ; they say :
$'Good people, generous people.” They bid
me thank you, Thanks, then, to tho church-
wardena and to the men who assisted in the
arduous task ; thanks to the ladies who
worked eo herd at ounr plenics and bszasra ;
thaaks to that noble-hearted gentleman, Mr.
Wright, to Mr. Gilmonr and other Pro-
teetunt friends who assisted so generomaly ;
thanke to cur good medical gentleman, who
attended me in slckness better than I was
evar attended before, bat none have pald
him worge than I have, for the reason that
he would not accept anything, He has my
unbounded confidence, and 1 would ask your
prayers for the preservation of his heaith.
Thaclks aleo to the lady who devoted her
talent. snd hor education, her nights and her
dave, to those beautiful decorations which
gladdop your hearts. Daar psople, God bless
you, I estcem your tears more precious than
jawelr, This parting with ench kind heacta
12 bard, it is tho parting of a father with bis
children.”

The rev. gentloman seemed so muoch over-
come by bis feelings that he was unable to
procsed further.

Daring father Brown’s reply, and at ite
conclasion, the greater part of the vast con-
gregusion expresaed their doep sorrow at his
departure in tears and a general expression of
regrot was manifested by all.

A MAGNIFICENT CHURCH,

1S THAT IN COURSE OF ERECTION BY THE R. C.
CONGREGATION IN KRMPIVILLE,

[From the Rideau Record.]

About seven years ago, Rev. Father Mec-
Donald, who is well known to most of our
renders, wens to Kemptville as priest of thas
parish, aud since then has labored earnestly and
withal succeszfully among the people over whom
he was placed as apiritual adviser and priest.
The congregation ia a large and _prosperous
ooe, and soon after Yather ecDonald’s
appointment to the parish he began laying
plans for buildinpg a new and much larger
church than the oue thenin ues, For the past
two or three vears he kept the matter promi-
nently befove his people, and 16 was nos long
until he had them posceased of eome of his own
enshusiasm for the work, He then set about
gotting practical evidenca of their- interest in
the proposed undertaking, and before anyshiog
was doae toward the pew edifice he had $10,600
cash in hand snd the promise of more. This
was deemed a sufficient warranty to begin the
work and active orerntions were commenced in
the summer of 1887. FPlans were procured from
Mr, Jos, Conley, of Toronto, whose reputation
as an architect is known throughont the Pro-
vince. The new church is being erected on
the site occcupied by the old one, which is &
beautiful elevation just on the edge of the vil-
lago. Ibis 112 feet by 52 feeh with Sacristy 17
feor by 30 fret on east end just adjoining the
Presbytery. The atyle is known as Normsan
Gothic with clerestory windows. Viewed from
the outside it presents a handsome and imposing
appearsnce, rising with its many niches and
columns and angles and tnrrets into a splendidly
proportioned structure that would do credit to
any city in the land, Itis built of blue stone
with cut lime stone trimmings, all of which ‘was
donated and drawn on the ground by the
parishioners.  Broad stone steps lead up
to the main enbtrance, through which one
goes into & large vestibule and thence into
the auditorium, This is 44 feet from floor to
ceiling, which is to be ribbed and panelled,
Thers are eight large granite pillars, four on

either side, at equal distances from the sntrance

‘to the other end. From these spring the inte-

rior arches which sunport the clerestory walls.
Tha pilars come from the New Brunswick
Granite Company’s works, are 63 inches in cir-
cumference and -are beautifully dressed and
polished. They were donated by present or
former parishioners in memory of deceased
friends; cne by the coogregetion of South
Mountsin, in memory of Rev. Father Harty, a
former pastor of the pa_nsh; one by Henry
Loughlin, in memery of his father and mother ;
one by Joseph Langlois in memory of his wife ;
one by James O'Dair in_memory of his father
and mother ; one by P, Hiegins and sister, Miss
8, Higgine, in memory of their brother Law-
r noe, who_suffered shipwreck on the ill-fated
gteamer, varona; one by John Maurphy in
memary of bis wife and one by the contracbor,
George Wilon, of Ogdensburg. The main aisle

of pewa across the width of the church,

‘The interior is being finished with ash,
birch, maple and walout. Over the veati-
bule 18 the organ loft, 16 fset by 24 feet, while
to the left of 15 is the Baptistry, Over the main
ontrancs ia ». beautiful triplet window 18 feet
high, whilh #flong the sides are many others of
plain but heat devigu. A large tower rises from
the front which, to the top of the spire, is 135
feot in height, That nothing might be lacking
te the completeness of the structure, a bell
weighiog sbout 3000 lbs., has been purchased
and will be pat in position as soon as the tower
isready. Steamisto be amployed for heating
purposes and for this the necessary apparatus bas
peen procured. Everything about the splendid
structure is of chaste design and in the most
perfect taste, well in keeping with she high use
to which it is tv be dedicated  Worde and
figuras nre cold sud hard, and can give no ade-
quateides of the beauty and the stupendous
grandeur of the noble pile, which is an endur-
ing monumenb to the enerey and earnestness of
Rev. Father McDonald snd a credit and an
honor to the people who so liberally gavo of
their rubstance to erect it. It will sead 500 per-
sons and when complsted will cost between
$25,000 and $30,000. In coonection with the
raising of funds Father McDonald took a uniquo
method of getting generous contributions with
as little inconveniencs to thecontributors as pos-
rible. We havo already stated that he had on
hand $10,000 iz cash, the proceeds of tazanrs,
picaice, ete. To this was added about $8,000 in
subacriptions. Then a little over two years ago
he got 100 parishioners to agree to seb aside each
a calf, raise it till it wes nearly three yoars old,
aud then all to be vold for the benefib of the
buildiog fund. The threo years will have ex-
pired next June, when it is proposed to hold a
arand fair, sy which She czttle will be sold and
the offering made, To enconrage cempetition
Father McDonald offars a $50 priza for the best
animal, and other prizes, making a total amount
of §200, The new church is to be known as
the Church of the Exaltation of the Holy Croas,
and we sincerely hops that the znwe succees
and greater may attend the pastor’s ministrs.

CARDINAL MANNING.

Preacbing, on Sunday, August 5, in St
Dominic’s Priory, London, his Ewineoca the
Cardinal-Archbtahop, answering the obj:otion
inade by Proteetants to tho worship vffered
by Catholica te the Blsszed Virgin, pointed
out that this love and veneration walch wo
paid to the Blessed Mother of God was not
cnly & hindrance to thelr acoeptance of the
Catholis {aith and thelr submiaelon to the
Catholic Ciurch, bui that it was even an
srugment of the faith and a reason for sub.
miczion to the Churcu's teaching. Wa learn
the daty ¢f duty of Ioving and venerating the
mother of God from the very subatanco of
the faith iteell. No one who did noet
bulieve thatthe Blessed \irgin was un object
of love and veneration next to the Divine
Son, wase perfeot in the Christian faith.

From sll eternity, Almighty God foresaw
tha sin of our ficst parente. He slso forazaw
that which He had ordalned ne a Divice
rem:dy, and mora than remedy, the elevation
of mankiud by the incarnation of His Divine
Son; and He thorsfore eaw, side by elde, tho
gecond Adam, His Iecarnats Son, and the
gpotless mother who bore Him, This was
Divine viston from all eternity, The mother
sud tho Son could not be separated, end
when that Dlvine prodestination was ac-
compilahed, the mother and the Son were
united in the Incarnation, The predeatin-
ation wae fulfilled in Nsz.ireth, 1o Bethlehem,
in Samaris, tn Jerusalem, on Calvary, and in
the forty days the mother and the Son were
united pever to be aoparated save in those
threo days when Ho lay {n the grave, and ia
that long waiting, twelve or twunty years
atter he had ascended Into Huaven.

How, therefore, was it posalble that they
who profess to believe in the Incarnatioz
should ever for a moment forget Hia mother.
More than this, when the Apostles, in obe-
dience to their Divine Master, wont throngh-
ont the world and preached thecame
of Jeeus, the ozly same noder Heavon wherc-
by men could be saved, the nsme of His
Bleesed Mother was preachod likewise. The
two sacred names of Jesus and Mary went
throughoat the world; all nations hsard
them; all- nations believed and all pntions
blecesed her, And there hed never been a
momeont from that hour to this when the
faitnful hud eeparated those namer. Wo
could not oven mslze profezsion of our falth
without naming the Blessed Mother of our
Lord Jesue Chrlet.

Again, the love and veneration wa owed to
her came from the law of chsrity iteelf, not
of nature, which wrs uncertain, but the
supernatural charity which was infased into
our sculs by the Holy Ghost. God hed or-
dained a law and an order in oharity, and,
sfter Him, who onght to be moat dear to us?
Those whom he loved most, those who loved
Him moet, those who suffered most for us,
those who had done moet for us. And who
wasthsrein whom these things were fulfilled
comparably with the fullfilment of the Blessed
mother of God hereelf, of all creatures the
pearest to the Ever Bloased Trinity, intimately
united to her ewn Son, Who from her took
the substance of our man-hood, like to God
in on inconceivable con-formity of all per-
fectiont, who offered herown Son willingly
for our redemption, whostocod by the Cross
on Calvary, who bore seven sorrows for cur
sakes, who was the choten instrument
whereby we were redesmed .n the
Precions Biood of her Son. How, then, was
it possible that she should not be the object
of our love and veneration next after her
Divine Son—next after him becauss He was
God, but before all other creatures God had
made ? None, thercfore, conld be perfect in
their charity who did not love the Blessed
Mother of Our Lord next after Him.

We were'bonnd to do this by the law of
worship, He had no scruple in using the
word worship. It was a word that belonged
to the oid mother-tongue, the old common
apeech of oar land, The word worehip did
not mean Dlvine worehip, unlesa we put the
word divingé before It. Children onght to
worship their parents, We, .in our own
speach, worshiped those who hore anthority
over us; - We onlled them by the name, ard
it waa o wantonness when the word worship
wos interpreted to be equivalent to Divine
worship, He would ask the most ssvere and
ardent objeotor if we vounld aay ordo any-
thing to the homor of onr Bleused Mother

which could go beyond that which God him-
self kad doue for her? DIid the Oatholio
Church say or do anyshing, either in its lang-
uage of pralscor in its feativals of joy, that
approached in any measurablosd¢gree to the
digsnity and tha glory that Ged Hath put upon
the Mcther of His Etornal Son ?

One moro thought was this : The first Adam
was & man and the bead of the creation of
God ; to bim God gave dominien over all
oreatures, Bat the head of the new crertion
of God was a woman—the Biessed Virgin.
Samo of those present who wers not of the
unlty of the falth might thisk thet a Lol
and daricg ssylvg.

Joseph Griffin, of Virginia, and James
Brown, of Maryland, botk colared, are study-
ing for the Catholic priesthocd in St. Peter’s
College, near Llverpool, Hogland, Alter six
years’ stay in that institution they will take
another rix yeara’ conrse in Si, Mary's semi-
nary, Baltimore, . R. Uncles, another
colored man of Maryland, has been for
spome time stadyiog for the priesthood in
Canada, and will complete hia education acon,
Recontly the young coolored men of the
Catholic Courch have recefved ccasiderable
engoursgemens to become priests, and the cld
Wostern Maryland hotel has been purchased
for the purpose of fitting it up as an Ineti-
tation for the education of oolored men
for tho prlesthood. The institution will
be known as Nt, Joeeph’s seminary, and
will be openod in the fall. A colored Catholic
organ in Cincinnattl ostlmates the colored
Catbolic population of this countiry at 200,000.
Oat of this large number of adherents to the
Church there is orly ons colored prieat in this
country—Iev, A. Tolton, Illinos, H» was
a slave befora the war, and ina full blooded
Africav. In Rome andin other parts of
Burope colored priesta have charge of parizhen
attended principally by colored people,
