which now forms the principal ornament of her
Basilica. The Holy Father, whose zeal for the
restoration of the Catacombs is well known, had
given orders that the chapel whick bad received
such a precious charge, should be opeded to the
public on the day of ‘the consecration of this holy
Martyr, and the tomb was opened, not only on
the 92nd November, but also on Sunday the
23rd November, when a great number of the
Taithful offered their devotions at the tomb of
the Blessed Cecilia. The cavity, where the mor-
tal remains of the Saint had been deposited, was
liferally filled with flowers and lighted tapers,
tastefully arranged round the Sanctua.r) It
will be recollected that in the month of May the
Basilica of St. Alexander 1s opened on the an-
niversary of the martyrdom of this holy Pope.—
In a short time the primitive Sanctuaries will, it
is hoped, be opened up, and faith will then have
a well from whence to draw new sentiments of
devotion. T'be- discovery of the spol where the
body of the holy martyr, St. Ceiclia, was depo-
sited, is due to the Chevalier Rossi, who, it is
thought, will be elevated to chair of Archeology,
to Gll the vacancy caused by the death of [
Professor Orisli, of the College of the  Sapi-
enfia.”
