The Governments of the Commonwealth of Australia, the RingBelgium, the United States of Brazil, Burina, Canada, Ceylon, the RepiChile, the Republic of China, the Republic of Cuba, the Czechoslovak Rthe French Republie, India, Lebanon, the Grand Duchy of Luxembt

Kingdom of the Netherlands, New Zealand, the Kingdom of Norway, PiSouthern Rhodesia, Syria, the Union of South Africa, the United King'Great Britain and Northern Ireland, and the United States of America:
Recognizîng that their relations in the field of trade and economie en(should be conducted with a view to raising standards of living, ensuieniployment and a large and steadily growing volume ofý real incoreffective demand, developing the full use of the resources of the wor

Being desirous of contributing to these objectives by entering into recand mutually advantageous arrangements directed to the substantial roiof tariffs and other barriers to trade and to the elimination of discri'ý
