His Majesty's Legation present their compliments to the
Hungarian LBoumaniqg/.Ministry of Foreign Affairs end under instructions
from His Majesty's Government in the United Kingdon have the honour to
return the following reply to the ncte from the linistry of April & and
of April 19.

2. His Majesty's Government find it necessary to place on record
their view that the Hungerian Zﬁbumaniag/ Governments have not addressed
themselves to answering the specific charges against then of denying to
the Hungerian /Ebumaniag/ people those rights and freedons which they
pledged to secure to them under Article 2/3/ of the Treaty of Pecce.

In the opinion of His Majesty's Government the staterents and allega-
tions advanced in the Ministry's note under refercnce are entirely
jrrelevent to these charges. His Majesty's Government accordingly cen-
sider that & dispute has arisen ccncerning the interpretation and
execution of the Treaty which the Hungarian /Rounznian/ Governments
heve shown no disposition to join in settling. The views cf His
Mzjesty's Government in the United Kingdonm zre 2l1so shared by the
Canadian, Australicn and New Zealand Governnments.

3. His Majesty's Minister hes therefore becn instructed to refer
these disputes to his.United States and Soviet colleagues for considera-
ticn jointly with himself in accordance with the provisions of Article
40/38/ of the Treaty. Copy of his notes to his United States ond Soviet
colleagues inviting them to a meeting for this purpcse are enclosed,

2. His Majesty's Government consider that the terrs of this reply
ere wsetisfactory and the Rouzenien /Hungerisn/ Ministry of Fereign
Affairs have becn so infornmed in o note of which I enclosc a copy. The
views of His Majesty's Government in the United Kirgdom are also snarcd
by the Canedian, Austrelion snd New Zealend Governnents who associcted
thenselves with the terms of His Majcsty's Legztion's note of April 2nd.
It is evident from thig correspendence that disputes hove arisen in the
sense of Article 38[497 of the Treaty of Peace vhich reads os follows: -
